Accordirg to this table the lowest in market
value is only the secord on the list in prodactive
ness. The Boston and Malne, with & net income na
oost of Jess than one-quarter per cent more than
the Reading, ia selling at only two per csnt die
count, while the latter is selling at twenty-three
pur cent discount. The Boston and Wor:ester Rail-
road, with a net income of 7.38 per cent oncost, ia
selung within seven and & half per cent of par.
This great difference cannot exist long. The net
income of & railroad on cost is the only ocorr ct
criterion of its actual value as an Investmsnt. In
our calculation for net income on cost in the cese
of the Reading Railroad, we have put down the
current operating expenditures at sixty per cent,
whereas it is without donbt the most cheaply ope.
rated road in the country, on account of its favor-
able grades and dumping facilities. I%is only by
such comparisone that the real value of rallroad
