New York at the time of the trial. This order was ob¬

tained oa affidavits.of Sa'.vator i'atti, setting forth that
lie and Strakosfh were travelling together from the

month of November to about the UOth of December, 1853,
in the States ot Ohio, Virginia, Indiana, and in Canada.

TO BKINO III WITNESSES TO PROYE HTBAEOSCH'S
ABSENCE.
First .The motion i* entirely unprecedented.
Second .It supposes, first, that if it had been made

at the argument on the appeal, it would at the laat term
ha to been successful; and second, that though not made
then, the Court will hear it now.
Third..'The Court will uot re open the cue for the

purpofe of letting in this motion:
1 In ii clear that tbe Court haa the power to order a

re- hearing of the appeatt For this ia in effect an attempt
10 obtain a re-bearing. The Code declares.sec. ;«.
when an appeal shall be re heard. Does not that by im¬
plication exclude a re- hearing for any other caueer

2. Hut supposing it to have the power, yet the re-
atiainta it impoces on itself will not allow it to re-hear
thin case. Its own dignity, and tbe respect which it
requires, anil tbe orderly conduct of it* proceeding*,
forbid it. The parties have had their day in court. If
re- healings are allowed in one case, they will be asked in
all. The constitution of tbe Court makes it particilarly
inconvenient, only three judges generally sitting at the
gene al term, (4 McLean, 2o4;4 Wend., 188; 25 Wend.,
263.) and if re hekrings aie allowed, they will always be
attempted when the tlx Judges are on the bench.

3. 'llie courts have always leaned against re-hearings.
There is a sort o[ traditiou on the bench that they are
injurious, and to be discouraged.4.

2. Tie deposition ol a witness taken conditionally

can only be read " after it has been proved that he is
absent." The proof of absence cannot be made or sup¬
plied after the deposition is given in evidence.2 R. S.

8. The cause was heard at tbe last term upon exsep-
tinns, as well at upon a case. An exception cannot be
obviated by proof at the argument of the appeal.

4. Tbe instances in which proof has been heretofore
permitted to supply omiiBion at the trial are those in
which the proof was documentary and could not be con¬

tradicted, and the motion was addressed to the discre¬
tion of the Court.3 John, cas., 126; 13 Wend., 529; 2

Fifth .Til? Code giyes no countenance whatever to

this motion; it Ia not A base of " amendment." If it
were otlierwite one might always supply defective proof
on an appeal; and proof might as well be introduced
on one side aa the other, to reject a deposition, as to ad¬
mit it.

Sixth..If however, tbe case wereone In which all the
obstacles before mentioned were removed, and the court
would ro open tbe cafe and the omission might be sup¬
plied by proofs at tbe bar, jet it would be a matter
resting in tbe discretion of the court, and governed by
considerations affecting the furtherance of justice.

I ruin Valparaiso January 14, and from Kio Janeiio Keb
ruaiy 11. The Susquehanna has been absent for several
veil rs, during which rlie has been attached to the East
Ind » squadron, bus played an important part in the
Ja|ian expedition, ban visited the Sandwich Islands, San
Irundsco and other 1'aciBc ports, and now returns to the
port where she was built, having proved herself the best
steamer in the Davy, and, as some think, the finest
war steamer afloat.

After tlie Arst visit to Japan the Susquehanna re¬

turned to Hong Kong 2d April, 1N34, and was placed at
the disposal of the Hon. Robert M. McLane, Commis¬
sioner to China, and carried him and suite to Shanghan
20th April, the was then detached from the command
of Commo.lore Perry: about a month ailerwards she
sailed up the Yang tzi KiangtoChussnand Silver Island,
where the Imperial Admiral viaited her with the usual
Chinese salutes
She then anchored off Chrn-Keang-foo, where a shot

was tired by the rebel batteries on shore and imme¬
diately apologized for, saying it was fired by a young
man, a convert, whose hair had not yet grown.
