The Assembly Committee of Ways aad Kmoi, to

In relation to the canal revenue*, and various pstitious
and remsnitrances for anil against the Imposition of
canal tolls on railroad tonnage, respectfu'ly

That they bare siren tbe subjeot such anamination

and reflection as tbeir time and other duties devolving
upon tbem would permit. They hare approached It as a
matter of very great importance, contemplating as it does
the excercixe of a very extraordinary power, to be re¬
ported to only upon an unusual emergency and justified
by urgent necessity. As a general princt} le, enterprise
nod improvements tending to develope tne resources and
incresse the prosperity of the country should be en¬
couraged and{not unnecessarily restricted or encumbered.
But at the same time the interest of tba Mat* and the
government in this country is identical with that of tha
people; and tbat is paramount and brst to be cared for
by its legislature, pot by interi'eiinjg with rested in¬
herent lights, but by properly restricting and controlling
privileges granted and »u!oyed a* matters of favor ana
not of riglit.
The first question which appropriate./ e-ents itself

for discussion is, what are tne necessities ot the Stats
calling for the exercise of this extraordinary power ?
The constitution makes a complete disposition ot the
revenues of the public works, pledging the surplus after
tbe payment, to the expenses of collection, superinten¬
dence and ordinary repairs, to the public creditors, the
support of tbe government and the completion ot the
public works.

It is evident, therefore, that uuleao there U a verylarge improvement In the revenues of the canals, or
tbatthev are effectually aided by the uiea^s within tbe
power ol the Legiilature, there will lie very large de¬
ficiencies, and the government will he who.ly unaole to
make tbe provisions required in and gutnateeil by tbe
constitution to the public creditors. Tim honor, tne in
t< rest, the plighted faith and credit of the State, are all
at stake upon the prompt am.' elTectual action of tbia
Legialnlature to provi le tor such deficiency Whatever
opinions may exiet as to the necessity, wisdom or policy,
for such large appropi latious out of tbe canal revenues
lor the benefit of tbe public creditors and however
strong may be tbe conviction that much smaller annual
appropriations wou'u have produced at great satisfaction
to creditor*, nnd would have brought them much n>> rer
the ability of tbe canals to meet them out of their rev¬
enues, it cannot affect or lessen the duty of the Legisla¬
ture to provide for thera as tliev are It is the pledge of
tlie people, as expressed in their fundamental law, and
we. as lHgi-latora, are under obliratlons to neglect
nothing, in the redemption of such pledge. Such, theu,
are the necessities ol the State calling for mime uat-i
action at our band*.

The next question which appear" to your committee
appropriate to conaiiier. is what has occasioned, in part
at least, such deticiences in the tcvennes.
When the canals were the only uurestricted avenue*

for tbe transportation of freight tlirouph this State, they
mccopolizcd nearly ihe entire catryini; trade of the
Wesi, and their business nnd revenues increased with
gnat rapidity, In 1851, at a time when it was supposed
that the speeiy enlargement of the Erie and Oswego
canals were tenured bevond a permdventure, tolls and
restrictions were remove'! from the transportation of
freight by railroads, and they were permitted to enter
the lists a* free competitors with the Erie Canal for the
carrying trade of the West.

I pon tbia. preparations were commenced by the .everal
railroad lines for the carriage ol freight upon a g.gantic
scale, and not limiting themselves to such articles aa
could be carried profitably, and would naturally seek aueh
avenues of transportation, they have left no means un¬
tried to divert the business from the canals, and draw it
to their own avenues of transportation.

Hegardless, in many instances, of the question whether
money was to be made or lost by the opention tbey
have c.irried and united the trt. nspoit.it ion of many ar¬
ticle* tbe actual cost of the trausportaticn of which ex¬
ceeded the cbrrges made or realized therefor. Thatcoune
of policy, by whatever selfish motive* actuated, had.
undoubtedly, for ita object the diversion of "rad« from
the public works of this Shite. Whether it was done, at
any cost, to swell up tbe revenues of tbe road*, and. by
the exhibition of large rectipts, to enhance their credit
as borrower* in the market, or to injure and impair tbe
re* er.in s <f the canal*, and untimately to destroy their
credit, it equally demand* tbe attention ot the Legisia-
tui*. The result of of *uch competition and transpor¬
tation ot freight on the railroads is apparent in the dl-
mlni lied and diminishing receipt* and toor.ag* of tue
canals, rod tbe increased and increasing receipts and
tonnnge ii|>on the railroads.

She calls ber name, at different timet and places, Mrs.
Lucretia I! n, Miss B n, Mra. B.a. sc., as cir¬
cumstances require. «he professes to have as good an
education as any man in America that she can speak
nine languages "fluently and teach four correctly; is in¬
timately acqualn'ed with many of the sovereigns, pnn-
cteee*. dukes, lords and ladies of Em ope and the West
Inoies, with the President, heads of departments, and
ladies of note in this country. She is txtremelv pious
on all suitable occasions; can be ostremely ill. In deep
affliction or in a dying condition in a moment, if neoes-
aary, to gain sympathy. Her residence at present, un¬
known: goes out but little by daylight; walks quite fast;
often crossing the street or otherwise changing her
course, ao that it is very difficult to find her hiding place.
These women collect wh'atcver tbey can themselves with¬
out givug true reference, and induce as many others as
possible to beg for tbe destitute and afflicted, while they
themselves gonerenfly receive whatever is collected,
and attend to the distribution of it gratia.
