On the 27th of February Adams & Co. applied for the
bemefit of the insolvent act. From the statsments
filed in the Fourth Distriet Court (which It is said may
e locked npon as perfectly correct as far as the busineds
transactions of the Arm in the eity of San Francisco are
woncerned,) it appears that their total assets amount to
$1,761,102 49 and their Liabilities to $1,040,288 25, loaving
o balance of nssets of $110,004 24, Thus the labilitien
amaount to nearly the same sum us the assets, but from
the nature of the latter, it is considered more than pro-
Bable that no more than fifty per cent on the whale
smount will be realized.
