A mnr tabx.
At the junction of the Bower/ and Fourth avenue, in

front of where stood formerly Vauxhall Garden, laborer*
are engaged in the work ef carrying off the remain* of
demolished buildings. Thii piece of property form* a tri¬
angle at the eouth end of Peter Oooper'a Inititute. It
extend* about one hundred and fifty feet ra the Bowery
and Fourth avenue, and i* about seventy.five feet acro«*
at the upper end. The building* which hare just been
demolished upon it were among the oldeet relics of the
city. Tiii* property belonged to the old Knickerbocker,
Peter Stuyveeant, who erected upon it the build¬
ing* which bare come down to the present
day. Ihoee building*, which were put up
when their only neighbor was Vanxliall Oar-
den, bare in later year* bean used aa stables, hay
oft* and tenement*, remarkable for their shattered ap-

1 -fa ranee and worm-eaten floor*. Mr. Stuyvesant, in
lit* will, bequeathed the property we have just described
o the city of New York with the proviso that >t Hhould
be turned into a public park within a certain time. This
proviso not being complied with, tbe property was, at
-the expiration of thi* time, to revert again to the heir*
ofPeter Stuyvesant. Thi* property has remained as it
was -when first bequeathed to the city till now. No steps
have ever be fore been taken by tbo Corporation to satis¬
fy the demand* of the will, and take the legacy to the
city. The time grunted the cltv in the will expires thi*
year, and to save the property from the heirs of tbe d«-
visee, the Corporation have gone to work to clear the
property and turn it ln'o a park. In a short time, per¬
haps. w'e shall have in this little triangle, a fine grass plot
that will acid much to the beauties of tbis part of the city.
This grass plot will be a fit associate with the institute
of Mr Cooper. When this park and institute are com¬
peted. together with the new buildings to be erected on
the site of Vauxhall Garden, thin aection of tbe city
will in appearance compare favorably with any other.
Tbe Astor and Mercantile Libraries, tbe Bible House,
Cooper s Institute, and this green spot, contribute each
to make this the real heart of the metropolis.

A NEW HOTKL.
A strange looking building is now going up on tbe

triangular spot of ground, bounded by the Fifth
avenue, Broadway and Twenty-second street It has
puzzled many of our good citizen* to guess for what pur¬
pose this building was intended. It is a sort of a non¬

descript in architecture, and hence the difficulty in
hitting upon the intentions of it* proprietor. We under"
stood yesterday it was intended for a hotel. A new

hotel of the Delinonico order. Something private and
retired, where old bachelors and test young
gents may take their toddies and en.loy their re¬

galias, without tbe neise and confusion of the
St. Nicholas and Metropolitan. This building in
shape is something between a triangle and a square.
It is about fifty feet on Broadway, Twenty-
sect nd street and Fifth avenue, and not quite so

What is particularly remarka¬
ble in tbe apptarance of this building, is its windows,
which reach over two stories Tbe window* »n the first
fctcry are long and narrow, about thirty feot high, the
upper part reaching about ten feet above the second
flcor ol the building. Above these another tier of long
nmow windows, reaching from the third to the fourth
floor* about twenty feet In length Tha lintels of this
.:?CM3'.l tier trc fou.et'uing exceedingly faniiiul, beingtLe ctio'bal head of a Jvinale. surrounded by fancy
work. 'I his builaiag is made of brick, the first story
being ornacst ated externally with white sand stone,
*ucli as is uf» d in the Nafsau Bank. This building, as

yet Las only its shell completed, and when finished,
will. no doabl be something cf .in ornamnnt as well as
