Capt Judab, U. S. V, was on the Klamtth, he met with
much opposition from a certain class who were advo¬
cate* for the total extermination uf all the Indians in
this seetion, irrespective of their peaceable disposit.oa,
sod after no little trouble and vexation, he man^g^i t >

compromise matters, so that all Indians who gave up
their arms ami remained In their ranctes were to be
protected in their per.ions anil property. All the people
on the river, exc'pt eeven or eight, pledged themselves
to carry out the pledge to the friendly Indians to th*
letter. Sinoe Capta n Judah returned, and wuile the
volunteers were out alter the hostile*, th» seven or

e<ght men alluded to went to the rancheria of friendly
Indians and burnt up ail the houses, tor the purpose, it
is said, of provoking the Indians to join the Red Caps
in the mountains, or thrwgh a 00warn ly disposition to
Bute mischief causing «h« Indians to believe that
there was no intention on tbe part of the whites to keep
their pledges with them Such conduct should be se¬
verely punished.

The Death of Gen Chumnrru.The l'rogrest ¦/ the Recotu

tion, rfc., itr.
General Chamorro, the President and General in-chlef

ot the army of this State, died at his residenos In Grena
da, on the 12th inst , after a Ion* and ssvere Ulness, of
dysentery.
The Chamorro party holds the entire State, with the

exception of l.eon, where the democratic army Is somi
tbiee thousand strong and the city well fortified ; they
also expect a re enrotcsment of five hundred men from
Honduras, Ceceral Munos at the head, and there is no
doubt bat that they will yet come ont victorious.

It Is alio reported that tne democratic army had at
tacked the city of Monagua and a large number were
killed on both sides. The result Is yet untnown
The Congress of Cbsmorro was to meet at Grenada on

the 18th irst. General Coral has been made goneral-in-
cbief of the army Joss Marie Kstra.ia is the acting
President until «hey have a new election.
The death of the Prasidsot will allect his party consid¬

erably, and many thins that the event will ultimatelytain the scale in favor of Castillo.
In-. Gaudrtun, United StaUs Consul for R'alejo, Is

still in Virgin Bay, waiting for a vessel to taka him to
bis post.

THE CATHOLIC SCHOOL QUESTION IN BOSTON.

Visit of the Legislative Committee to a Con"
trnl-Nrmbtri Charged With Disorderly
Conduct.Committee of Investigation Ap¬
pointed.Two Sides of the Story.
The legislature of Msasacbuaetts some days since ap¬

pointed a committee to visit ana investigate the Gatholio
schools and converts of the Commonwealth, for the
purpose of enlightening the public upon the internal
arrangements of thoee Institutions. Accordingly, on

the 26th olt. the itembers of the committee, accompa¬
nied by some other individuals, repaired to the convent
at Kcxbury, which is kept by seven Sisters o( Charity of
the oider of Notre Dame. Of their proceedings while
there, the Boston Advertiter, of the 31st alt, tells the
following stdry .
On the Desihsm turnpike, la Roxbury, just boyoa 1

l)nk stieet, there <s an ordinary houne in which a school
is kept by sevea ladies, Catholic ''Sisters of Cnarity, "
members of the order of Notre Maine. They have t welve
pupils, young ladies between the ages of ten anil
fifteen, kU Americans by birth. These nineteen ladies
form ihe whole houeeholJ, with the exception of an
Irishman, who is employed about 'he premises as a ser¬
vant. The bouse s lo attd upon a thoroughfare muoh
traveled; it is net secluded in any way from public gaze,
the grounds are not suiroun Jeil by any barriers, nor
does it have any of the characteristics of a monastic
Institution. The ladies who reside there as teachers are

h ghly cultivated and accomplished, and as muoh en¬
titled to respect and courtesy ar any in tbn State. I>htj;r
pupil* aie likewise reipect.ble. and there is no', the least
evidence that tbeir attendance at school is forced, that
they are tubjectei to an? rigorous discipline, or obliged
to undergo any sort of ill- treatment.
Such being the obaracter ot this establishment, the

nineteen ladies residing therein were surprised ou last
Monday afternoon to scs t«o omnibuses driva up to the
ioors, crowded with passengers, who alights anl in¬
quire lor the " lady superior," and being met by the
head of the establishment, the spokesman of the party
informs her that the crowd is a ommtttee appointed
by the legislature to examiuc the home. No uoMflca-

hon of the visit to be expected has betn sei vid upon the
dies, sua «"j nhltired te take the sUt'ment of the

memMra of the party on Lbeir own amuuriiy. w.

One of "the gentlemen" accordingly
pats her affectionately on the baca with one hand, turn*
over the rosary suspended round her nec with the
other, and ssks her il she is content with her situation,
whether she can leave when she pleases/ The young
ladies were cf course subjected to questions evea more
race.whether theie Are any boys boarding in the es¬
tablishment. what piyi shaients lliey suffer foi mimic-
mesnors Act. It is scarcely necessary to describe suoh
conversation in detail; the reader can readily imagtffo
what the scene must have been.
Ihe examining party, of course, had everythingtheir own wsy, and when their searches and their insults

had been protracted to the extent of their pleasure tbey
took their have. It Is scarcely necessary to sayth.it"they [ound no mutter what it wa< not that they
sought". unless the object of the visit was simply a
"laik" at the expense of State, in which caae the
object »a>; doubtless attained. There were no nuns im-
n.ured ulive in contracted cells, nor any evidences of
abuse ol any sort calling (or legislative Interference or
evtn Inquiry a
bow we ask the reflecting men anil wonnn of Massa¬

chusetts we evtn appeal to the candor cf the eighty
thousand voteis who put the present administration ia
power. is such a record as the above fit to form a page
in the history of the free and Ailightened Common¬
wealth of Massa ;busetts in the nineteenth century?

Our legislators ought to have a more intimate practi¬

.' hvery subject has a right to be secure from all un.
reasonable »ei/ures of bis person, bia bouees, his pv
p«rs, snd all hts possessions. All warrants, therefore,
are contrary to this right, if the cause cr foundation of
them b* cot Jircviuualj supported by oath or atlirmatioa
and il the order, ia the warrant to a civil oOlcer, to
male search la suepected placea, or to arrest one or
moie suspected persons, or to eize their property, be
not accompanitd with a special designation of the per-
tons or objects of search, arrest or seizure; and no
warrant ought to be Issued but In cases, and with the
formalities, prescribed by the laws."

a few minutes I will show you what little there is to

se«; our house is small, and we have bat a few in It."
The following is the account given in the Bee of th* pro¬
ceedings of the search:.
The company became seated in the parlor, with their

hats off, and the lady went out of th room. In a feir
moment* she returned and conducted the partr up
stairs, through the sleeping rooms, (one or two of which
contained Ave beds, neatly and plainly draped with
curtains,) and thsn down stairs into the school room,
where tome dozen pupils were taking lessons ia sewing.
The teacher wax dressed as a nun, and very readily an-

' swercd the questions put to h*r, as to the mod* of in¬
struction, Ac. One reply was that she "endeavored to
teach them good American principles." five minutes,
perhaps, were consumed in the school room, anil no dis¬
pleasure was manifested by any one, unless it was ex¬
pressed in the countenance of a young lady pupil at a
simple inquiry made by a member of the committee,
which excited a smile.
On leaving this room, a lamp was famished by one of

the nuns, snd the oommittee were Invited to go below,
into the cellar. This was declined, anl th* light was
not used.
Other rooms wer* visited, one of which was the aano-

tusry. On opening the door of this consecrated place, a
nun was urn kneeling at devotion, and on a table near
her were several burning csndles. .Heme eight or ten of
tlie purty entered in tlie moat silent mancer, uncovered,
and the strictest propriety was obseived; ia fact, so
light was tlie movement, that the female at devotion
seemed not in the least disturbed, and remained in the

Ksture she had assumed, until the committee retired
>m the room.
In the meantime another female had entered the

room, and when addressed in a low tone or voice by a
member of the committee, replied that "con vernation
Mi not allowed in the chapel.'' He invi'ed her to the
entry, wbeie they were Mien conversing together with
an apparent mutual natisfaction. Of the purport of the
conversation, the other members of the committee know
nothing, except what was afterwards related to them
by the nentlemsn liiasolf. He admits that he casually
took hold of the rosary which was suspended from her
neck; and this Is the whole sum and substance of the
oflencing; the sanctity of the rosary was desecrated by
beiDg touched with heretical hands.
Seme conversation was held with the " lady superior,"

who snswereu all questions propounded in a Udylik*
manner. The Information was elicited from her that
but two or three of the seven nuns in the house wore

Irish, the majority of them having oome from Bel¬
gium.
The entire investigation was conducted with propriety,

and seemed to be < ujoyod as much by the inmates of the
establishment as by their visiters. No "draws were
searched," no "ladies' dresres were tossel over," no
«' talkirg loudly with their hats on" was indulged in; no

" Insults were offered no " Indies shrank in tirror at
tbe desecration of a spot which they believe hallowed;"
and no obstacle was attempted to be thrown ia the wuy
of it full investigation, which, however, was not made.
tbe object of the visit having been accomplishing the

chairman of the committee polHely thanked the " head
of the ostabliHment" for the oourtesie* extended to them,

and bidding her adieu, the pirty retired from the pre¬
mises
