Notwithstunding this, Congress
neglected to apply the proper remedy; bub in ita efforts
to restore credit and put in motion agaiu the wheels of
commerce, i1t went to tinkeriog ihe tariff, under
the belief, no doubt, that all the trouble was caused by
the impurfections of that innocent and un‘mportant
measure, Ever since the firat great revulsion, the tarifl
hu been doctored whenever any disease appeared in our
inl or roin]l systems, and we feur it will
be a long time before members of Congress bécome gul-
ficlently enlightened to seek for the real cause of all our
financial difficultien, at the place whece it actually ex.
irts—in the currency.
