tommrrcliil Blunder*.

The rcvultion in Cali'oraia is spreading.
Merchants os well oh bankers arc falling; it is
<iuite certain by this time tbat the Pacitlc
tons; is to Lave its 1W7 at once. With what
amount of disaster it may be accompanied, is is
hardly possible to conjecture. We have seen
enough ot California lihj l'rom tho'.e who have
lciuraed to these States to know that as a
geutrul thing the social habits of the Califor-
nians were not well adapted to encounter a
period of hardship or monetary stringency.
At San Francisco, almost every man lived be-
yenu bis means. Dealing in g->ld, constantly
ci,g»g<d in receiving it, weighing it, shipping
it, recording it by the million, they had come
naturally enough to think ligh-ly of eagles aod
their aliquot parts, and baviug earned taein
ea.-ily, parted with them freely. Their houses
were magnificent, th«'ir style of living wholly
incommensurate with the legitimate profits of
hnsitte^r, and unsuited to the age of the State.
When they travelled bitherward, they chal¬
lenged noticcby their lavish expense, uu.il tae
vulvar bt lief arose tbat a Californiaa wi.8 ne¬
cessarily a rough-bearded n».n, with an inex¬
haustible parse of dollars and a never-failingknife. Th events of the past few weeks arc
dispelling the delusion in ooly too lamentable a
way. Tbero is something very mournful ia
the account of the miners at Sonora assem¬
bling, breaking open the vaults of Adams &
Co., and distributing the funds di-covered
therein through the hand* of a committee, to
tee holders of certidcates.

A tariff or rather about
twelve tariff., have been aloptcd since the Revo-
ution, the first having for tholr sole object to
evy a juij to support the government, some

of the later or.es .superadding and indeed subor-
dinatiDg to tbie the futile det-iie to protect cer¬
tain speoiflc interests here by a tax on all
others. But with these exceptions, commerce
has bet & practically unnoticed by the United
States. The important power respecting the
"coining of money," in other words the estab¬
lishment of a currency, has been wholly neg¬
lected and unused. The States have done
their best to make amends for the inaction of
Congress by delegating to others powers which
the constitution denied to themselves. Though
they were expressly debarred from " emitting
bills of credit," they made no objection to char¬
tering banks with power to emit eueh hills,
and the oonsequence is that there are at pre¬
sent in round uumbtrs twelve hundred banks
In the United States wholly independent of the
federal authority on a point which it was the
design of the constitution Congress should for¬
ever control.

1 1 eeems probable that much of our commer¬
cial trouble n*ay bo referred to this anomaly.
Bad Congress, instead of drawing a<division
line between its own financial straits aud those
of the country, and providing for theone by a

public bank while the others were left -to seek
ai y system they pleased, had Congress boldly
followed the example of the greater States of
Europe, ai d regulated the currency once and
forever by a formal act, covering the whole
ground, and not to be altered or contravened
by any authority short of CoDproas itself, it
seius highly probable that the repulsions
which have checkered our commercial history
at regular intervals since 1816 might have
been averted. At all events, one elass of solid
institution?.solid banks might have been
secured Tolly, foreign disaster or extrava¬
gance would still of couree have ruined mer¬
chants; but they oould not have affected .he
banks, working uader an invariable federal
law, and the commerce of the country would
have possessed a unity and a strength that
would have defied ephemeral causes of trouble.
Vfo see one of the consequences in the periodical
bank expansions, followed by corresponding
contractions ; the more violent of which
amount to crises. Another consequence of
this feature of federal policy has beca that
whenever the merchant* or manufacturers have
...... .ucunimcjr m me currency system, and
run to Congress for help, that sagacious bodylias immediately gratified them by tinkeringtLc only power it had left, the revenue power.
It would pass a new tariff. The story of the
French monomaniac who Went about with his
pockets full of Opsra tickets, distributing them
to every one who made any request to him of
whatever nature. aDd could iu>L be persuaded
that he had not acted charitably in givingtbun to a poor starving beggar woman with
two babies in her arms, was a fair type of Con-
gTfg?. According to its majority a new tariff
was SHre to relieve any distress. Like the in¬
evitable calomel of the old school physicians, It
vv good for every thing ; if it didn't answer,
the reason was that the dote had not been large
(¦oough. Every one knows what the result of
this style of calomel practice was, and how in-
variably the physician use! to siy. as he
wulk< d behind the coffin : A few larger doses
might have saved him ! This is exactly what
we have been hearing from the manufacturers
und olber protectionists forever so many years.
When they got into trouble, having borrowed
more money than they could repay and been
suddenly culled upon for it by the bank*,
they rcn to Congress for aid. Mr. Clay or
fome other great political economist gaveihem a tariff with hi^h duties, and
they returned home in high gke. But
very po<-n it was apparent that the only
lecalt of the high tariff was to make it a
trifle harder fur farmers aud others to live ;
tbut it poured money into the government cof¬
fer?, not the manufacturers' ; and that the
latter, balanced as before between bankruptcy
and plethora by the capricious bank system,
were as badly off as before. Thm they wo ild I
po again to Congress and compHin that the
doc bud not been large enough, the duties not
high enough. If Mr. Clay and his friends were
f-troog at the time, the lirgcr dose wan made
np and pa<«ed; and igaii, after 3 short while,
thfc protectionists found themselves woi'se off
than ever.

That tbe tubaeqnent discovery of gold mine!* on
the land had nothing to do with the title, and «!iat the
aur-.ey must now bd made uuJer tbe authority of the
Unittd States, in tho form tnd divisions prescribed by
law for aorveya in California, embracing the enMre grant
In cne tract.
