Tbe Rev. Dr Maiu-u ht ited that this wis an adjourned

mot ting of one held .n December to exchunge coogratu-
atiocs on tbe election of Gov. Clark, and now they had
met to exchange the 11* e congratulations on tbe package
cf tie Pioliibitory Liquor law. (Applause.) He pre¬
sented, as chaiiman of tli» meeting, Mr. Wm. E Dodje.

Mr. Douob'h nomination having been uoauioaously
confirm* d, he came lorward and said.They were here
for the purpose of congratulating earfiotber on the great
tempt ranee measure whicii had passed the State Legis¬
lature so triumphantly. (Applause.) He had arrived
in the city thii evening after an absence of four weeks,
and durittf; bis absenca he was no less astoEis'aed than
gratified at the prcgreBs of the principle of prohibition.

a bugbear. If there i* any basis for a rise in
one or more of our atosks, nothing from Europe can

permanently depress them. It is more important thit
the public here should clearly and thoroughly under¬
stand the changes whlili, from time to time, take place
in the different stock securities on the market, so that
tbey can operate with a perfect knowledge of their true
value, than that consols should adranse a quarter or a

half ptr cent, or the Bank of England gain or lose a

little bullion. Capitalist* who buy a stock because its
market value is below Its Intrinsic value, b9»use its
dividends this jear, out of its actual earning?, will be
d»uble that of last, oannot be infiuet ced or attested by
the price of consols, ard, therefore, pay very little at.
tention to quotations for that wonderful security. It hn

very little effect upon the travel and traffic of our rail
road companies, whether consols aie ten per cent above
or ten per cent below par.
