There 1* rothiog 1b tboselews that in the least militate!
against ua, not even to our excluding common li« from
this territory. I can Inform our lawyers wbo plead at
the bar bete that the Congress of the United States
have passed law* giving us tbe privilege of exeludlag
common law at our pleatura, and that too without any
violation of tbe con* titution, or general statates. They
have also given us privilege te atop drunkenness,
¦wearing, and gambling, and to prevent horee racing,and to punish men for hurting and robbing each other.
Tlie constitution of the Urated States, and the who'a
federal government, in their actf, have given us this
privilege.
Now, I will tell yon one thing that l am oppoaad to,and that this people are oppoeed to, it is to a man's

coming here aa an officer, with a bit or aheepekln la bis
pocket, having tome great man's name to it. and begin¬ning to set up hia rules of discipline for tbe people,and^ajing, "1 am a gentleman, I am a high-mindedgentleman can you tall me where I can find a
woman to sleep with ire to-night?" and setting upgambling shops, and di inking, and carousing ana
stirring up strife, and hatching up law-suits : hunting
out disaffected spirits, and then lecturing the people
on morality, withing them to become like other commu¬
nities, and saying to Mrs. Sncb a one, or Miss Such -a>o a*,
"Won't you ride with me.won't you take a sleigh rile
to night with me? I am a high minded gentleman." A

firudent father, or husband, says, "Come home here, this
e your place; ycu have no business with strangers "

What In the result of this? Why, from most of the high-
minded gentlement, you can hear, 11 Q.d d.n the
Mcrmons. they are opposed to tbe federal government,
because they will not let ue sleep with their wives and
daughters." I am eppofel to euch men. and am after
them with tbe barbed arrows of the Almighty To what
extent? Let them Intrude upon the chastity of my fami-
y, and, so help me God. I will use th«m up. (All the
rongiFeation said, "Amen ") Such oharacUn may cry

" Aiitns, aliens; the Mormons are .all hostile to the go¬
vernment," and they m*y cry it until they are in hell.

A si bave already stated, tbo President of the Ualtei
States rhould be a perfect pattern for all the people to
Walk after; to aleo should the Vice President, the mem¬
bers of tbe cabinet, end of Congress, the governors of
States and Territories, and, in flr.e, all tbe officers of the
govF>nment be paUerna for the people to imitate But
what do you find among the leader* ef the people? Al¬
most everything but an upright example.
Corrupt men cannot walk these ntreet« with impunity,

and If that la alienism to the government, amen to it.
Tbe constitution ol the United dtate.r> we sustain all the
day tocg, and it will auataln and shield u% while the
men who say we are aliens, and cry out "Mormon dis¬
turbance," will go to bell. There have been officer* here
wbo were not fit to live in our midst, and thev ran bome
and ra'ted tbe cry, "Mormon disturbances," "Mormon
rebellion," "Mormon war," and "treasoners but their
dav is over.
When a man professes to ba try friend and the friend

ol ibid people, lie will take my counsel, instea 1 of stirrin;
up strife and practising iniquity. I dislike the wilfully
corrupt, and by and by I will come out thunder like, aa

I bave ''one uptn others when practising iniquity; and
aa I did upon a certain individual wh-n he made his glo
rlous speech, and insulted this ptople from the highest
to the lowest. I chastised him, and he ran off and re¬
ported aa my payings those which I did no1. s*y. It w»s
told him, while be was on the plain*, that President
Zacbary Taylor was lead an 1 damned and it has gone
tbrorgb the States, from aide to side, that I said bo It
was first given out that the Mormans said so. and then
that Brigham said so; well, I backed it up. be-.ause I
knew it was true. I have just aa good a right to say
that President Taylor ts in hell as to say that any other
miseiable sinner la there. WaB ha any mors than flesh
and blocdV 1 bave as good a right to canvass him, In a
religious point of viaw/aa I have to canvass the peaiant
upon the dunghill. He lias gone there, and so have
mtny others; and the I.ord Almighty is removing the
hitter branches, as foretold in the Book of Mormon.
The newspapers sre teemiog with statements th\t I

said, "President Pierce and all bell could not remove ra?
from office." I will tell you what I did say, and what I
row pay; the Lord reigns and rnles in the armies of the
boavens and does his pleasure amon; the inhabitants of
the earth. He sets up a kingdom here, and pulls down
another there, at his pleasuie. He walks in the raidat
of the people and they know it not. He makes Kings,
Presidents nnd Governors, at his pleasure; hence I con¬
clude that I shall be Governor of Utah Territory, just as
It d? as he want* me to be; and for that time, neither
the President of the United States, nor any other power,
can prevent it. Then brethren awl filters, be not worried
alrrut my being ditmitsedfrom office; for when tint Prrrt-
dent appoints another mnn to be Governor of Utah Terri¬
tory, yon may acknowledge that the Lord has done it, for
uv should ackn/nvletige h is hand in all things.

Ail perple are in the hands of tbe Almighty, and he
governs and controls them, though they cannot perceive,
neither do they acknowledge his handy- work. He exalts
the President to te the bead of the nation, and places
kings upon their thrones. There is not a man that es¬

capes his cojnizance, and he br:ngs forth his purposei
in the latter days. I can tell you something more, bre¬
thren and sisters, nnd friends, and the United States,
and all the world; the Lord Almighty win not
suffer his p3'esthoo<l to be again driven from
the earth, even should he permit the wicked to kill
and destroy this people. The government of the United
States and all the kings of the world may go to war with
us, but God will preserve a portion of the meek and
humble of this people to bear off the kingdom to the in¬
habitants of the earth, and will defend his priesthood;
for it is the last time, the last gathering tlma; and he
will not suffer the priesthood to be again driven from
the earth. They may massacre men. womsn and chit-
dren; but the T.ord will not suffsrtnem to destroy the
priesthood; a*d 1 say to the Baints th*t, if they will
truly practice their religion, they will live and not be
cut off.
" There is a spirit in mm: and the inspiration of the

Almighty giveth them understanding, " and many who
do nbt bold the priesthood have ideas which are really
true, jet they are not always certain whether they are
true or not The cogitations concerning this people of
men upon their beds, of the President of the United
States, of the members of Congress, and of tha rulers of
different nations, when they meditate upoa thn condi¬
tion of the world, and their flcnl exit from this stage of
action, are that tb>>re is no evil in the I.ntler-diy Mints.
And I tell jou, in the name of fie God of Israel, that
their secret reflections tell them this, unless they are so
far depraved by wickedness that the Spirit of the Lord
lias ceased to strive with them. But as soon as they
enga.ee in the uimoil of their daily duties, the hue and
cry that "the Mormons are about to do this, and that,"
attracts thtir attention. Formerly the rumor was that
' they uvrc agoing to btmpef with the sta ves," when wv h ii.
never thought rf srch a thing. The teed of Haqfc
which is the seed of Cain, descending through Ham,
will, according to the curse put upon him, serve
his brethren, nnd be a "servant of servants'' to his
fel'ow- creatures, until God removts the curse, and no

rower can hfndtr it. llese are my views upon slavery,
niii here fay a little more upon this poiqt The con¬

duct of the whites towarl* tbe slwes will, in many
cans, pend both elave and mister to hell. This state¬
ment comprises much in a few words. The blacks
stculd be uced like servants, and not like brutes, but
tfcry must eerve. It is their privilege to live so ns to
e&.joy msny of the blfnslngs which attend obedience to
the first principles of the gospel, though they are not
entitled to the priesthood.
But, to proceed, the principal evil is in the rulers, or

thoee who profess to be rulers, and in the disponsers of
the law, and not tbe constitution; it is purs Even
thoee who bave evii in their hearts, when they con¬

template the powers that be. as now exhibitel before
their eyes; when they think of them upon thtir beds,
and in their most sober reflections, are beginning to
realise that God is visiting the earth; that the Latter-
day Saints are not at bad a people as they are repre¬
sented to be by their enemies, that they are not disposed
to be hostile to the government, and that they are a

feed people. Many who occaslonly reflect calmly are
eginning to realise that we bave somelhio? which they
know but little about, and to wish that thry understood
it. When th«y cast off these reflections, fear comes
upon tbtm, tecaure the cry frem one end of the Union
to the other is, that ' the Mormons are agoing to do
something." What was said in NauvooV "Let Joe
Smith and the Mormons alone, and it will be hut a lit¬
tle time be!ore they control the election of this State;
and the man that Joe Smith says shall be Governor so
will he be; and the men wbora he says shall he Repre¬
sentatives, so sbnll they fce; and we will not boar it "

It was the priest in the pulpit thorning tbe politician,
acd gouging underneath, saying. "Don't you bear it;"
md this because the priest coula not bear to stand up
in tte pulpit and own bis shame for vindicating a fal e

religion; for cur elders could s lcn:e every one of theru.
and crimson Ihefr faces with shame. Henos their wcrds
and determinations were and. are, "We will kill the
Mornons;" and the priests were piocliog the Mormons
from behind the p-diticlsrs. How lorg would it have
been befo:e the whole elect'on of Illinois would hare
been controlled by th« Latter- Pay Snin's ? Our enemies
saw this, and the devil knew it, snd was mad, and deter¬
mined to remove us. He did so, and I thank God for it.
The priests and the politicians could discein that
Morncon ism was gathering to its banner its thousand*
and tens of thousands, and that it would be but a very
shoit time ere the State would be governed entirely by
tbe I atter-Day Saints. The whole election wjuld have
been controlled ly them, if we had not come out, and
forbidden our people to vote. We had to do this or con¬
trol the ballot box.
They succeeded in killing Joseph fmith and Ryrum.

"Whit is agoing to be done with these turbulent
Mormons, these outrageous Mormons r" I will tell to a
what m'ght be done, and what ought to be done.

Then let tbe people cairy out those principles they hare
adopted and profess to abide by, and when we wish for a
Governor, or a Judge, or any other appointed officer, let
us have the men we prefer, and not those who will ran

away and report falsehoods about ok.

Many of the Battalion boys ate here to day, who
walked over the plains and deserts; they know what
they have endured They lsft their fathers, motheri,
and ch'ldien on the prairie, and some of them they
have never since seen, and will not In this t'me, for they
sleep in the silent grave They suffered all this in flght-
ng for the country that had cast them oat.
Do 1 love murderers and mobocrats as I do good men ?

No. Do I pray for them? Yes, that the Lord would
judge them out of their own mouths, and that spee¬
dily.
We plead a'l the time to be let alone, and to be per¬

mitted to ll«e in peace, and not to be whipped and
abused without cause, for we are ' flesh of your flesh,
and-Dooe of your bone;" then why not let u* enjoy our

piec of cake as we let you enjoy yours? For this we

plead, and plead and plead continually; bat no. say
they; ''We wil chastise you beeauie we have the
power to do it; w< will whip you because weare stronger
ttan you."

I will tale tbe government of the United States, aui
tbe laws of Missouri and 111 ncis from the year 1933 to
184f , and if they had been parried out acsoraing to their
letter and ppirit, they would have strung up the mur¬
derers and mobocrata who illegally and unrighteously
killed, plundered, harassed and expelled us. I will tell
you how much I love those characters If they had any
respect to thier own welfare they would come forth aul
say whether Joseph Smith was a prophet or not; 'we
sbed bis blood, and now let us atone for it;" anl they
wonld be willing to have their heads chopped off, that
their blood might run upon tbe ground, and the smoke
of it rise before the lord as an incense for th«ir sins. I
love tbem that much. But If the Lord wishes them to
live and foam oat tbelr sins before all men aad women,
it is all right, I care not where they go, or what they do.

I have but one fear concerning this people in the val-
levs of the mountains; I have bat one trembling sensa¬
tion in tbe nerves of my spirit, and that Is least we do
not live the religion we profess. If we w tit only practice
what we profess, I tell you we are at the deaauce of all
hell. But if we transgress the law God has giren us,
and trample his merges, blessings and oriiaances
under our feet, and treat them with the indiffer¬
ence wlich I have thought that some occasionally
do, not fully realizing the obligations that they
are under to their Gol, I have feared that in cou-
eequence tbey would be overcome, and that the
Lord wonld let tbem be scattered and smitten. But
only let tbem live their religion, and 1 have no more
fears with regard to their being driven, and with regard
to their eLemies having poser over them, than I have
with regard to th'se mountains being blown over apon
tbis city. I am willing to flght, or to go; to run or to
stay; c"r to c'o anyth'ng else that the Lord Almighty re¬

quires of me for his kingdom's sake, anl then to lay
down my life for his cause. But I swear by tbe God of
eternity, that I will not suffer men in our streets aad
in our lioures to corrupt this people and overthrow
tbem, the Lord and good men being my helpers.
To wbom do I allude but to th.ise who wUh to destroy

this people? Sot one. 1 em not opposed to any man or
set of men who are here, there, yonder, or anywhere
elre; bnt I am opposed to wickedness and vice, wherever
tbey may be frand in tbe whole earth; I am opposed to
unnghteou?ness, and 1 always intend to be.

I prefer to remark upon subjects as they preseat
themselves to my mind; though I might prepare a

coarse of lectures, and confine myself to given subjects,
a* I have often clone; but when lam in this stand I boist
tbe gate and let the flood run, not caring whish way It
goes, cr how.
What happened when I chastised a runaway officer ?

I did not say one rash word to him, nor chastise him
half as much as be deserved; but I told him what he was,
and bow be looked to me; what he was sent here for, and
what he should be, if he magnified his office. Before
the ireeting was out, the word was, 11 O we are a?oiog
to be driven; here is a mob coming." Bald I, " Get out
of my way. or I will ki -k you out; what are you a'raid
of i" "0! of tbe governmett of the Uni'.ed States?"

I replied, " Let ice die and go to my Father in heaven
before I stoop to tbat abominable wickedness; I never
will stoop to It, so help me God." What was the result
of the eourse I then took ? Be was chastened, aod oar
Chief Justice, wbo is now here, told him in Wishing toa
that be was chastened for bis own iniquity, and said to
him, " I expect they did not chastise you half enough."
Do you supfose that I am agoing to crouch down, and
suffer this people to bow down continually to tbe rod of
corruption? No. Come on with your knives, your
swords, end your fsggots of fire, ana destroy the whole
of us, rather than we will forsake our religion.
Whether It is true or false is none of your busi-
nets ; whether the doctrine of plurality of wives
is true or false is none of your busiaess. We
have -as good a right to adopt tenets in our reli¬
gion as the Church of England, or the Methodists, or
Baptists, or any other denomination, have to do in
theirs. Our doctrine is a Bible doctrine, a patriarchal
Ucc1<i e, and Is the .doctrine of the God of eternity,
and of the heavens, and was revnaled to our fathers on
the earth, and will save the world at la it, and bring us
into Abraham's bosom, if we ever get there. Are the
officers ot tbe government the judges of oar religion?
II is cone of their business whether it is true or faloe.

I know whether it is true or not, asd that is enough for
me; youkrow, brethren and sistere, and that i« enough
for you. If they do not believe it, we do not trouble
tbem with it We say th»t we will meet you as friends,
as neighbors, ss "flesh of our flesh and bone of oir

bene," but net. as the world meet you, upon' the plat¬
form of corruption and iniquity We are not there,
neither wLl we meet you th»re; but we will hall you as

friends, and as brethren, pertaining to the citisenship of
tbe govornment; so we bail the officers who ate now
with us. And if the gallant gentleman who is now in
<>vr midst h"d received the commission of Governor of this
Jmil' iy. a s uvs reported, and had accepted it, I would
have taken off my hat and honored the appointment; aod
this people would have been just as passive and sub
missive to bim as ever they could be to
me Tbat 1 * ill warrant and vouch for.
If tbey wish to tend a Governor here, and
be is a gentleman, like the one I have referred
lo, every heart would say ' Thank God, wa have a man
to stand at oar head in a gubernatorial capacity; a man
wbo has got a good heart, and Is willing that we should
enjoy the federal rights ot the constitution as well as
himself.'' I am with all snch men, heart and hand,
But for a man to come here and Infringe upon
my individual rights and privileges, and upon those of
my brethren, will never meet my sanction, and I will
rcouTge such an tne until be leave: I am a'ter him. But

I will nay, to the praise of the gallant gentliman refer¬
red to, if there was agoing to be a gentleman called upon
to be our Governor, there is not a man, out of the king-
di m of God, that I would listen to Booner. and feel more
confidence and coidlality towards, than io him. I wish
this meed of praire could be awarded to every offlcat In
the government, but It cannot. We have tome of the
most currvpt, damnable, mean airtet here that ever dis.
graced the earth ; some who even with to carry the holy
sanctuary in one hand and a jug full rf whiskey tn the
other, andfollow a ichore, and hare a taint trail behind
them to hold tip their garmentt to prevent their drabbling.
They are like the pilot flsh to the cbark, serving to lead
him to bis victim. 1 despite them; and so does every
gocd man. Show j out colors, gentlemen, and let us
know what and who yt u are. as I do, that all the earth
may see at d bear.
Have I any feelings against the man who has a trm

heart for constitutional r'ghta? I have nothing but love
and good feeling for all snch. What have I for the sin¬
ner, the hjpocrite. the unbeliever, the ungodly, the liar,
the sorcerer, the whoremonger, and the adulterer ? I
have nothing but chastisement for them, until they re¬

pent oi their wicked ways, and turn to God and flad
mercy. Tbis is according to my piieatly office. 1 In-
fnimed yon, in my diecourre that his just baen read,
tbat mv religion is first aod foremost with me, and I
will send it to all the earth, to President Pierce, whether
he retains me as Governor of Utah Territory or not; and,
whether I should be Peeeident of the United States, or

Kirg of Great Bri^a'n, or monarch of all the world, my
rel gion and my God are first and foremost with me. My
kingship, my fresident>hip, anl all shall bow to that
erernai priesthood whi-b Cod ha- bestowed upon me. I
bave been Governor of th?s Territory ever since it has
bad one, snd in all my official transactions I have aited
in atcordacce with »l>e priesthood. I never will infringe
upon it with anything I may operate In in any office; lrt
tbem all go by the board, before I will be brought Into a
sitcntitn tbat will cause me to infringe upon my priest¬
hood.

Partlcolaxa of the Conflagration tn Boston.
Lou over Half a million.

[From the Boston Courier, April 28.]
A moet destructive fire occurred in this city vesterdiyafterncon It originated in a small wooden building,which was filled with cotton, on Battery wharf, rear of

No. 385 Commercial street, at balf-pani 2 o'clock. A
fresh tortmvest hieeze was blowing at the time, and
Boon tbe series of wooden warehouses on Battery wharf
.numbering some twenty-fire or thirty store# In alt.
and about one hundred hales of cotton and otber mer¬
chandise on tbe wharf, were on fire. The heat was In¬
terne. the smoke stupifying, and for a time things look¬
ed sad enough. The eog'nemen, who were promptly on
the ground, seeing that they could not save tbe stores,
tnrtcd their atream; upon tbe ship Pliarsa'.ia, owned by
Thatcher Mggoun & i-'ors of Medford, which was aground
in tbe dock Ihey could not save the vessel, however,
acd she was burned so badly tliat,lt is probable thvt she
will be condemned. She was a good ship, about 617 tons
burthm, in ballast, and for sale.
The beat now became so intense, and the fire having

extended south across tbe dock to a range of building
on tbe south side of Feiry avenue.the enginemen who
were at tbe foot of Battery wharf were driven from the
machines. The flumes raged wilh great furv. Ferry
avenue is what was formerly occupied by the Miine
Bailway Company. Tbe block of nine handsome wooden
store-heuf<s was burnt. It was jnst completed for Aj-
ntld W. Taj lor. and delivered to him cn Wednesday.
the builder's insurance expiring to-day, and his insur¬
ance commencing yesterday, at tbe Hamilton offl je, in
Salem.Mr Richardson's agency. The buildings were
estimated to be worth |3,0UU; Mr. Taj lor's insurance is
$3,600. The whole property of the People's Ferry Com¬
pany, at the end of the wharf, which has been finished
with great regard to tbe accommodation of a newjiteam
ferry to East Beaton, was destroyed. Loss $60,COO. In¬
sured.
On Cons'ltutiea wharf, a two story wooden building,

owned by E. Train & Co., occupied in the lower part by
Ballon h Dillon, junk dealers, and in the fccond story by
Hauls & Dillon, sail makers was burnod.
Tbe brig Fawn, at Battery wharl, bad her spars slight¬

ly dsmnged ; but sbe waa hauled into the stream. The
ship John Bertram, which was taking in a cargo at Lin¬
coln's wharf, escaped into the stream without injury.
An engine.Perkins, No. 2.was put on :>o*rd the ship
Diana, which was on lire, but the firemen, finding that
tbe Unmet gained u pen them, ran, leaving their machine.
Tbey ra'lieo subsequently, and rescued the engise; but
tbe vessel was burnt. Ine bark Z. D owned by Geo. M.
Barnard, the sb'p Middlesex, owned in Provincetoirn,
schooner Gen. Veszie, of Norfolk, bound to the West In¬
dies, escaped into the harbor without material iojury.
The (Jen. Berry's rigging took fiie, but she was saved
from total destruction by cutting awiy her foremast.

It waa feared that tbe Ore would cross Commercial
street, opposite the tongue at the end of North or Ann
s'reet, wheie the two streets join and continue. If the
flames had reacbcd tbe wooden buildings att^U point, it
would have been difficult to arrest thein witnout a much
farther Iocs. Tbe firemen male a stand upon the large
we cden building south of Lincoln's wharf, which waa
ent'iely burnt up, with the f tock of ita numerous occu-
psnts. The building made a great blaze, but its fire did
not extend opposite.

OFFICIAL REPORT OF THE POLICE.
The fire broke out in the storehouse occupied by Nathan

Matthews, filled with cotton and other merchandise. The
flames extended to an unoccupied block of buildings on
People's ferry avenue, tbence to the People's ferry de¬
pot, thence to a pile of saltpetre, which fay at the foot
of Lincoln's wharf, and they were finally stayed at the
corth side of Union wharf, at about six o'clock.

five new buildings on the avenue, and a large quantity of
merchandise on tbe ground, were all destroyedOn Lincoln'iJIFAai/.The junk shop of Alexander Mb-
Ker na, together with Its contents, waa consumed The
office of tbe wharfinger, Mr. Nichols, and a store house
were <?estrojed ; also Noah Lincoln's wood and cotl
establishment There was over one hundred cords of
wood and a very large quantity of coal. and all waa de-
strrved also a building filled with bark. Cleveland and
Nairn's blacksmith's shop total loss Noah Lincoln's
stable total loas. F. D. chase, tin plate worker, build-
ng and stock total loss. Delano, shipwright and
caulker, building and stock total losa. The paint ahop
of Met srs. E. A. Voss k Co.. and the office of the harbor
police, were on fire several times, but they were only
slightly damaged.

The
tide was oat when the fire commenced, anl this render¬
ed it impossible for vessels lying In the docks to escape.
Had it not been for tbe intrepidity o'f the firemen, who
tcok tbelr position at the leeward of the fire on Lincoln's
wbarf, much greater d image to shipping, and the build¬
ings on the street and at Union wharf, would have been
caused. A hose carriage waa burnt. The Baraicoat,
with two other engine*, were reported either burnt or
thrown overboard, but we believe this to be a mistake.
Noah Lincoln's stable. Chase's stove shop, M. P. Delano
&Co., shipwright and caulkers, Harris & Dillon anl
Mather's sail loft, and all the buildings belonging to
the Battery Wbarf Company, and those occupied for
storage by Pierce & Bacon andH. Pay & Co., were de¬
stroyed.
Several small explosions were heard in the coarse of

the afternoon, probably from saltpetre. Deta:binants
of the Fire Department remained on the ground all night
but the limit of the fire being conBnsd between the
large stone structures on Constitution and Uni )n
wharves, no more damage could occur.
The mass of coal, cotton and ottier goods, continued

to burn all night. The exposed position of the scene
will prevent tbe firemen from covering tbe whole ground
of the fire In their exertions during the night.
The buildings destroyed were not of great vilue, but

the total loss on merchandise will be very heavy.in thli
regard, we have heard a half a million of dollars named,
independent of tbe loss to shipping.

It la impossible to state tbe individual lost es. Hirriaon,
of Fay & Co., had beef, pork, &c , stored on Battery
wharf to the amount of $30,003, which, of course, was
destroyed. They are insured for $40,000. Other firms,
numbering perhaps a hundred, had merchandise stored
in tbe burned buildings, and although we have the
names of tome of them, s'nee we cannot state wits auy
degree of accuracy their losres, we deem It beat to with¬
hold tbelr tame*.
Constitution wbarf is owned by Enoch Train & Co. It

was not injured.
DatU 'y wharf is owned by John W. Revers, and is at

pieeent leased to Edward Matthews. The wharf la badly
injured. Insured
Ferry avenue is owned by the People's Ferry Com

^coln-s wharf is owned by a company, of which N.
Lincoln, Jr , is agent* The wharf is not much injured.
Insured.
The ni{ ht police rendered efficient service *wlth their

boats, as did alto other persons, and they are entitled to
much praise. *

A young man named William A. Russell, a musician,
ws a struck on the bead by a beam and was seriously
Injured. Tb is * as tbe only serious accident that came
to our knowledge.
