PKNITBN flAlY HOSPITAL.
Dr. Wn. W. Panoui, ui reply to a resolution of ths

Board, asking him whether m bis opinion the depart¬
ments under his charge wtre properly served as regards
the sick inmates, and whvtber they could be better at¬
tended to in one (milling, and also as to whether the
Hospital can be organised so as to classify the various
departments, and if under suen organization, for certain
complaints, pay boarders can be taken, made a report,
but owing to the crowded s ate of our columns we can
only take the fallowing entrusts;."As to whether the
departments are properly served so far as regards the
inmates of ths small hospital at the Almshouse and work¬
house. 1 answer no; or whether they can be better at¬
tended to in one building, 1 answer emphatically yes;
and for the following reasons viz: these hospitals are
too far from the medisal centre; scattered over a large
space, their Inefficiency is increased in a direct ratio to
the distance or separation ; they are mixed up and con¬
stantly involved with the healthy and immedical por¬
tions of the department; they lack the many conve¬
niences and appliances so absolutely essential to the
well being of the hospital sick. They are under the
control nnd subserr eat to a law which should never,
under any circumstances, govern the sick, namely, non¬
medical law. Ifce locating and keeping these hospital
-with the well initiates, Is contrary to all
medical law, to say nothing of commrn Eense, and is
also inhumsn and unjust to both parties: inhuman to
the sick, so subjecting them to the noise and confusion
mnde by the well, end unjust to the letter, as exposing
them to the infection ana stench generated by the for¬
mer.
The prompt attention and close watchfulness so ef¬

fective in the treatment of diseste, and so beautifully
displayed in large hospltais, oannot be given to the in¬
mates of small lnappropiiate ones, mixed up with the
well, and at a distance trom each other. Concentration
with sufficient room for classiScation and veuttlatlon, Is
the true course to be pursued as regards the non-oonta
gious diseases of the almsDonse, workhouse, and peni¬
tentiary, as with an army in the Held, the farther it
goes from its base line of operations, the weaker it be¬
comes. to with these botpitais; the mors they are scat¬
tered over the island, the less efficient are t hey, and the
longer is the duration of the treatment of the disease,
and the greatrr the ratio or mortality. This was clear¬

ly illustrated in these institutions during the prevalence
of the cholera, last summer. While the inmates of the
almshouse and workhouse were being carried off by
scores, the main hospital, Alien with sick, (numbering
from four hundred and thirty sevsn to four hundred ana
seventy inmates,) roce out the gaie in comparative secu¬
rity.ft is, tlieiefore, cj dscided opinion, that the sick in¬
mates of these institutions, excepting the court prison-
«rs, the insane, and those suffering from small pox
should be treated in one general hospital, of
sufficient size to admit of the most perfect
classification of patients, as well as dissases. I
believe that yonr almshouse and workhouse, as
now organized, are not proper places for the
treatment of the sick? I believe that the sick and well
should be separate, and that the former should not be
treated with, or in close proximity te the latter." [Here
follows a statement of the expenses of Penitentiary hos¬
pital, going to show that a concentration of numbers in
one bu:;dng would b« a saving to the department ] In
regard to the propriety of so changing the arrangements
of the hospital, so as to roceive pay boarders, the Doctor
r«msrks:."To admit pay boarders, te be treated for
certain complaints, it wouli be absolutely necessary to
change the name of "Penitentiary Hospital," and adopt
some specific title. It is now known as '-ths hospital,"
or the Blackwell's Island Hospital, as much as the Peni¬
tentiary Hospital. Adopt the New Orleans plan, and
call it "the Charity Hospital," or any other appropriate
name you please, to that the present disgrace shall be
far removed from it, but the change of name must be
soanidered as Indispensable to any successful alteration.
There is little doubt that pay patients would avail

themselves of its ac vantages, when free from its present
incubus and disgrace. They must noc be expected to
present themselves in aey considerable numbers un¬
til ths suggested changes in the arrangements
are thoroughly known and appreciated. T&»re are

many sen-owing ioas an.i daughters of Adam
in ihls snd surrounding cities, who would gladly
seek such a refuse for care, us this would be under the
proposed change. Ibcre are also mtny sullering in body
sna purse st the hands of quscks and charlatans, who
would gladly avail themselves ot reliable medical treat-
merit at a fair and reasonable cost. Thus your expenses
would be decreased oy a proper medical treatment of
those diseases, while at tbe same time you would secuie

a certain revenue to aid in the support of tbese Inmates,
that would otherwise be squancered Uviibly. There
is another point of view A department tor ths trsat-
ment of pay patients laboring under certain dissases
would open houses to the philanthropists and reformers
that are now staled bcoks to all such influences. for self
interest would draw many to be treated here that other¬
wise would never be reached by those dispossd to do
them good. It will be one means, in conjunction with
otheis soon to be recommended te your hon arable Board,
of tapping the fountain head of this vast tide of disease
and ornery. Again : persona laboring under certain
complaints, entering here voluntsrUy or not. should bs
retained until cured. Sound economy as we'l as philan¬thropy would seem to say Retain tliem until wall; send
them not into the streets nncured, to spread the foul dis¬
ease to others, nr d run tbe risk of themselves becoming
life members for support In these institutions, at the ex¬
pense of the public.
Tscs have I endeavored to answer your resolution.

Much mere could be said in support of the positions
taken in this reply, but I feel that it is aot required.
The members of your honorable Board are so well ac-

aueinted with the wants and workings of these lnstitu-
ons, that it is unnecesiary for me to extend my re¬

marks.
Ia carrying out the plans proposed, there would, of

course, be many little details to be thought of, that it is
not proper cr beteSeial to discuss at this time.

The jnry found a verdict of guilty againat th* priaoaer.
The next case was that of Dr. Lewis Wolf Shwhersinskl,

charged with burglary, in breaking into the store or Mr.
Morris Arnold, No. 1 Pine street, on the night of the 22d
of February.
Mr. Arnold wsa called upon the stand, and testified

that h» store was broken open, and thirty-three pieces
of tilk and satin wet* taken, amounting in ? ilae to
about $8, ('00. Further testimony showed that ten day*
after tbe burglary tbe prisocer and one Kingsbury were
observed by policemen James and White; they aeemed to
have something under their arm*, and, upon being
searched, four pieces ef the lost (ilk were found npon
Kingsbury, acd three upon the person ot the prisoner.
The defence states that Kingsbury called upon the

prisoner, wbo waa a practising paysioian, to attend to
bis sipk child. The prisoner answered the call, and
while in Kingsbury's bouse, a man who was in the
bouse, named Himan Israel, asked the priaoner and
Kingsbury to assist him in removing some goods. They
complied, and were carrying the good* home when they
were arrested.
The caae here rested, acd was given to the jury, who

returned a verdict of not guilty, without leaving their
seats
Tie court then adjourned till to-day.

United State* Circuit Court*
DECISION IN THE INDIA KUBUKK OASES.

Charlet Goodyear vt Bourn <£ Brown..This caae was a

bill in equity, in which the plaintiff sued the defendants
for infringing his vulcanizing India rubber patent, and
was commenced in 1863, and Injunction wai prayed for,
and was granted by Judge Nelson, to prevent the de¬
livery of a quantity ef shoes, worth about $16,000.
Pending this injunction the shoe* were taken by process
from the State courts in behalf of the purchaser, and
tbe preseat case came up on a motion by plaintiff to
amend the bill.It appearing that other parties had pur¬
chased Goodyear'a exclusive right to manufacture India
rubber shoes before the suit was commenced and neces¬
sarily should be parties to the same. The defendants
objected to the other parties being made plaintiffs, upon
the ground tbat It would change the entire cause of ao-
tioD, as the amencment showed, and also moved that the
Injunction be dissolved.
Jufge Nelson delivered tbe following opinion :.
1. Hie amendments asked for in this cause cannot be

allowed. It would in ellect be the institution of a new
suit against these deiendants. materially dilferent from
the present one, both as to complainant* and rights of
action. This exceeds the province ef amendment, a* was
held by the Supreme Court of the United States after the
last term.

2. Tbe preliminary injunction heretofore issued must
be dissolved, a* the anewer supported by affidavit* shows

tbat tbe shoes in question were made under licence from
the complainant in the auit. Ihe motion also for a fur¬
ther injunction must be denied for the same reasons.

His honor also delivered an opinion in action in which
the Ford Rubber Company and others were plaintiffs,joined wltb Charles Goodyear against Edwin McChaffoe,
ana Bourn & Brown, of Providence, R I., for an alleged
infriigement of the Goodyear vulcanizing India rubber
patent.
Ibe plaintiffs moved for an irjunction to restrain the

detenoants from the further prosecution of their busi¬
ness, which is c»riied on in Providence, R. I.
Judge Kelson filed the following opin'on on Saturday:.
1. The defendants waived any objection to the service

of the subpoena, by causing appearance to be entered,
and putting in answer. It is untmportant, therefore, to
inquire into the regularity of the service.

U. The motion for the injunction must b* denied The
case shows that the defendants are residents of another
juritdlctirn. and also carry on the business which ia
claimed to be in violation of plaintiff's patent there,
and consequently beyond tbe process of Injunction; the
issuing of it would therefore be inoperative and useless.
If plaintiffs deifre to enjoin the defendants, they must
file their bill in the jurisdiction where the business oom-
plained of ia carried on.

May 8 .John Warwick vs. Miner C. Storey, the Mayor,

Aldermen, dc., of New Fork, the Committiouers of the
Sinking Fund.. This suit is another of the numerous

litigations which have originated with the alleged irre¬
gular action of different branches of the late city govern¬
ment of 1852. The complaint charges the other com¬
missioners of the sinking lund and other officers and
members of tbe corporation with Iraud, corruption and
illf gality in the matter of a certain water grant in which
the plaintiff says he was interested both individually
and aa a taxpayer, and which he prays therefore may
be cancelled. After going over the particulars of the
case, the Judge concluded by saying.It follows that the
pioper judgment to be entered on tbe demurrer is, that
the complaint be dismissed with costs, unless the plain¬
tiff within ten days after notice shall strike out hit indi¬
vidual demand (confining himself to the one single cause
of action aa a taxpayer) and pay the costs occasioned
by the misjoinder.

Maylen. residing at No. 11 Jamns street, reporter
for the New York press, deposed that an the7tb mat, between
2 nnd 3 P. M., d'ponent saw a crowd of persons on thn cor
ner of Chatham and Roosevelt stroe'i, and going t > see what
was the cause of tbe samt, he saw a man lying on the walk
without coat or vest and bleeding profusely in the faco,
aud Sergeant Murphy of the Fourth district police, had his
foot across the neck of the prostrate man; deponent remon¬
strated with said sergeant against snob cruel and
brutal treatment, when said offloer replied to deponent,
calling deponent a d.d English suoker, anil avid,
"1 know you, and I will soon do tor yon." Another offloer
was standing by at the time, Inactive, his numier 100, whoso
name he believes to be Folger Some person procured a
rope, with which the sergeant and Folger pinioned the man
on the walk, and then put blm upon a cart. The cart then
started eff with the man, when the said sergeant oame to de¬
ponent and very roughly seiitd doponont by theoollar. De¬
ponent informed him that he was a reporter, and reinun
stiated with said sergeant lor using him so roaghlr, saying
that be woeld to with him, bnt the sergeant would not re¬
lease his hold until they reached Centre street. Dsponent
showed the sergeant his oard and letters, to satisfy him that
