By the last accourts received in London ¥ wounld
appear that the allies bhad pguined ground
considerably. The ambascades in front of the

Qentral Tower had been ocoupled by thair
troops after some desperate fighting, and
mow form peart of their lice of works. The

advance thus made is described as being most im-
poriant, as the ground oo upied by the Rossiang in
firont of the Mamelon tower separated the two divl
slons of the Foglish !eft avd enabled them to enfl-
lade both. It is added that the Fronch guns had
completely crushed the Flagetafl battery, and that
the front of the Quarantine tower had been en
Mirely deetroyed. The French had sacceed:d in
tracing snd digging the trench of t!eir fourth pa-
rallel, which brings them close up to the Russimn
works. These gtatements, however, conflic: with
the contents of Prince Gortchakofl’s last despatch,
which covers most of these operations. We have no
fuller details of the sangninary corflicts of which
they are sald to be the result.

It is now certain that the Vienna Cougrees has
adjourved sine die. Inthe House of Commons on
sbe 24th, Lord Palmerstoa made & statement to that
effect, in reply to & question put to him by Mr.
Brigkt. From the explanet on of the English Pre:
mier on that oceasion, it would appear that the oon-
@#itions insisted npen by the allies, and cn which the
negctiations broke off, were that Rossia ghould
eitber redace the amount of her naval force ia the
Black Bes or that that sea shonld be declared neu-
#ral, and all ships of war be excladed from it. No
counter proposition was mwade by Russie. Lord
John Rossell and M. Drouen de L'Hays had left
Vienna on their return home.

Beuntors Wilson and Sumner on the Blavery
Questlon-- Frearful and Pertlons Tendenctos
of the New Agitation.

The late gpeech before our eity Anti-Slavery
Society, of Senator Wilson, of Massachusetls,
which we published yesterday morning, and
the speech delivered at the same place Jast
night on the same subject, by Mr, Cbarles Sum-
ner, ihe Senatorial eolleagae of Mr, Wilson —an
abridgmen® of which we publich this mornise,
=aore well worthy of public attention. Were
there perfect peace and concord now existing
beiween the two seotions upon this vital fssue
of slavery, theee violent and seditious abolition
outburete, even from United States Senators,
might be regerded as the idle wind: hut at this
orisis they are ominous of impending tronble
and daoger. The nrmistice of 1850 upon the
slavery question hhe been cancelled by this
administration, and the war is renewed. The
reactionnry results of the late Northern eisc-
tions have given a furmidable momentam to
the anti-slavery alliance, spd the old trouble,
which Heory Cilay and his associate peac:-
makerz had vainly Imagined to be reconciled,
is agaln upon us, in a shape more palpable avd
fearful than ever before,

The epeech of Smnner, excepling the ram-
pant abolition spirit which pervades it, does
pot amount to much. It was a general oralion
of transcendentol philosophy and mock phi-
lantbropy of the sophomote order, smooth and
flowery, but exceedingly thin and dilated. The
epeech of Wilsor, on the other hand, Is full of
matter — the moet able and powerful combiaation
of ucts, facts, dates und figures, which, we
dwe eay, bave ever becn grouped together in
g0 short a spoce, in support of this unholy aud
treasonable Northern antislavery movemont,
The contrast which he draws between the fueble
and despording anii-slavery socleties of 1835,
ard the bold, bristling, boisterous and trinm.
phant anti slavery reaction of 1835, is cerlalnly
indicative of anything but sectional peace and

barmony for the future. This reaction ¢, 1,
truth, the paramount evil of the day . 14 o the
armed enemy taking the fiell to stop the ex-
tension of the political powero® 40 South, and
to abolish its peculiar and p* ..o preserving in-
etitutions, in the face of oy ¢no perils aad dis-
asters that may follow g .

The autislavers — pi ifoem which Senator
Wilson lays dow’ |, iy ypguestionsbly the most
feasible aud P o0 ioq) that could be devised for
h“_“a"'lng_' ¥ o diseolution of this great repablic.
With all “ 4 ;oal of a fanatic, he combiags the
metho ', gnd system of the man of action and
bus' aese,  Such a leader of the anti-slavery
F ackeuies i positively daugerous; whereas, the
vavings of such infidel and fanatical ultras as
Lloyd Garrison, Theodore Parker and Mrs,
Roee are harmless, from {he excessive impu-
denge, the atrocious absurdity, and disgustiog
incongreities of their theories, dootrines and
purposes. Wilson propeses to take things as he
finds them, and to get at the citadel of South-
ern elavery, first by carrying its outposts, then
by putting it under a Northern blocksde, and
by gradually sapping and nodermining it, a8 in
the processes of a regular siege. He pro-
Posesi—

1st. To repeal the Fugitive Slave law.

2d, To abolich elavery in the District of Co-
lumbia,

3d. To organise the North agninst the admis-
tion of Kanras into the Union as a slave State,

4th, To carry this issue into the approacking
Presidential election.

5th. To repeal the act of 1807, under which
the elave trade between the States is carried
on.

6th. To abolish all laws making any distine-
tion among individuals on account of color,

This echedule covers the whole ground. The
first two or three propositions, if carried ont,
will be quite enough to drive the South,
“peaceably if they can, forcibly if they must,”
into a separate confederacy.

Teking this speech, therefore, in connection
with the corresponding anti-slavery spirit and
movements now prevailing throughout the
North, we repeat that there is danger and troun-
ble impending of the most fearful character—
trouble between the two sections, which will re-
guire the exercise of the highest qualities of pa-
triotiem, courage and pradence to pacify, and
danger of the direst calamities of disunion. Be-
fore their adjournment, the other day,.the
members of the Pennsylvania Legislature
unsaimously approved the doings and po-
liecy of Governor Reeder in Kansas.
The democratic administration organs of
the North stand all of them by Reeder, while
the Beward journals here are demanding a de-
tachment of the United States army to aid in
repulsing the Miseourians from the Territory.
Thege may be but straws, yet they indicate the
drift of the gathering storm. Whether the next
step towards the settiement of this issue of
squadter sovereignty in Kaneas is to be a war
in the Territory, or an agitation in Congress
leading to its abrupt dissolation, we cannot
divine. Both contingencies are possible. Un-
der this miserable, equivocating and shufling
adminisiration, what else can we expect, brought
suddenly up, aa it is, to the dreaded alternative
of confessing its treachery to the North or the
South ¢

It were idle hege to discuss the abstract
question of African slavery. A word or two
will guffice on this general issue. Voluatary or
involuntary, it is the inevitable fate—the figed
lnw-—of the black to be the servant of the white
man, especially where the two races live toge-
ther in the same commuuity. Living thus to-
getler, freedom to the black man is a myth and
a mockery, for the real condition of the libe-
rated fugitive in New York is generally worze
than that of the recapiured slave returned to
Georgin. Yet George T. Downing, one of our
most intelligent “colored Americans” (ve-
nowned for his fine oysters,) bitterly as he com-
plains of his dieabilities here, prefers them to
the equality and full mensnre of liberty which

wait him in Liberia, He can’t abide a black

resident. So with the elaves of the Sonth—
they sre happier under their white masters, and
feel themselves identified with higher rela-
tions of government and society than they wounld
be under the black despot of Hayti. Doubtless
ihey would like to be placed on an equality
with the whites, North and South: but under
this arrangement Cuffee would become an in-
tractable vagabond and loafer, as in Jamaica;
or he would ferociously rise for the ascendancy,
a8 in St. Domingo. All this abolition cant and
raut, therefore, upon haman freedom, in con-
nection with the black race of this Union, is
stuff und nonsense. Cuflee’s desiiny with the
white man is eervitude, esslaved or smanci-
pated—apart from the white maa it is barba
riem of the African type.

There are three millions of sluves iu the
South, Under our present institutions they
are useful to themselves, their masters, to the
South, to the North, srd to the world at lurge,
forihey clothe the world with cottons Bat the
ueefulness of this class, nud thesalaty of the
white race with which they are associated, de-
pend upon tbe relaijons of absolute ¢ontrol and
implicit obedience, To the people of the South,
therefore, (the people as dygfined in the consti-
tuilen,) this question of slayery L:#M«
everything— their property, their «thele
individual safity, and she lives of thefs wives
aod children. Ard what are constitutions asd
unlong, or the glory of o common origin aud a
gommon dertiny, If under them the citizen is
threatened with the horrors of a servile Insur-
rectien and fire and slawghter?  With these
perils confronting him, be must fail back
upon the “higher law'’ of sélf-preservation.
And what guaranty of eafeiy, in view of
this extending Northern anti-slavery move-
ment, buve the South of their future safety in
the Unlon? Nofbiug, except that balance of
power which they have thus far been able to
cowmand in the United Siates Senate. And
baving o eccurity of the continuanve of this
beeakwater, except with the addition of ano.
ther slave State, they have the right to demond
it, ood we have no right torefnse it,

In the meautime it i becoming as clear as
the sun that unless the Know Nothings, North
and South, epeedily organize themeelves into o
a lLomogencowa, nallonal sud constitutional
party, the campuign of “56 will depenerate into
a soctional gerub race npon slavery, fall of the
eler ente of discord, confusion, and disunion.
Let the Philadelphia Krow Nothing National
Counell of June act sccordingly, or consevt to
be reatiered amorg the treacherous and ¢lash-
ing factions of the Lour. Gen. Wilton says
that this new Americon purty must dle nnless
it shall co-cperate with the anti-slavery move-
ment, We say that it cannot live without re-
pudiating Wilson and hiz whole tribe. Lot
time deeide between us, .

The artists, the agents, the cheruses,.and
even the leaders of the two troupes, are all par-
tiesto this eflfervescence, One refuses to do this
réle, enothdr to do that, a third dislikes a par-
ticular artist, and a fourth has a hely horror
of a filth, and cannot possibly think of per-
forming in the same piece with him.
Even the amiable and pliant Maretzek,
that faithful servant of 80 many masters, had
his dander roused, and had actually resigned
for a period of seventeen hours and a half, be-
cauee his rival, Arditi, was to be admitted to a
divided enjoyment of the sovereigaty of the
baton.

Ullman, the
agent, who hag been jumping about here and
juuwping about there, like & hungry grasshop-
per—sometimes on this, sometimes on the other
side of the Atlantic—finding himselfin water too
hot for him, has vamosed for Boston in the last
cold Esstern shower, Strakosch, the Mephis.
tophiles of all this discord and trouble, has baen
dodging about in every direction, giving in-
sidious advice to all who listened to him, and
fanning into flame the smouldering but ever ac-
tive element of arcistical jealousy.
