By the arrival of the Baltio at this port yesterday
we have seven days Ister intelligence from Earope.
Bhe brings, amongst other important inteiligenca,
fhe sooount of an sttemps made to assassinate the
¥remch Empercr, by an Italian vamed Piarori, one
of the members of Garibaldi'a late revolutionary
tzoop at Rome. It appears that he folowed Louis
Napoleon to Lond:n for the purpose of putting hia
cowardly design into execution, but, after dodging
him about for several days, he was deterred trom
aMempting ft by the difficulties interposad by the
erowded atate ¢f the streets. Returning to Parls,
be - watched his opportunity, and as the Em eror
was ndivg through the Champs Elysees, fired a
joaded pistol twice at him, within a few
yards distamcs., Owing to the promptaess of
cpe «f the secret poiice, named Alessandio,
he was luckily disturbad in h'a alm, and
was immediately s:ized and conveyed to Lrison,
The Emperor calmiy pursued his ride amids} ths
secismations of the crowds who followed him, witi:
out appearing to be at all moved by the circan.
stance. In :heev:cing Le appesred at the Opers
Com'que, with the Express, and was recsived wiia
the most emhnsiasti: demonsiratious, Hisadiress,
in reply to the cengratuiatiors of tie Senate mzoa
s escspe, displays the characteristic tact with
whith he turns every persosal incideot t a2iouut
i the furtherazce of hia polioy.

K appears that peace negotiations sre still being
carried ¢n a% Vienna, notwithstacd ng the adjourn
ment of the copgresa. Fresh propositions bad besn
made by Russis, after the dsparture of Lard Joh:
Baseell, bat they were deemed inadmssible by the
representatives of the allier. Aus'ria aud Prussia
are separately endeavoring to set freah negotintions
on foot.

The bembardm:ny of S:bastopo! is suapended, or,
in other words, abaudoned as & bad job. More des
perate fightivg, atteuded with severe losses on both
sides, bad exhausted the etrength of the besiegers ;
and although they had gained considerable alvac-
tages, 80 far ag the capture of tie alvanc:d works
of the Russizns were concernad, it was jndged ne-
ossaary to give up all idea at prasent of a gensral
assanlt. A bellef #as euterlainad tha' s combised
attack was contemplated by the Russions ou the
whole of the siied lives.

The misilon of the English snd French envoys
to Persia had fufled. Ruesian icfluence was a'l
poweiful as that court.

From Spaio we lcarn that the quinta, or com-
scristion, was actively proceeding with, ia order to
ecable the government to gexd cut as manyiroops
a8 possible to Coba. The Madsid journals contione
to lavish abuse on Mr. Soulé. From the Makid

The News fiom Europe—Purther Negotin~
tions at Vienna—-The Bombardment of S~
bastopel SBuspended—Attempt on ths Life of
the French Emperer,

The advices received by the Baltio, although
important, are, s regards the peace question,
a8 vague and inconclusive as ever. Our pre-
vious accounta seemed to have finally dropped
the curtain on the diplomatic farce, which has
for monihs past been coacted in Vienna, aad we
had expected to hear of no more atlempis at
negotiation, until the success of the military
operations on either side had swept awny some
of the existing difficulties. The resources of

he Vienna statesmen appear, however, to be
inexhaustible, for ns fast as one failure succeeds
snother Couat Buol bas some fresh project in re-
se1ve, which keups the ball of diplomacy moving.

From statements made by Lords Clarendon

ard Palmerston in both Houses of Parliament

o the 4th, it appears that after Lord Jobhn Rus-

gell had Jeft Vienna, M. Drouyn de ’'Huys and

Austrian Minister to attend anotber conferenece
in order to receive iresh propositions on the
part of Ruesia. A meeting sccordingly took
p'ace, but whatever may have been the natare
of the terms offered, for as y et they have not been
laid before the publie, the plenipotentiaries of
the Allies unsnimously refused to sccept them,
a8 not being likely to promote the objects which
they bad in view. Notwithstanding this fresh
check, it would appear, from Lord Clarendon's
statement, that Austria is still determined to
Jeave no effort untried to bring about an aceom-
nodstion, and the earnestnesa whichshe evinces
in the present apparently hopeless state of the
negotiationg, has naturally created great anx-
jely and suspicion on the English mind as to
her uliimate intentions ia the event of their
tailure, The explanations of the Engtish Minis"
ters, when questioned on this poiat, were gene-
1ally considered unsatiefactery, and were of &
pature to show that they themselves enter-
taived considerable doubt upon the subject.

This state of things is, we believe, in a great
degree influenced by the ill success which at-
tends the military operations in the Crimea.
Solong as Sebastopol holds out Austria will be
in po hurry to commit hessell on either side,
and she will endeavor to keep up the game of
a mediator as long as she is allowed. There
is a repori of her baving elgned a military con-
vention with France which binds her to certain
important movements with her armies, but we
must wait for the confirmeution of the state-
ment before we place faith in it. Prussia, it is
#aid, is again endeavouring to re-enter the cir-
cle of diplomatic influences from which she
was excluded during the late conferences. In
all this we see only a renewal of the struggle
for supremacy with her rival in the Diet.

The suspension of the bombardment of Se.
bastopol, which took place, as some accounts
+iate, to give time for the arrival of additional
reinforcements and materiel, and as others ac-
tert, from sheer exhaunstion and a conviction of
the uselessnees of attempting an assaunlt, eeems
to confirm the opinions that we have always
exprecsed as to the little chances that the
Allies had of taking ‘the place without first
annihilating the Russians outside in & general
battle. It has been a capital error from the
commencement to suppose that, with such in-
suflicient strength as they have always pos-
sessed, they could maintain theicr Ilines of
investment, extending over such a vast
area, and accomplish at the same time any im-
portant field operation. Unless their deficiency
in 1his respect is remedied to a much largerex-
tent than the amcunt of reioforcements oan
their way will accomplish, they will not only
fail to achieve the great object of the expedi-
tion but will probably themselves be driven
jnto the gea From a sort of semi-official an-
nouncemm:nt in the French papers it wounld
geem that Lonis Napoleon has renounced hig
projected vieit to the Crimea. It is fairly to be
presumed from this that he has no great faich
in the success of his arms there.

The attempt on the Emperar’s life by n fa
patie eoléier of Garibaldi's Roman troop, is
one of those ivcidents whish, however maen
they may shock, can never sarprise us in the
carcer of such & man. In Lis efforts to riise
Limeelt to the Tmperisl throne, he has trampled
upon too maoy interests and prejudices, and
fettered too much the free expression of politi-
cal op'nicns, n t to render himself o frequent
wurk for pariy and igoividaal veageance.
Whatever abstract notions may be entertiined
ue 16 the unscrupuloosvesg of his courae, his
bitter ¢t opponents cannot but admire the ad-
mirable ¢oolnces and sell possession which he
dieplayed under the circumstances, sud the
consummate tact with which he turned $his
dastardly attempt to acconnt in his reply to the
address of the Senate.

anti- Nebraska and anti-administration for that.

Itis eaid, however, from the active in-
terest he has been taking in the affuirs of Kan-
sag, thdt Atchison may possibly move over
into that Territory, aud )ay his pipes for
a Senatorial election there, upon the ad-
mission of Kansas into the Union. Im any
event, this war between Benton and Atchison
affords & striking illustration of the temacity
with which these old professional spoilsmen
cling to the public plunder. For eight or ten
years the jealousies between these iwo men
have kept the Missouri democracy in o regular
stew; aud as there can be no peace till both of
them are shelved, we presume the Know No-
things wiil act acoordingly. :

In California there has been a “scrimmage’
among the democrats comverning Dr. Gwin
eimilur pomewhat to the Missourl feud. The
office of United States Senator from California
conotivg in the milage—ten thousand miles a
year, eight dollars for every twenty miles—is
worth something. Many bungry politicians
cut there, too lazy to work in the mines,
fight for the Senatorship ecorrespondingly
gtrong, Great efforts sre being made fo
get up o diviion of EL Dorado into two
or three States, =0 a8 to have more
Senators and members of the House, more
mileage and more public plunder.

We spprehend, how-
ever, that if the Doctor comes to Washington
on that plea, he will be sent back without bis
mileage, on the ground that the Legislature of
California has declared that there bas been no
eleetion.

The chances sre thit new men will fill all
there wvaeancies, excepting, perbape, that of
Alabamwa. The sggregate result will doubtless
he, from the presemre of the antiNebraska
agitation in the North, a conasiderable accession
of agitators to the free eoil facilon in the
Renate, as well as in the other branch of Con-
gress. Such sre the bitwer fruits of tha misera
ble epoils policy and treschery, duplicity and
imbecility of this wretched administration,
seattering the great democratic party into
fragments, throwing the poiltics of the whole
country into chacs, and giviog such an impeius
to the Northern antielavery movement that
nothing but a genuire American Usion party
can srrest it In the North, ia the South, in
Kavpas and in Congrees, bave thus been sown
ibe seeds of confusion snd tronble.

Why this shounld be the case, whea we
take into accouns the chesp pwiea of cattle in
distant parisof our own as well a4 in other
States, as well as the faellities of conveyauce
which we now enjoy from alimos: every pact of
the country, it puzzles mos: people t) explain,
The more those tacilities seem to ma tiply, and
the more the canditioss of rupp'y are iscreased
beyond th: demand, the higher wn are com
pelled to pay for the necessaries of Lfe. Wu
heve, on the ope hand, the Harlsm and Hulsou

tions of the South. Our communications
with the interior were never, in fact, so perfect
as they are now, aad yet, in spite of all
ihese advantages and facilities, we fiod provi-
gions in onr markets at s price which would
argue the existence of a state of siege and the
stoppage of all our lines of land and water
conveyance. For beef we are paying two
shillings & pound, and for mutton nearly as
much. Other articles of consumption are pro-
portionately extravagant. Were there any
prospeet of this state of things beiog amelio-
rated, we might make up our minds to suffur
psiiemly a little while longer. Bat when we
see the summer advancing wilhout any appa-
rent chance of abatement, it is time for us to
inguire into the causes of this singula: state of
thinge, with a view to a remedy. -

We are told that it is the rapid increase of
population in New York and its vicinity to
whieh it 8 sloue to be attributed. There is
only = grain ot truth in this assertion. Popu-
lation, no doubt, controls to some extent the
prices of the necessaries of life, but in no city
in the world do we find any parallel to the
rates demanded for food in our markets. Cou-
sidering the vast agricultural resources that
we possess, and which are equal to the supply
of any demands that the most rapid inerease of
our populaticn for the next cemlury can male
upon them, we pay dearer for our provisious s’
present, than the most expensive and densely po
yulated capitals of Europe. We must, thercfore,
etk for explanation of the fact in some other
cauee. From inquiries which we have instituted
into the subject, we are satisfied that the extrava-
gant prices now maintained in our markets, at
Jenst eo far as meat is concerned, are entirely
to be attributed to the system of combination
which exists amongst monopolists, and whish
enables them to regulate the supply as it may
guit their purposes. Any of the country farm-
ers, for Instance, attempting to break throngh
the arbitrary regulations of the drovers or
cattle dealers, find themeelves exposed to so
many annoyances, difficulties and losses that
they are not a second time inclined to violate
them.

In this state of things, we see no remedy that
will meet the evil, unless by opposing the mo-
ncpoliste with their own weapons. As regrat
ing and forestalling are no longer statutable
offenccs, we cannot inflict any legal penalty
vpon them, but we can beat them by very
simple and practicable arrangements, which
only require to be energetically carried out to
be euccesstul. Let the butchers of New York,
who are as much interested as the public in
keeping down the prices of meat, organize
themeelves into a society to pay the expenses
of sgents in the agricultural districts, who
would be commirgioned o compete with the
cattle dealers on their own ground and to pur-
chase such supplies as might be required by the
trade, Were the hotels and other large eatab-
lishments of ovur city to adopt the same plan
for a few monthe, we will answer for it that the
present acomalous state of our markets would
£oon urdergo a revolution more consonaut wish
the means of supply at their disposal and the
firet cost of the ertcles in the localities in
which they are produced.

The Hon. Joux C. SBrxvoe died in Albany, on th,
evening of the 18th iost., from the effects of comsump-
tiom. Although ibe fatal result had been expected for
some days past, still the annoutcament of the decoase of
ope of the most distinguished public men in our State
bae given rire {0 & very general expresalon of regre: on
the part of the people. .

Mr. Spepecer was & son of the Iate Chief Justice Spancer,
and wis born in Capandaigus, Ontaria county, in the
Btate of New York, about ihe year 17856.
