At the Istrer end of March last a consplracy was de-

‘Consulate. The goveroment demanded their surreader,
and it was refused, The Consul demsndod passports for
his protipis, and they wers gramted. The following

#ulste, It in true that the government of her Britannic
Majesty han approved the conduct which her Consul has

dopted in other clr t , in giving asylum to per-
wmons pereecnted for political opinions; but neither can
the precedent establish the law, nor is there a similarity
of eircumstances—aince armed conspirators against the
legitimately constituted government have never been pro,
tegted in foreign consulates. These antecedents have in-
duoed the Consul of H B. M. to reluse to surrander up
the pirsons who took refugs in his Consulate, compelling
them to eolicit their passports, reserviog to himaslfl to
report to his government for the purpise of obtaining
new insiructions for events which may oscur in fature.

In 1844, when for the first time, some Dom'nicans
/ound a shelter under the sbadow of the baaner of
France, in the house of M. E. Jucherean de St. Deais,
those Dominicars were mot pursued as comapirators,
They had xot been in any way Enlﬂh to the gorernment
of ihat tme (the Central Guberpatorial Junta); they
hed not violated existing laws; and, witheut stay
Lere to explain the motive of their persecution, we i
limit ourselvas 1o establish that they woere not ander
ihe weight of any sentence, or of any accusatios, and
that in aseembling under the shelter of the French Con-
tul they did not sttempt to evado a hﬁﬂjndgm-h but
to place themselves upder protection from the evil pas-
sions which reigoed in thore timea.

Iz 1840, before the entry of Genersl Santannn Into the
capital, when & large number of Dominicsns took refuge
in the French, spglish and American Fonsulstes, neither
bad there perrons conspired aguinat the governmeat of
President Jimenes; their objeot was not to take part o s
iratricidal war, in the strile which eaid Jimened excited
and attem to "':3. toe heroic army and ite gallant
chief in, who suc d in ssving the country on the
banke of the Ocoa,

After the entry of General Banhnt! and in conse-
querce of the fuM of the goversment of General Jimenss,
#ome Domipicaes sgain took refuge in the Consulates,
without any objection on the part of the government;
but neither were these comspirators<they were only
wembers of & vanquished party, perssouted, it in troe,
for 1heir politieal exrors, but who, far from having con
#pired ppainet the constituted autborities, had, on the
coptrery, nustained a government which, although at
that time declared outlawed, bad been & constitutionaliy
establisbed government

In other epochs of deplorable memory (we allude to
the years 1845 and 1847) pone of the insividvals involved
in ibe conspiraeirs of thoss daces toox refuge in the
consulates: ana the goveroment in such a cass would
mort probahly have reclaimed them,

Frum theie p ta it ia evident that in the
different cases which have been recarred to the houss of
the copruls sccredited in this republic bave never
served as thelter 1o Dom nicans who have coaospirsd
againet the established goverdwent, nor as an asylum
where they have evaded a judyment legally obtained; &
circumstacce which en that the government las
not departed from truth when it declared that there was
po equality of circumsiances. p

The adviee sought from the Semate by the Exssutive,
the wise spprecistlom of the sunsject which the former
showed, and the intalligems opinion with which it en
lifht!ned the goveroment, added te the determination
of the goverrment to concede to the comsul the pas -
ports rought, have put an end ln & sslisfastory manner
to the questton raised.
