To His Eicuxskct tux Pa»en>ENT Of tbi Rkmuc tf
PARAGUAY:.
Yoi'E ExcKLUKcr-'-The undersigned Colouel,temporaryCommundant-ln-Chlef of .the National Army, ha* the

honor to communicate to your Excellency that tht*
motniinr, at 11% o'clock, the American war steamer Wa¬
ter Witch appeared passing np the Parana by the Corriea-
tes'eide, and as it passed by the common canal the com¬
mandant of the fort of Itapira, citlten Vicente Duarte,
paid no attention to it; however, be observed that,
having arceaded a little higher and almost oppoeite said
point, the persons on board appeared to be occupied in
taking some dimensions, and then she proceeded, by the
Bame common canal, to the highest point of this en¬
campment geneial of the i'aso de la P-trla, and almost
to the superior point of the Island of Caraya, whenoe
she commenced to descend by tbe same canal to the
lowest point of Itapira, and turning tbe point of the
ranrbank there, she took the route which leads by the
said fort of Itapiiu to this port of the general encamp¬
ment.
Wben ibe commandant of Itapira saw the manoeu¬

vre he did not entertain a doubt that the steamer was
going to ascend by that mouth, and he hastened
to cespatch an officer to tell the commander of the
steamer that he could not D* permitted to pans through
that canal, by virtue of the supreme decree of the ad of
October list, which be caused to be presented to htm.
lire officer executed his order?; but the commander of
the steamer took the decree, and then threw it contemp¬
tuously at tbe officer, telling him that he had nothing to
do vrith the commandant of Itaplru or with any Para¬
guayan, and that he was going to ascend without troub¬
ling himself about suffh a decree.
The officer returned to give an account to hi* superior,

and the Utter observing tba', in contempt cf his
orders, the Water Witch continued aaceadiog, caused
three unallotted guns to be fired in succession, without
directing 1hem upos Ue vessel. This was simply a mere
formal warning to advance no further. In view of this
there were loud shouts of laughter aboard the steamer,
in rlcicule of tbe battery. Still the commandant
continued with tbe coolness recommended him by
his instructions, aud the steamer having some within
haii'ng <?istence, he ordered her three times to anchor.
Pee'nt; that all these waroirgs wero unattended to, and
that sarcasm continues on board, he ordered a gun lead¬
ed with a ball to be fired, with the cole object of malting
it ].<aea in front ot tbe bowa, without touching the hull;
tL» last demonstration of moderation which could be
given. Ihe steamer tra* quick in responding, and guns
continued firing on both sides, the fort having fired
twelve. The aggressors, lespectirg the sure aim of oar

artillerists, although they did not respect their peace¬
able warning*, ceased their lire entirely, upon which our

battery also c'ated tiring; the steamer remained at the
mercy of the current, and of our people if they had wish¬
ed to capture it; the vessel mechanically fell abaft, car-
tied by tbe current.
Ccd maailer Duarte had tbe pleasure of causing t® be

respectcd Ue dispositions of the supreme government,
and I have the satisfaction of assuring your Excellency
that not GLe of the balls of the North American* has
penetrated the enclosure of the fott. All missed it with
the exceptica of cne shell, which struck the outer edge
of the wall, ard, consequently, there waa no Killed or
woundtil am! ng our people. I am assured that only
two shots of tlie fort mi.-sed, and that the whole side of
the steamer, and the poop, receired ten balls out of the
twelve fired. With this very small number of balls,
tbe steamer has been mooh injured ; two boats
which it carricd on deck fell in pieces into the water, tbe
whole framework of one wheel was destroyed, and she
appeared to have fullered somewhat in tbe machinery.
at leant one wheel ceuted to revolve. It is impossible to
calculate the loss which the vessel may have suffered in
her crew, nor could all the loss which she suffered in
material hav% been seen from the battery; what Is cer¬
tain is, that after having experienced the correctnrsa of
our guns, tbe gunners on board had abandoned their
gnns to get under shelter. Such bas been the retreat
of the Water Witch, taking away a lesson which it had
betn ?ome time seeking.

I also communicate these notice* to the Sanor General-
io <liief7wlio is now in the port of Humaita, on board
tbe steamer Tacnari, wUhout being able to Imagine that
which has just eccnrrei at Itapira.

I have tbe honor to felicitate your Excellency on tbo
confidence with which this first essay of oar land artil
levy inspires us, snl to recommend to tlio consideration
of tLe supreme government tbe valor and enthusiasm of
the commandant of Itaplru, and of the troops under his
command which have taken part in the action.

Whether In the name of the govornoieat
of the United States or in that of a particular sosiaty,
its luisaicu is one of peace and .progress. Wby then
should it attempt to infringe a measure, a disposition
which tbe fovertnunt of Paraguay in use of its right
has established in the narrow canal of the Parana op¬
pose Itapiru ? Wby did it want to force tbat pisaage,
ro Vnj as the principal canal on the Corrientes side was
frte Ur all tbe world s
When tie Hcpl.ios question la still aitve; when tan has

(With what intention ire 'lo not now seek to analyze) de.
Hired to cause it to be believed that hatreds are enter-
taint d sga.Dst North Americans, why did the captain of
the Water Witch, forgetting prudei.ee anil allowing him¬
self to be cairied at, ay by a foolish arrogance, come to
give new fuel to the tlame and to compromise perhaps
the resolution* of bin own government? Is It always true
thst the Cabinet of Waah.ngton has to see its policy
thwarted by its own Agents, whether cn the banks of the
St Iawrfnce, in th8 Spanish Antilles. in Nicaragua, or
in Paragnaj? None can better than tee North American
I'nioc ''hat oation eo jealous of Us indeptndence, that
Jhatitn iu who«e breast the proscribed of o'.her nations
coree to find a new country. comprehend how In the
centie of fcouth America theio exists another country
a'so jealcts of its independence, also a friend of those
who respect lier lights. Oh, we know well how the
ev»ntof Itepiru wiii be presented to the eyes of tha
world. Aln-ady we read the column* of tlia foreign
journa!«Ja which the conflict with the Water Witsh is
teirattd in r.n untrue .manner. It will ha said that a
vetsel ergaged in scientific operations, at the moment in
wh.ch the was taking the hydrozraphic chart of the Pa-
iscb. at the very instant in whica the topogiapbical po¬
sition of this cr that point was bein/f ceterinlueO, has
been attacked t.nd imperilled by a horde »f saTages. Al¬
ready we may be prepared to hear it said that Paraguay
¦h a benighted and uat ul:glitened country; that in it
everything pertaining to science and piogres* is perse¬
cuted; that the eulighttned foreigner is detest* J, and
that it dcslii's no communication except with the wild
hearts of the e'eeert. Certainly this wiii be the lent that
will be said oi uc.»nd aU for what? Because, through
fccli ih petulance, and through a desire to a'd, perhaps,
the interests of a compatriot in hi* prirate quarrels with
the gcrerrmebt of Paraguay, the commander of the Wa
ter Witch took the whim of ascending through the wa'.crs
cf the r arrow cnwl of Paraguay, despising all the warn¬
ings of the cflmmancant ot the fort of Itapiru.
We ate told that, notwithstanding the fort ceased

fiiirg immediately, as conformable to it* old or-
Cers. its only object was to prevent the passage, and
not to have any hostility with the vessel; still, tfoe
Water Witch had two intu wounded, who afterwards
died cn arrlv.ng at Coirientcs. This is a lamentable ract,
sudcaewhote responsibility weighs in a very grave
mo moron ihe crmmandant of the steamship, who did
all that lay in liis poorer tcm&ke the result doubly cala¬
mitous. lni'eed, of the projectile* which c*me from the
strsraer. ulihcngh they did not occasion damage, one
ball fell wltlrn the enclosure of the battery, oos ball
struck the fltgstall'. rebounding into the river, and an¬
other giazed the round of the wall. Fortunately, thanks
at a due to the moderate conduct of the commandant of
the fort, i on Vicente Duarte, who, although he might,
Cid not sink or seize the Water Witch, which, it appears,
has ccntinv.ru its operation* in the lotrcr waters.
The Pataguayan steamer Jacuari was in ilamaita dar¬

ing the strife, and arrived at Oerrit* at the very mo-
menfln whijn the Water Witch was cruising from the
Fscspade at double gnn distance, and certainly nothingcould be more easy than t? give chase to the ill prepared
steamer, !>nd such might have teen the desire of the
crew of the Jacuari. But Paraguay is not at war
with tl e l'ti*ed State*. General Looer, who was
on beard. could not conaent tor his part to augment the
dissgretabkMss of the conflict occasioned by the Water
Witch. Enough that it will have to vindicate itself with
its cwn government, which will demand a strict account
of its imprndent conduct. Po the General, with mode-
rat'on, otdered the versel to be brought to enshor, and
tl e Water Witch wae allowed to take refnge in Oorrientea,
wltrce, as we have already indicated, she was pre-
pn 1 ing to go to Buenos Ayres.

If we have lamented the misfoctune* which occurred
cn board the North Amerijin steamer, how mach the
acre n.sy we tot have to lament the consequences
which thatev>nt may naturally bring? Great as may
b« the ic.oderi.tioa, great as may be the pae*iveness of
the men who compose the government of nations, how
prevent the resentment of the people, the national pride,
rro-e or less exaggerated, of eaeh particular individual'
.it is so easy to allow oneself to be drawn away by th»
spa It of nationality.the masses aro sometimes
so inmscrably mlluned. Asd then bow shun
tie perversity of certain lhto always disposed to
ccnrraBiM gevtrncsents. Nevertheless, wo are not
frightened by the empty declamations of some
Aicerlcsa journals, nor the sarcastic commentaries of
Mire Europe sn journals. A great knowledge of the
poUey cf the Mates is not required to appreciate at Its
lost value the logic of all these consequeno< s. StUI less
!s it teeosry to have a great knowledge of the spirit
of the [ eop'.e and particularly of the Paraguayan pec-p>. to comprehend how. at the first notice of the event
of Itjplw in the encampment of the Paso dc la Patrla,all the 'roops pot Uiemselves in movement. Everyso.eler believed that the hour of battle had arrived, and
en Jir slasm spiead throsgh the ranks as if the countrywetj in danger, and as if svery citizen were called to de-rtLd his threatened fireside. So true is it, that in anutter of patriotic honor, every elaboration is logicalal .hough evtry iesr.lt may be lamentable, ft is, there-fere, ucuir.hent on the men who «!irt»et the polio* of¦atirns, to maintain the balance lastly. I dttue to m« in any aad every way the rights of the
pecple of Massachusetts protected, aad will give my
ready sanction and aid to every meaaare that tend» to
accomplish that pur pore without violation ef conitttu-
tienal obligations, in conformity with the principles laid
flown ia my Inaugural address, that we ihould "scrupu-
lotto.'* avoid mch action as aeserts or looka to the
n>ainMD££M of any lights not olearly and oonstitu-
tionaBy ours " I have taken a solemn oath to support
the constitution of Massachusetts and the constitution
of the United States Ko earthlv power or Influence
should induce me to be knowingly disloyal to that sacred
obligation. Those oaths of office, the sober convictions
of du*y, and the fealty ot an American citizen, conspire
to forbid it.

Unconstitutional enactment t tending to an armed con¬
flict between our State and national systems of govern
ment, which must result in th<) submission of one, alike
fatal whichever it is, should be equally shunaed by judi-
cicus statesmanship, as well as patriotic duty. In suoh
delicately balanced organizations, the Integrity of the
ore should be preserved as xealoasly aa the humiliation
ef the other should be avoided.
The legal adviser given me by tbe statutes of the Com¬

monwealth, in the opinion annexed to thia communica¬
tion, pronounces the bill now before me unconstitu¬
tional In some of its provisions. The Supreme Judioial
Cenrt, al o, in an opinion signed by all its justices, in
reply to a question propounded to them by myself, state
aa follows:." When any person, either citizen o/ stran¬
ger, "has rendeied bimhclf amenable to the legal process
of both governments," (the Federal and State,) "the
one which by ita process and its officers, (list obtains the
lawful custody of such person, acquires a priority of
jurisdiction which cannot be rightfully or legally defeat¬
ed by tbe other, until tbe process first attaching shall
have been saUMied or discharged."
But these opinions are cloar and unmistakable, and

theie are no higher authorities known to our laws or to
our judgments. Being unwilling, therefore, to lead
Massachusetts into a position hostile to the harmony of
the confederacy, which is essential to the permanent
interests of the Commonwealth and the Republic, no
course is left me but to withhold my sanction from this
bill.

1 have no doubt that had it been reported at an earlier
period in the seacon, it would have been subjected to
more careful scrutiny and examination, and its objec¬
tionable provisions obviated. There is muoh of good in
it, but that cannot atone for its evils. There is mueh
that, in accordance with tbe true doctrine of man's
rights and State lights, Masiashusetta might well place
upen her statute book, but that cannot authorize ita il¬
legal and unconstitutional requirements.

I trust and believe tbe Legislature will not act in this
case without deliberative reflection. Let it not hastily
place Itself where, perhaps, it may wish to recede, but
without the power. An omission may hereafter be sup¬
plied, but the stigma of an unconstitutional enactment
can never be entirely effaced.
The lights, the honor and the integrity of Massachu¬

setts are confided to us. Having sworn to ober her con¬
stitution and that of cur common parent, the United
States, let uh aot under the solemnity of those oaths,
and in obedience to their requirements
Notwithstanding my earnest approval of maay of the

provisions of this b:ll,{Jfor the reasons given I am con¬
strained to withhold roy sanction.

Sir.In consequence of my absence from home, in at¬

tendance upon the Supreme Court, your Excellency's
note of the 16th nBt , accompanying a copy of a bill
pe-nd'ng bf fore the Legisiatuie, entitled "An act to pro¬
tect the rights and liberties cf the people of thu Com¬
monwealth," has only just reached me.
In reply to the request contained in it, that I will

" advise you officially if any of the provisions ol thia bill
are, inmy judgnent, unconstitutional" I can only give
the general result or my examination of it, as an ex¬
tended statement of the grounds of mv opinion would
neceestrily postpone a communication beyond this
day's mtil, and it would consequently not reach youuntil after the ptobsb'e termination of the session.

I must ccntent mynelf, therefore, with expressing in
this communication tbe opinion which I entertain, that
this bill is obnoxious to very grave objections in many
particulars, and is clearly repugnant to the provisions
of the constitution of the United (tates.

It* inevitable tendency and effect is to bring the courts
of the United States and their officers into an irrecon¬
cilable conflict with those of the Commonwealth; and it
is a virtual denial of the constitutional obligation which
reets upon the Commonwealth, its officers and citizens,
to recognize the constitution of the United States, anl
ail laws made in pursuance tbereo', aa the supreme law
of the land.
In my judgment tbe bill is also exceptionable in some

of its proveions, as being beyond the constitutional
competency of the Legislature, under the provisions of
the constituticn of tbo Commonwealth.

It attempts to construe and desUre the true intent
ami meaning of the provision of tbe constitution, which
subjects judicial officers to removal by the Executive,
upen adciees by both branches of the Legislature, and
to declare the meaning of th« Revised Statutes relating
to the writ of habeas corpus.
In there respects it seems to ma to be a palpable viola¬

tion cf that provision o( the conntitution of Massachu¬
setts that "tbe Legislative department shall never exer
cite the executive and judicial powers, or either of
them," the interpretation of the constitution and laws
being clearly a jucicia! and not a legislative power.
He aenerel views of this proposed enactment, wklch I

ngrtt I have not time to develope, as tboy are sascepti-
b.'e e>f being developed, into sn argument upon the spe¬
cific provisions of tne hill, are sufficient to constrain me
to say, in reply to your Excellency's inquiry, that in my
judgment the bill is in violation of the constitution. I

Jesse Bummers was placed at St. Joseph, and Jim
Thompson at I Iberty, to sand the "encouraging news"
over the telegraph wires. This clan is but few in num¬
ber, but they bowl like prairie wolves all Over the
country.

In Conclusion, it may be well to notice the charge that
we were "traitors to our State and country." This is a
bare statement without proof and it certainly comes
with bad grace from the servile tools of demagogues who
had been plotting treason in secret conclave for mouths
past.from men who were then in the very act of vi sla¬
