Wkatever may be sald as to the faith
or ¢ocial habits of this people, there la no question but
that they are n temperate and clesaly sect, and to this
fuct the ship they eame over in bore abundant evi.
denee. Thte decks were remarkably clean, being kept
#o by ihe ¢migrants, and tte officers of the ahip say
their arrangements for securing the comfort of the
paasengers were admirable, and displayed rare sdminia-
trative shill -

The paspengers wire divided into sevem wards, each
under charge of an elder and two ocouncillors, all of
whom acted under the ordera of Elder Israel Barlow,
Presicent, and Elders Robiason and Perry, coumcillors,
The sub oficers received thelr orfera from the psrsons
atovelamed, and then proceeded to put them into exs.
cution with despatch, snd without unnecessary coafu.
% or turmoil. Everything wasdone by the sound of
sbugle. This was the signal to rise in the morning to
pray, to eat duriog the day, to put out the lighta to re-
tire—in fact, to perform all their various dutles and ex-
ercisen. This excellent discipllne was not without ita
good effect. The passengers came int> port remarka-
bly healthy; nor was there any seasickness even, of any
account, during the voyage.
