The grasd review that took placein the Pars on Jatur-
day, snd of which so acconnt was given in yeaterday’s
Hieaip bas been the subject of no Utile aitention and
And well it might be, for it has proved we
bave & power in our midst which Las grown up imper-
ceptibly, but smiely, that is now copable of erpicg sue
cersfully with the crime and disorder of this great me-
trogolis. Heoceforth there in no danger, no macter
what exigeocien arise, of a riot similar to that which
occurred at Astor place, or such as those that have
from time 1o time, cisgraced our ¢ ty. The eficiency of
our policemen would chesk auy such disturbance iu its
Ipciplent stagee; nud even it & mob of fve hundred men
sbonld nsremble with an evil of intent, ity policomen
with their batens conid march right through them, snd
disperse them with eave,

The fact is indisputabls that the adoption of the uni
form has been the mesns of making our pollce depast
ment what it is. Befors its sdopticn there was no diasi-
plive, no order, no Jdisposition oa tbe part of the men to
do their duty, nor bad they thut great stimnlo  to sctivi-

ty, & splrit of rivelry between the respeciive companies
or the members of the dillersnt corps. Now this feal-
ieg is rife in ‘he department, and the course ol Mayor
Weod in establishing public awsros for marked acta of
bravery in the performagce of duty is caloulated to in-
crenrs kod infeonify tois teeling.

Eachose was for $2,000—the
first two mile heats, the second mile heats, best three

Captain Acams haviog arrived io China from the
United States with the Japaness treaty and with orders
for the Fowhaitan to earry him, with all despatoh, to
Simoda, we sailed frem Hong Koog on the 16th of Ja-
puary. As a matter of course, the ususl smoont of
head wiods and tempestuous weather fell to our share
during this winter passage, giviog usa ten days rum.
Upon our arrival, co the 26th January, wa fooand that
“there wae something new under the sun ' A terrible
enrthquuke had shaken the islang of Niphono, destroying
Simoda spd many otber towns, izjuriog aod Aoally
simking, the Russisn frigate Diaos, lying stihe time im
Simoda. 1 give you the following seconut, ns ressived
from one of {he officers of the Dison:—AtY A M., oa
the 28d of D oember, weather clear, thermometer 72 dag.,
barometer S, o severs sbook of ao ssrthyuake waa felt
ou bontd the frigate, shaking the ship most neversly.
This shoek Jasted full ive minutes, and wan followsd st

quiek intervals by rapid aod severs abocks for thirty
minutea, At 9.00, the pea was observed washing inte
the by, in cns immense wave, 50 feet hign, with swful
veloelty. Jo wp instant the town of Simads was ovee-
wheimed and swept from it: foundations, Jarge junke
weare dashed together, and many awept up the wvalley
seversl miles. The water as saddenly receded, carrying
everything with i1, houses, junks, fragmenta of all kinds
and bumsn berngs, iu one frightful mass,

This advapce and recossion of toe water oceurred five
times. A dense smoke arose over the town and ai-
Jeinieg lané, apd the stmospbere was flled to sulloea-
tion with sulphurie gas, ihe esrth heavivg and being
shook by the aublerranesn explosions for five hours.
On board the Russisa frigate the scene was of a charac-
ter to appal the stoutest heart. BShe was dashed from
alde to side, nnd upon the water ding she was suddealy
gr ded upon her broadside, with but four fest of wa
ter around ber. Again suddenly floated by the
rush of water w.th such bewilderng velocity that it
seemed as 1l 1he ahip was flyiog throogh the alr, numa-
rous whirlpools were formed, in which tne ship wat
whirled with such fearful rupidity that men and officec:
were made giddy. Ia this helpless condition they re
maired duriog the contiouancs of the sartbquake aad
the agitati'n of the wuters, the water receding nod ad
vancing five difffrent times. When siranded at thenbb,
the irigate’s onchors were in sight, and sesmed o be
moving along the ground, the ship feel ng the ahozks in
every timber, haviog the whole of her keel and rudder
torm off, axd commencing to leak badly, By 2:50 P. M_
nll wan quiet, with the P of an | ram-
bie of the earth, the water calm, nod seemingly smilimg
upon its work of devastution, So thickly strewa was
ite surfuce that the Japnnese walked ncross the bay,
rearehing for the dead und their flontiog groperty. Of
about 1,000 houses in Simoda, but 18 were et staadiag,
acd they all mors or less ahattered. Daring tae height
of the reene, & large junk wad dashed ugainst the Disna's
bows, snd eplil 'n two; 1opes were \hrown to the crew
to suve themeelves, but in blind obediense to the autho-
theritles, which forbids a Japuness to go on boar! of
an ‘‘outader’ without permission, they refused to nvail
themselven of any means of safety, and rank wilh thelr
vessel Some two hundred lives wage lont.  The popala-
tion of 7,000, at the first abock, rashing to the hill sides
before the waler rusbed in, was the cause of grest
saviog of life.

lu this conditivn her Isaks Incressad to luuhlfllﬂllE
inte tknt the pumps would do linger free hor, and, after
doiag ol that gallant men and good seamean conld do for
their ehip and eonntry, they were obliged, =ith tears, te
foreake her aod eave their own lves. Not s lite was
lost, mod they saved nothing but what they stood in; the
whols crew of five hundred men and officers were thas
thrown upon the hcepitality of the Jupnnese, of whoss
kindpern the Ruscinnn speak in the highest torms. Upom
our arrival, and the pews of the discuter beiog conveyed
to Captain MeCluney, lie at once placed every assistacos
in his power at the diaposal of the Rumsisn Admirel,
offerieg to convey the whole party to Shaogbae, the next
rort to which we are bound, This aet of uational eour-
tesy wan highty appreelated by the Rusaisns, bhat grace.
fully declined. “Their duty,”” he sald, “ealled them ta
Russa, and to go to China woull place them in Lthe
power of the Eoglisk or Freach; they would remain im
Japan tidl April, when the sea to the north would be
oper, and they eould reach Petropauleky, or some
other port in Esstern RMussin or Kamschatks, snd ssist
in the defence of their country.”

Nothing could exceed the kindness shown by the
Aroericans to the Russisns: the Powhattan furaished
them with provisions for thres monthe, clothes and
uecersaties, many of the officers giving away vv ry-
thing they bad to their suffering brother sador.—
tte Russian eympatby is very stromg in the e
riesn mavy. We saw  enough of the Diens's
eraw, their admirable discipline, firmpess and patisacs
npder barduhips and misfortunes, together with their
strong, stalworth frames, to be satisfied that, had she not
fallen a victim to a dreadful calamity, sho would hive
proved no mesn sdversary upon the ocean, and would
bave stocd a fair chance to pluck pome of thoss lursls
of John Bull's or Crapeau’s. Two days after our arri-
vil, the French whaler Napoleon I11. eame into the har-
bor under American colors, for the purpose of In:ding
two shipwrecked Japanere. Capt MeClunsy ordered hee
to haul the American coiors down; and upon hearing of
the proximity of the Kussians, she departed in hot
baste, Unfortunately, but two Ruseian officers and twe
mwen were at Simoda, sll the rest being at Heda. A dise
patch waa sent 0 d by the Nussian officer to the
admiral, who, in great joy, sent his boats aronnd 1o cap-
tuze her, After pulliog forty-five miles in nine hours,
they arrived to ind their prey flown. Imagine the dis-
appointment of the poor fellows—the measn of getting
from the bateful island, and & rich prize t3 boot, withim
wlippery reach of them, aud to miss it,
