Ho great
wan the foroe of the whirlwind that notaing could with-
stand it 7The giants of tbe forest, which have with.
stood the storms of sn handred years, were wremched
from their frm roots sod tossed about like straws.
Even stumps, firm y embedded in mother earth, were
torn up sod earried many rods,  Old logs, which had
lain upon the ground for years, wers distarbed and torn
from their resting place. The air was literally fitled
with fence rsils, Umbs of tress, hoards, rafters, ahin-
gles, &e., which were lifted an immeose height., The
course of the whirlwind wan in a pearly east directlon,
rapging from twenty rods to balf a mile in width, aad
making & elesn sweep as it went. We have heard from
over sight males of ita eourse, and it was still moving on
ita track of devastation and ruin

It passed north of Tomer's and also of Shafer's
and soutd of Pierson’s mill. Had (te raage been ehng«i
but little porth or saush, the destruction would have
been much greater. We have besa told, by thcse who
have visited the spot, that the track of the tornsdo pre-
sents & most wingular appearance. The traes growiog in
the centre were twisted off snd thrown lengthways,
while those each wide were thrown scross those in the
centre, the tops polnting io, and forming & handsoms
winrow,

A girl carrying a satchell was enught 1a the outer e
of the whitl, sand tbhrown violently some distance, wh
Ler sateliell, bomnet, shaw! &o, went up, sod us they
Lave not gu{‘ bean found, it i» vot kwown if they bave
ever come down. A bed was taken out of Mra, Luther's
house, nnd pajled upward as ratural as though the faa-
thers of which it was made bad pever been plucked from
the bodies to which they one belonged.

In some plasws even the culverta across the rowds
were torn up by ths tornado, and the roads generaliy
are fillsed up with a promiscuous asportment of timber
and mbblsg of all kinds,

We hear rumors of the destruetion of other buildings,
but bope they may not prove true, An eye wilness says
that the torundo presented n most singulnr appsarancs,
He snys *1ke wind would rise in ao immense whirl,
arawing up rails, limbs of trees, hoards, lesves, dirt,
&e.,’ ton great beight, when suddenly it woull sesm to
¢rop ngain o the earth, and feed itaelfl with & new sup-
ply ef such things a8 wers moveable. and again rise,
carrylog up with it substances of great weight.

Eince writipg the above we bave been ealled upon
by Dr. Greasold, who spant two or three days 1n Mars-
thon last week, snd visited the sceme of destruction,
The Dector ssye the torpado firet broke upons s small
log house in the rown of Forest, which was unroofed. It
pext strock the log scloul houss near Crawlord’s,
which it utterly demolishad, not leaving one log upon
apotbter. Near Crawford’s is o small lage, about forty
rods wice and hity or rixty long, the wuter of whnich was
raised higher then tLe tops of the trees, leaving the lake
nearly dry. From themee it passed through a forest,
mowing its way, till it eame te the town of Marathoa.
Bloe's house and barn were unrooted.

Mre Lutber's houss was emtirely destroyed, and her
furnituze was emwached Lo pleces and rendered worthlass ;
every thiog in ber bouss was .uined and scattered in all
direeilcns, for Lisl! a mile arount. Jeroms's house was
uprcofed, snd others mueh damsged. Near the house of
Mr, Merrtils is what is ealled s mound spring, from which
8 #izéam of water euflicient to fll a three fneh pipe ia
discharged. The spriog forms & basin ten or twelve fe:t
in dinmeier, snd abont eighteen inchea deep ; all ths wa-
ter was c1awn up, aod those who observed it say thatno
water arose in 1he spr g for some mementa after the tor-
vado parsed. ‘The rools of the buildings were ralsed en-
tire to the peight of twenty or thirty feet, when the
whirl would break them up, and seatter the fragments in
all direotions. Tn some cases the frlgml‘lltl have been
found two miles from the place from which they atarted.

Fuather Parvicnlazs of the Whirlwind In
Uook vounty, L1
[From the Chicago Prese, May 26

Barving couversed with an eys witness of the terrific
gcene of which we gave a brief account yesterday morn-
iog, we are able to acd some particulsze. The whirl-
wind was rescered visibla syme distance by the dusi,
grasa, paper, pieces of cloth and various article which
it took up in its paih. It appeared in shape of » tun-
rel, small zear the earth and expandiog an it extended
upward to the rain cloud above. The column indicating
tbe whirlwicd swayed to and fro, and the obarrver
thinks it d!d pot move oyer the earth very rapidly, not
more #o than & man could run,

Whean it approached the bouse of Mr. Page, and was
atout one hundred lest distant, the bouse movad toward
it thirty or forty feet, when the whirlwind came direstly
upom it, Fires the roof of the honse wen$ up, and broke
igto fragments, then the walls writhed and separated,
apd were carried up snd alio torn in & thousand pieces,
fil:iog tte sir with timbers and pieces of boards. The
pieces of the Lours now Lo ip the field, indioatirg by the
mupzer in which they are strown, the citcular moation
of tbe cevastating foree, Many of the seautling and
beards are sticking upri(;hl. in the ground asif ‘alien
frem & grest height., Tbe family of Mr Page aum-
bered sleven persous, ‘1hey saw the whirlwind com-
ing, nnd some of them had rushed out of tha houwe.
These outalce were also carried up into the air, bu' how
far they esvtot ssy. They are all bruised, by striking
the fragments of the house or by concussion
with tke gronrd.  The body of ome of the dead
children was pcked up lorty ro’s from where the house
stood, Another had ope arm hroken, moother had a
band crusted and ber shoulger verribly bruteed, Thesa
two will recover. Mra. Gilwtt had her jaw brokenm, and
is 10 brured upoo ber bony that the physicinns think
she cannot survive, A young man of the family had
Lia sea'p {orn open, ove cib oroken, bisides otber severe
brulses

The bruge wus A substsotisl frame house, reating
uyon bouloers, Scome of thers weigh three or four hua-
cted pounds, smi lay upon the top of the ground. They
were wll roliea from their places by the force of the
wind, A bonrd fence in the track of the whirlwind was
pwept awsy for pevernl rods, the posts being drawn from
the ground and earried some distance. A small barn
vrrns thrown ¢own, killing » borse and some calves inside
of it

At the time of this whirlwind it was raining, and
just before, afall of bail had taken place, some of the

slones messuring vine inches in circumleremce. The
foree of the whirlwind wue lost soon atter pas-iag Mr,
Page's house, ana the column dissppeared. In guing

back over the track by which it approsched the house,
our Informant found the gronnd strewn witn debria
of articies which it caught up aod let fall again, lmuﬁ
which were irspmen:s of clothicg, bedding, and wa

per, which lesi's to the belisl that some other house
E..d beea demolhished in 118 couree,

The consequencen of this remarkable atmospheric phe-
pomenon are terrible to the (amily of Page. den the
death of three, and perkaps more of their anmber, and
the ‘mjuries to the hviog, they have lost the'r homs
with ull its contents— everything in the house is utterly
cestroyed.  Even the clothing uwg had on was torn
from them, 1 have vothing in the world to pay you
with, gentlemen,” sald Mr. Page to Dra. Brainard aod
Freer, who went oud to attend to the aflicted family,
* my money, as well ne everything else in the bouse, wus
ihe prey of the elements. ! Give yoursell no trouble
on that scconnt,’’ rephied they, and went on with thelr
professional services.

Us the eveniog of the 15th, & severs storm of wiad,
rain and bsil swepd scross the central tion of our
conety, from porinwest to southeast, doing immense
injury to the plastations over which it paased.
Wheat crope in particular, now too far advanced to
recover, have been atmost embirely ruined, at a time
when, om soenunt of the scarcity of graio, they wers
beld in more than ordinary estimation, Forasta bave
been vemuded of their foliage, lowls in abundance de-
sroyed, sod milbions of powry 1 ta forever suenced.
Eelinb.e persons resioing in the track of the storm say
that the hatl covered toe ground to the depth of a foot,
nod that thers were driite of hail thres feet deep la some
places. The dvmege cone to some Balda by wasbing
tas been estimated- probanly with & shade of extrava-
garce—an squal 10 Lhe orolnary washicg of & centary,
Feveral of 1he lamlled wost seviously affected by thia
storm were aleo prineipal sufferers by t' e terrible torna-
¢o which visited our county on the 1%th of March last.
