.f information. The d«mocratio army took in succession

1 ions the government troeps the cities of Chinauacga,
Leon, Managua, (the capital,) Masaya and Rims.nil
the large places in the State, except Granada In not
osm ef these plaees was there any property buried, plan
dtred, er destroyed. Theft by the soldiers was made a
capital offence, and so published in tbo orders of the
army. Individual instances of petty thieving, no doubt
there were, and always are, in the beit regulated ar¬
mies, in all parti of the world.
During the siege of 9ranada, houses were burned and

a large amount of property destroyed. Some were burn

During the late s'ege of Granada several
uafottuaate persons perished in thin manner.
The poor are tir.-d of being forced from their homes
