The old political parties are not to
be overturned by cabalistic mnmmeries, or
stark nonsense like the speeches of Brooks. If
the Know Nothings intend to obtain political
control of the State, the battle with the ancient
democracy must be fonght with very different
weapons from these. Whatever power may re¬
side in the mystic paraphernalia of a secret
socicty Is necessarily small and short lived:
men come to regard grips and signs with con¬
tempt, and underhand wire workers with sus¬

picion: the charm of novelty and the desire for
change may ensure a few local triumphs for
a while, but abiding power and extended
success can only be conquered under a fair
open flaj, round which earnest men can
rally conscientiously. The opportunity for
the new party is promising. Everything
points to the necessity for a thorough change of
political leaders* The country la sick of the
Old parties with their lying; platforms, their
dishonest compromises, their corrupt coalitions
and their utter want of administrative capa¬
city. But if the Know Nothings suppose that
they can be overturned with a few empty
words.that, like certain genera of flab, the
people of the United States will catch at any
bait that is offered them, be It food or be it
a mere rag.they are destiaed to disappoint¬
ments and defeats from which they will not
revive.

drink, and all for the sake of the sea breeze?
Do we not have a sea breeze here. Does it not
sweep across Broadway sometimes like the
simoon of the desert, cutting up all sorts of
pranks with 'bats, bonnets, ladies' dresses, and
other ephemera? Do not the Boetonians have
those delightful sea breezes coming north¬
easterly across George's Banks, cooled by the
icebergs from the Arctic Ocean, and thickened
by the fogs of Newfoundland ? For proof of
the Boston sea breeze look at her bills of mor¬

tality.
No, when we leave the city for health and

pleasure we desire to visit some locality where
there is plenty of pure water and pure air. At
Saratoga you can get plenty of bad brandy,
Newark champagne, and weak imitations of
French cookery, but no water except the me¬
dicated article from the Springs. One does not
desire to take medicine continually, but he
must do it or drink bad liquor at Saratoga.
At Newport the water is better, but the air is
dampened with saline vapors, dangerous to
clean linen and weak lungs. Nothing bat du«t,
polkas, and pistol galleries at Newport. Why
not go to the mountains? Here in New York we
have Switzerland in Putnam county, plenty of
pure air, a lake (Mahopae) of exceeding beauty,
pure water enough to supply any number of
people, no matter how freely used.and pure
water is a great thing in many rcspects.beau¬
tiful scenery, and convenient of access to the
city. In Jersey they bave Schooley's moun¬
tain, already famous, and Bostonians cannot
bave forgotten the hills of Berkshire, the home
of Lucy Stone Blaekwell, and the late residence
of Fanny Kemble Butler. Let some of the
Barclays of Boston take our advice and ascend
the dizzy heights of Mount Tom before they
try Mont Blano. .

The philosophers tell us that dwellers in
mountainous regions iive to a greater average
age than those on the plains, in cities or by the
sea shore, because they are above the vapors
which load the atmosphere near the earth, and
bTeathe in another and entirely different cur¬
rent of air. The air we inhale is often poison¬
ous, but the mountain atmosphere is clear and
intensely rarified. It gives renewed action to
the blood-.it quickens the pulse.it expandsI the muscles.enlivens and sharpens the intel¬
lect, and the cit feels for the flret time the truth
of the old Latin proverb, "a sound mind in a
Eonnd body." Pure air, plenty of good water
outside and in, and well cooked viands, moun¬
tain rambles and pleasant drives, entire freedom
from physical and intellectual restraint.these
arc some of the recommendations of the moun¬
tains.

Therefore let the seeker after health adopt
the motto of the State and Mr.Lopgfellow, and
shout Excelsior !

Old Fogtism of the Medical Profession.
Tn* true Definition of Quackery..We pub¬
lished yesterday an account of the opening and
inauguration of a private medical institution in
this city.the Woman's Hospital.which has
been established mainly through the praise¬
worthy efforts of Dr. Marion Sims, in the course
of the last twelve months. At this meeting
elaborate speeches were delivered by some of
the leading members of the medical profusion,
Fuch os^prs. Francis, Horace Green, Oilman,
Foster, Dixon, and Sims.
We have observed amongst regular medic il

practitioners, and medical schools generally, a
great desire to figure prominently In the col¬
umns of the widely circulated journals of the
day, provided they could escape the responsi¬
bility of being charged with placing In evidence
before tho community, through this medium,
their own talent and skill. Both th9 medical
schools of this city are In the habit of frequent¬ly soliciting publicity through the columns of
the newspapers; and, in fact, every medical
and surgical practitioner is glad to use
hem when, gratuitously, and on the re¬
sponsibility of their editors, ho can puffoff his own wonderful . knowledge and
pre-eminent genius. And yet if these old f*sh*
ioncd, steady- going medical practitioners were
asked to advertise their own merits, as is the
habit in other pursuits, they would turn uptheir eyes in horror, and tell us that it was be¬
neath the dignity of medical men to do so.
Tbia feeling is carried to such an extant that
when a practitioner of acknowledged talent has
the moral courage to break through these con¬
ventional prejudices of medieval date, and pub¬lish in the newspapers his researches, his views
ond his remedies, (ft| profession at largo de¬
nounce such acts a%&ack«ry, forgetting that
they themselves prJRice indirectly the ss*

riting talent of its younger members t The pro-
gent system, it must be admitted, teems to h»ve
been framed to effect both these objects. As to
the pretence of its btliig conducive to the in-
tefcsts of the community, experience h*s abun¬
dantly shown that it only subjects us to be
fleeced without securing us the advantage of
oompf.tent professional skill in return. There
are few, we believe, who have had ocQ&sion to
seek medical advlco who ever think that they
have received value for their money.

It ia time that the charlatanism of the medi¬
cal profession fchonid be consigned to the duBt
of other obsolete usages. The maxims of the
Sangrado school are not adapted to an age in
which rationalism prevails. Let, then, the
really sensible and intelligent members of the
faculty fling aside the cobwebs of their time-
honored prejudices, and em^Qpipate themselves
from a thraldom wh'ch is as personally degrad¬
ing as it is injurious to the public interests. Were
the present system attended with advantage to
either, something might be said in Its defence.
But it posaetBes neither the attraction of profit,
the charms of independence, nor the gratifica¬
tion of philanthropy. It is but a pitiful, sneak¬
ing mode of doing business, after all. It wonld
be far better, both for the profession and the
oommupity, if the former would imitate the
manly example set them by that eminent phy¬
sician Dr. Hunter, of 828 Broadway, and put
their claims to individual distinction fairly be¬
fore tiie public through the medium of the
newspapers.

Wasted.Administrative Reform..Ia an¬
other column will be found an article taken
from a Connecticut paper on the " Beauties of
the Post Office." It appears that among other
sources of revenue the Post Office is in the
habit of deriving some small addition to its
funds from the sale of letters and papers not
called for. These are sold as rubbish to paper
makers, who grind them np in their mills, and
convert them once more into white papar.
People who write letters will do well to remem¬
ber the fact. At one mill in Connecticut, more
than two thousand letters have been bocght
within the last two years; many of them, as
we learn from our Connecticut cotemporary,
letters of obviou| consequence to the writers
and the parties to whom they were addressed.
How they went astray, and finally reached the
paper mill instead of their destined re¬

cipient, no one, of course, can tell.
Some were prepaid. One, mailed in
California, and directed to New York, contain¬
ed a check for $105. Another, bought in a

heap of rubbish of the Postmaster at Spring-
field, Mass., contained $16 in bank notes. Ano¬
ther, bought, together with seven or eight sacks
of waste paper, from the Post Office at Provi¬
dence, R. I., contained money and insurance
papers of value. Another, bought at Hart¬
ford, contained a check for $30. Another,
from a man to his wife, mailed at the Post
Office in this city, contained $5. These appear
to be only samples of the sort of goods the
poet offices throughout the country are in the
habit of selling to the paper makers. Only
fancy, bank notes, cheques, and policies of in¬
surance, at three or four cents a pound !
No one who has had dealings with the North¬

ern Post Offices will be much surprised at these
disclosures. The very name of Post Office has
become a byword for carelessness, stupidity,
and irregularity. No one, who has resided for
any length of time in New York, thinks of
complaining if a fair per centage of the corres¬
pondence he writes and receives reaches its
deslination in safety.
But it would be a mistake to suppose that the

Pest Office Department constitutes in any de¬
gree an exseption to the general rale governing
the publio departments. The rule is invaria¬
ble; they are all alike. The Interior, the Navy,
the Treasury, the State department, and all
subordinate offices, are conducted with no
more business accuracy or administrative ability
than the Post Office; the only difference be¬
tween them lies in the fret that the short¬
comings in the Po3t Office become necessarily
known to all, while those in the other depart¬
ments are only discovered by the few who
deal with them.

All the departments of the general govern¬
ment were originally organized by Alexander
Hamilton, the finest administrative mind of his
day, and one which has rarely if ever been
excelled. But sixty- fire years have elapsed
since Alexander Hamilton performed his task.
During the intervening period, we have chang¬
ed everything. oar mode of living, oar hoases,
oar system of business, our social habits, and a

large proportion of onr public institutions
The only thing in fact which has not kept pace
with the progress of the age has been the ma¬

chinery for the discharge of the public business
at Washington. The Department of War alone
was re-organized by Mr. Calhoun, who saw ita
deficiencies in the war of 1812; he modernized
it, and being Mmselt a man of remarkable ad¬
ministrative ability, plaoed it on a footing t
efficiency which enabled Scott and the other
generals of the Mexican War to win laurels
with ease. All the other departments are
covered with the rust and mould which have
been accumulating sinco Hamilton's time, and
the sale to paper makers of sacks or private
letters, containing checks and bank notes, is
but a fair sample oi the condition of the gene¬
ral py stem.

Svppoero Cass of Child Hurdik in nis Twentieth

Ward..Saturday afternoon, information was received
at the Coroner'a offloe, from the Twentieth Ward Sta¬
tion Home, that a child, namsd Marx Elizabeth Mer¬
rill, about seven year* of age, residing with Its mother,
at No. 163 West Thirty- fifth street, had died suddenly,
and under rather suspicious circumstances. Coroner
Hilton immediately despatched his deputy, Dr. Chaste-
ney, to the house where the deceased was lying dead,
ana found, upon invest 'gat- ng, that the deceased had a
step-father, named John C. Morse, he being married to
the little girl's mother since her father's death; that
this Morse bad always treated the child with negleot ant
sometimes cruelty; that he had repeatedly threatenod
the life of deebased, and h%d been in a state ®f intoxica¬
tion for the last week, and has not been seen since last
Friday at noon; that ne came home on the day previous
about noon, and gave deceased and two of his own chil
dten each an orange; that in about an hour or so after
eating the orange she was taken with vomiting, which
continued np to 11 o'clock on Saturday night, wnen she
expired. The oranges bad not the same effect upon the
other chiloren. Thursday he told his wife that deoeased
bhould be put out of the family, as he did not like her.

A post mortem examination will be made, and the in¬
quest held, by Coroner Hilton, this morning, at 11
o'clock. Sinoe the death of the child, Morse has not
been seen in the neighborhood. The police, however,
are endeayoriog to effect his arrest.

The Leonard Street Tragedy,
INQUEST UPON TBK BODY OP TH> DHOEABXD*

Before Coroner O'Donnell.
Yeeterday Coroner O'Donnell proceeded to the Fiftltfl

wud station bouse for the purpose of holding ftn in*
quest upon the body of Thomas Bailey Ruasnaa, the mas
who, on Saturday evening, committed sulelOe in Olnde*

re lift Mftrahftll'a house, No. H Leonard atroot, by shoot¬
ing himself In the bead with ft pistol. Tho case ere*tod

n great deal of excitement from the causes that led the!
unfortunnte man to commit the rash ftet. The jury |
haring been obtained, Coroner O'Donnell proceeded
open the Cftie, stotlng under what olrcuasataucea
for what purpose they were there convened. Bt thenl
introduced the several witnesses who detailed the
of tha occurrence aa follows :.

TESTIMONY.
Adolpbus Follen. M D , (the first witness), being duly

¦worn, deposed ana said, that be resided at No. M ureene
street; tare been well acquainted with Thomas Bailer,
now lying dead in this place; he has been sojourning In
this city for the past twelve months; he had boarded at
thePreioott Honse, wbere I a! so boarded at that tisne; I
have kept vp an aoquaintano* with htm since, and hare
frequently prescribed lor htm when sick; I cannot saythat he was a temperate mm; daring my intercearne
with him he showed signs of a deranged state of mind; _he ststed to mi that he bad domestic trouble, and thatH
his trouble should be oonfined to himself.

D. Francis Baoon, Jl. P., residing at ths corner of
Broadway and Howard street, being duly swern, says:I was eafied about seven wees* ago by Mr. Bates, of tha
Carleton House, to visit the deceased at said honse; Tfound him stretched upon bis back, lying on a bed in *
state of stupor; having be«nin<ormta that he hai takes
at least four ounces of laudanum. I made one of the
proper remedies, and onUntied in attenJance on the de¬
ceased unto I relieved him from the effects of tha
poisoh he kept his room about sieves days. He told ma
that be had lost a great deal of money in California by
persons whom he trusted ; he admitted to me that ha-
was driven to commit suicide on account of his beingrepulsed by a female, whose likeness he showed; after an
attendance of seven days, I perceived that he talked
suicidally, and evidently showed signs of aberration of
mind; and so much did I a (prebend fatal consequences,that I called in Dr. Aloczo Clarke, who agreed with m«that our patient was suffering from aberration of mind,and that it would be unsafe to leave him without beingplaced under proper restraint; acoordingly tot. Clark®
and I made the necessary afflenvits before Justice Con¬
nolly and the Mayor; he was then placed under the-
charge of two pollstmsn: this occurred nine days after
he took the laudanum; whtn he discovered that I had
placed him under restraint, he begged and implored mate remove the police, promising me, at the same time,that he would not make any futnre attempt to commit
suieide; he dressed and came down stairs, andhad given satisfactory assurances that he warin his right mind; we then discharged the polloe;I saw him yesterday in relation to my bill, and h«
gave me a note at six months, saying that he was goinginto business and it would interlere with him if he hadgiven it for a shorter time; I could not discover anythingpeculiar In his manner; he directed me to sign Thorn ieuailey to the note given me, and this name he alio en¬tered on the register at the Carleton House.
Georse W. Thompson, being duly sworn, deposed thathe resides at present at No. 23 Varlck street; I hav»been In California; left that State in January, 1863; Ithere became acquainted with deceased about the fall o(1861 ; be was then in the Custom Hense in San Fran¬cisco as an inspector of customs; he waaknows by everyofficer attached to the Cuetom House as T. B. Kussum;during the last three months I have seen the doneseciain New York: I saw him frequently in Broadway, and

more especially at the Car.eton House; I had onthreeoccasions some conversation with him, and I did not nt
any time notice symptoms of derangement of mind; haappeared to be in his right senses; after leaving the Cus¬tom House in San FrancUco he was elected Register, orCounty Recorder, as it Is there termed, of the city ofSen liancisoo under toe name of Thomas B. Rauum-I recognised the body of the deceased as the man men¬tioned above; be was known in California as being a na¬tive of Maryland, and a lata resident of Baltimore.Daniel Carpenter being duly sworn, deposed.That hewaa Captain of the Fifth ward police; a few minutes be¬fore seven o'elock on Saturday evening, Miss Marshallresiding at 54 Leonard street, sent for me, requestingthat I should go to her house, as she had urgent bnsfneos for me; I went there acoordingly, and she told matbst deceased was in her house; that he had a pistolwith him, and as be had on a former occasion attemptedsuicide, she was fearful he would either do injury to-himself or to Mary, whom be desired to see alone In thepsrlor; but Mils Marshall told me sheweuld not allowbim to'see Mary; 1 then desired to see Mary, and told hernot to see him at this time ; while there I heard some ofthe girls nay that he was up stairs, and had a pistol in hisband; I then went up and fonnd him sitting on s chairin a bedroom, with . pistol in his hand; seeing thathe had a pistol, 1 approached him, and in a concilia¬tory manner asked him to give me the weapon;he quietly banded me the weapon; thereupon I askedhim to oome over to the station house, when we wouldtalk the matter over; ho followed me without any hesi¬tation; be did not appear excited In the least; did net saya word ; we tlien started to go to the station honse, anahad got down the first flight of stairs, and were nearlyat the bottom of the second, when I heard the report of

a pistol, and immediately deceased came tumbling downafter me: I was In advance of him a few steps at thetime ; 1 did not see him eboot himself, al hough I watchedhtm very closely, yet whin reaching the bottom of thefirst stairway, as my head was turned,tewards the door,he took the opportunity to commit the deed; whancoming down the first flight of stairs, I saw him pat his
hand into htt coat tall pockets, and supposing that ha
might have a knife I watched him closely, asl thought:the pistols now produced were those that the accused
hsd in his possession one of them I got myself from the
deceased, and the otner was picked up by one of the
policemen and handed to Lieutenant Hutcblngs, as beingthe weapon found beetle the deoeased; there Is blood
on the barrel of this pistol
Cinderella Marshall beinpr sworn, deposed that she re¬

sides at No. 64 Leonard street; I nave been acquaintedwith the deceased about eighteen months; he was in
the habit of visiting a young lady at my house named
Mary Ann Smith; he paid particular attentions to her
for the last year and a half; he proposed marriage, I
believe, two or three times; for abont five months neat,and more especially for the last two mouths, I have
noticed that ne acted and talked strangely; he was
usually a very silent man and much reserved; about
four weeks ago, while this girl was In his room, he
sprained her thumb, I think; she hallooed out, and I
went np and succeeded in quieting him; I went towards
him and said, "Tom. ain't you ashamed of yourself to
act so; I am the only friend yon have got.you should
not act so;" ho tnen tried, and said he loved the girtdearly; she said she did not nor could not lore him; he
then talked in such a manner as to make me think that
belntecded she rhould love him; of late he had dot
seen Mary Ann much, a« (be was afraid of him; he had
no mean*, and I took pity on bim, and nsed to send us
bis meals to his room; be never was allowed to visit
Mary in ber own room; on Saturday morning be was is
our house : he came to me and said that Mary Ana
had treated him badly, and that it waa because he waa

a beggar the would not lave him ; I told him that such
was not the fact, aa the did not love, and could not,
even If his pockets were lined with gold ; he then sala
he was determined to see and hare a talk with her at
all events; he then left the house, and came back in the
afternoon about 3 a'oloek, when I gave him his dinner;
after dinner he reqneeted me to let him have an inter¬
view trlth Mary Ann Itold him that stowas afraid to -

see hits ; he asked what waa the reason, aa he had al¬
ways treated ber well ? I said, '.Ton know. Tom, yon
etruok her onee, and she is very mnch afraid of you;"
be then begged me to go up stairs and bring her down
stairs, as he wanted to see her; he promised me that ha
would not molest her ; I then went up to see her, ant
Informed ber of his presence snd his request; she looted
herself up In her room, and said she would not see him;

i then sent my honiekeepertothe parlor wbere decease*
was ilttlng, who told him that Mary Ann would net
see him ; he then started to ga up stairs ; ha did net
appear'to be the least cxolted; on his way up he waa met
by the housekeeper, who called him into her room and
asted him to lit down; (I had sent for Cast. Carpen¬
ter at this time) ; ehe asked him if ha nad

a piftolf but he denied It ; the housekeeper, however, .

persevered in her questioning, and said he had one Is
bis pocket : I went np italra after him, and as he waa
silting in the housekeeper's room I upbraided him for
his ungenerous conduct in earning pistols in my honse
when I wss the only friend he had ; he remarked that
he always carried a pistol, and thsrenpon pointed the
hsndleof a pistol at ma, sat down on a chair, aad.
laughed like a maniac ; Captain Carpenter had arrived
at the door at this time, and I went down stairs aad told
him that deceased bad a pistol In his possession,
aad told the captain that 1 waa afraid ha wouM
either shoot him or commit suicide ; I haUoo«d to the
housekeeper, and told her to get the pistol from him
the deceased then took the charge from the pistol
he bad In his band, and snapping the cap in tha
room, gave the ball to the housekeeper ; Captain Car¬
penter net thinking be had another pistol, then came
Into the room ; I then went into my own room, not
liking bim to see me as be was being taken to the station
bouse ; the next thing that attracted my attention waa
the lond discharge or a pistol, and I opened my deor,
when I saw the deceased lying on the hall floor aV
covered with blood ; I thought at first that Captain ^
Carpenter bad been shot, but so 100a as my fright had
parsed away 1 saw that deeeassd had been shot: he la?
