Andthl*
ia a sacrifice that Denmark ia not at praaent prepared,
without any effort, to * .bmit to. Denmark, canaot bat
regard the course pursued by the United States upon
her resolution to terminate a treaty of amity and com¬

merce a* oae of severity, not called for by any overt
aet on the part of the Danish government; but on the
contrary, instance* are given where complaints have
been entered and money refunded to American traders,
wheo, in truth, juatice did not demand it; but a deiire
far the maintenance ol friendship between the two na¬

tions, induced the act. The Danish government state#
plainly it* utter inability in the time allowed it, to
come to a favorable conclusion to our demand, and
even intimate* a j-osaitility that, unaer no circuui-
btancee, will the wishes of the United States meet with
favor. Ibe United biaies being cut off from all nejetia
tiou until Denmark invi.ea it by recognizing a deaire to
treat tor the abrogatun ot her sound oues, tne reply re
celved by the Department ot dtate Will probacy be th.

spectable and intelligent votes recorded in favor of
Tocmas S. Klournoy. Take it as you will, tbe American
pert; have riaimshed the ordinary democratic majority
by OjtCO; and it is saying hut little in their behalf to
urge that to otter party could by any possibility have
produced such a result in a State patrilled in its political
taith and usages. In view of these facts, does it not
behove tbe friendly press in every section to stand by
the American part; in this its hour of trial?

To day Um nount of a once powerful tribs are being

removed again from the approach of the white man. The
Omaha tribe, now dwindled to about four hundred war-

tioia, are on their march to the land* designated for
tfeeir final settlement, some sixty miles to the northward
of this, on the Missouri river. Their village is but a few
silet distant from this place, and last night.the last
allowed them to gather around their adopted home-
was ens of interest to them and their white brethren.
A number of us visited them and spent the night. Many

a copper colored (ace gave indention of sorrow as they
participated in the last songs, dances, and peculiar rites
which should be enjoyed at the village. The soene, oc¬
casion and circumstances ware all of interest. The mo-
notonoua songs, the fiend-like dances, the glaring firee
serving the more vividly to portray the wild soene, the
slmost impenetrable daraness which surrounded us, and
the soothing murmur of the PappiUon river, whleh
runs clow ty the village, all combined, was a picture of
deep interest. All the livelong night this scene
continued. About twelve we wandered around
the village, cogitating upon the Interesting sub¬
ject which the rcene around us advanced, when we

suddenly stumbled upon a warrior whom we had
known lor a year or more, and was somewhat conspicu¬
ous amongst tne tribe for his prowess and sagacity. He
was seated just at the edge ot the village, by the side or
an appaientiy new grave. After the usual aaluatiou of
"Bow cuggyr".(how ao youao, my friend,) stretohing
out his waned aim, pointing to tlie village, in half In-
aian lie ttius talked "Me go.me Indian, you smoka
can. he frieud. Omaha come back no more. Pappooee
dead.squaw dead-brctlier dead.Omaha sell l*ni to
great duel.he baa now paid his re a brethren and they
go away to-morrow.emoka man glad They plant corn
ana white aqua* ft make breal, when Omaoa leave.
Pappooee sleep there, (pointing to the Indian grave,)
me so.no mors come back. White brotder no care for
liis ted brother. He grow strong, his red brother grow
weak; like leaves ot the fore-st they are passing away."
Thus he talked until, invited by a few braves, we return,
ed to participate in the last feast.
The morning found the villas on the qui viae, and

fcacd e!t»r oand, surrounded by their squaws and ponies,
laden with looges, lodge poise, provisions, &o., starts i
lor their new Dome fsr away up the river, they have
refused to occupy tbe reservation selected or granted in
their treaty, upon the Iowa river, on account of the con¬
stant a caoyacce of Sioux Indians, and selected Black
bird Hills. at which point there is an enterprising com-

Ciy formed, and a town site incorporated by act ot the
Islature. The town*proprieto.s, we understand, ar«

highly ind'gnant at this species of claim jumping, and a

report is current here that the Indians and their agent
will meet with a warm reception at tbe hands of tbe
squatters tb« re ; however, I apprehetd no serious diffi¬
culty, as doubtless a fair remuneration will be granted
them by government, for such improvements, &c , as

they aie necessarily compelled to vacate for the In¬
dians.
A few days since the former Omaha Indian interpre¬

ter, in ootnpany with one or two other persons, ar¬
rived here fr*m Salt Lake direct, making the trip in
about 16 day*. They travelled mostly ac night, on ac¬
count of the Indian difficulties and rumors. Provis¬
ions, &e., are scarce ont among the Saints. Brigham
"Young's position and manifesto of tae 18th of February
in populai among the people. Col. Steptoe, under the
circumstances. declines becominj Governor of the
cainls. President Pierce will have to be a little careful
in tbe appointment of a suitable personage, Sesretary
Babbit is spoken of in favorable terms, aad should he
receive the appointment Jos. £.

Grand Jury of the Court of Oyer and Terminer appear to
labor under some doubts as to whether there is now in
fores any law prohibiting the sale of liquor by retail
They had evidently read eome of the numerous opi¬
nions reocntly published, and were unable to come
to any decision. They therefore appealed to the court
for fnither Instructions, and submitted the following
questions to Judge Rockwell after the organisation of
the couit yestsrday morning :.First, are the Grand
Jury Judges' of the law as wall an of the fact ? Second,
are they bound by th« opinion of the oourt as expressed
In Its chaige, or the advice of the District Attorney, in
relation to questions of law arising upon cases before
them ? In answer to these interrogatories Judge Rook-
well Informed them that they were bound to take the
law precitely as laid down by the court. Their pUtn,
simple duty was to decide questions of fact, and to take
the law as the couitgave it to them. The District At¬
torney was their legal adviser, and they could caJ on
him whenever they required hia aid; but should any
material difference arise between bis views and those
expressed by the Court, It would be better for the jury
to refer to the court for further instruction. The Uw
in relation to the tale of spirituous liquors was now in
force, and ir ade it a misdemeanor to sell liquors in less
quaniities than five gallons; and should any cases be
brought before the jury, it would b» their duty, upon
proper testimony, to indict the partiea so offending.
The jury were the judges of the evidence as to the fact
of the sale, but with regard to the law they must fol¬
low the opinion of the court, without reference to any
outside opinions whatever.
