THE WAR.

RECOMMENCEMENT OF THE BOMBARDMENC
OF 8EBASTOPOL-DE TAILS OF THE PRE
VI0U8 ACTIONS.
The general bombardment of Sebastopol was recom¬

menced on the 6th of June, with what reeult has not
transpired.
The wer news by this arrival consists mostly of de¬

tails of previous government telegraphs.
Details are to hand of the affair before Sebastopol night

of May 22, bat the main facte wtre previously known
The details show great gallantry on the part of the
Frenoh; hat also show that the victory was net in re¬

ality a further suoceee, bnt merely a successful attempt
to destroy very dangerous works which the Russians had
erected in front of their defence, and which would have
outflanked the Frenoh attack. Tbe Russian plan was
to unite all their ambuscades, by e line of gabions con
neetsd bye continuous covered way, with their present
defeases, to enclose, in fact, an entirely new space of
ground. The French plan was to carry this new de-
fsnoe sad transform it into a French position, which
waa accomplished at an immense joss which, eeys Pelie-
.lav, gnu* to the vugsgement the proportions of a
battle. PeUseitr'a despatch is quite interesting.
Details have also b**n received of the allied advance

.n the Tehernaye. Th* allied force consisted of 20,COO
men, Vfeassah, fiardin.ant, end Turks. The Russians made
»e opposition, but retired with their guns. The condl
Hen eT the ground shows that the Russians never in¬
tended to maintain the position. New reeonnolaances
had been mode, and n farther advance was expected
The telegraphic aeoeunte Indicate that the allies are yet
en their own aide of the river.

Details hove been received likewise of the capture of
Kortoh. The Invading force numbered nearly 20,000
men.namely, 10,000 French, 6.0C0 Forks, end 8,(CO Eng¬
lish, in numerous steamers. The expedition entered the
strait of Karteh on Thursday, the 24th, and commenced
firing open the forts of Ambalakl, the garrisons of which
speedily abandoned the place, having prorlonely blewa
¦p the megesines. The allied gunboats sOenoed the
rauleviakaya battery, and burned some Russian boats
and small craft. The garrisons of Kertch and Teal-
halt, variously estimated at from two to ten thousand
strong, were seen to leave and fall bask Into t he Interior
by the southern road. Meantime the allies landed,
without opposition, at Ambalakl,where they Mvouaoked
for the night The next morning they moved en
towards Kertch Gunboats wars all the time occupied
la seeufng the Ihmansaet Gulf, and reducing the fort
All the send beak.

Sidney Herbert, In Par¬
liament, on tho 6th, expressly said that the proas draw
inferences from the auccesees that are not justified by
tne facte, fcr edittilals speak aa If Arabat and Genitacbl
art already taken; bat although tho alllee hare bom¬
barded tho one and destroyed tho stores nt the other
place, they nro not yet In possession of thorn, and It
must not therefore bo thought that wo are masters of
the Putrid Sea.
Gortechakoff telegraph*, June 3, to St. Petersburg,

that the allleo had left Genitschl, and part of the burned
atores would bo saved.
The allied steamer* afterwords visited Arabat, and

burned n number cf steamers.
Gen. Wrangle remained nt Argalntscha. The allies

have made so movement towards tho Interior of tho
penirsula of Kertch.

THE BALTIC.
lbs British and French fleets wore, on Jane 4th, close

to Cronstndt. Admiral Dnndas had made a recon¬
naissance, and found that now fortifications had boon
erected since lust year. Several vessels laden with tim¬
ber bad been captured by the allies.
Americans have recently made money by running

cargoes of islt to the Rnssian Baltic ports, bat the
speculation is now attended with danger.

OPERATIONB IN ASIA..
Central Pelisaier telegraphs, June 3, that the Russians

bare evacuated Soujak Kali, destroying, before doing no,
sixty gun* and six mortars. Their entire force Is con¬
centrated at Anapa.
Changes hare occurred in the Turkish Cabinet. Rizca

Pasha has been dismissed; Mehemet Ruohii succeeds
bim as Streakier. Dabaar Pasha, General of the Impe¬
rial Guard, has also been dismissed, and SeUm Paaha
appointed. The Capitarln Pasha is threatened.

. No answer has yet been recetrtd to the remonstrance
sent borne by Lord Stratford against the U. Benedetti,
ti e French Charge, intrigues. It waa Benedetti who
effected the fall of Redschid Pasha, because Redschid
was under English influence. Napoleon has approved

.of Benedetti'* proceedings, and appointed him nominal
Minister to Periia, a stop of promotion, but does not
rea iove him from Constantinople. Some see in this the
e«an mencewent of larger differences between France
aadh'ogland. Meantime Lord Stratford is laboring for
Red«ci'ild's restoration to pewer.

THE PRINCIPALITIES:
New p* elitical complications are spriegingup.
The London Timet, at present echoing ths government,

is ail' for w ar, 'exit argues that any prospoet of a nsw
fnvat.en of the Principalities by Russia is extremely re¬

mote, as it will be long before Russia recovers strength
for a great operaSon for offensive war, and to orass ths
Pruth would be tc-give casut'JeM \o Austria, and proba¬
bly the rest of Germany. Hence the fVstes advisee to
unite Moldavia and Waliaehia into one independent
State, and in five years it would have become strong
inoagli to resist invasion and act an a barrier- between
tnssfa sad Turkey.

DIPLOMATIC BUM0R3.

ile-ed, at the instigation of the Wester n Powers, negot¬
iations for peace are not llkoly to bo reueared* unless
iussia shall apply to Austria forher good officoe.

They
ave "pronounced" at last, and drivsa the government

trcope from their beautiful city, and now have as a ba¬
sis of future operations the strongest position this sldo
of tho mountains. Besides being fortified within the
naturally strong city of Monterey, they hevethat me¬
morable "black fort" wnich caused the Americans so
much annoyaooe during tba lata wnr.
For a relation of the present proceedings of tho insur¬

gents, we translate the following paragraphs from a cir¬
cular just published. We know this to come frsm a re¬
liable source, andwe have every confidence In its truth.
The paper from which we extract is called tho Noticioto
iUl Bravo, the first numbor of which was issued on the
29th nit. It says:.
" For onr part, and from reliable correspondence, wo

are enabled to give the assurance as understood from
good eoureei.
That Santiago Nidauvri, formerly secretary to the Go-

veraor of Nuevo Leon, had retired to Villa Aldama,where he piononnced for the liberty of Monterey, the

teims to those of their friends residing in thia city, in¬
viting them to join and give their vote in tho formation
of a plan of operations:That Sr. J M. Caravajal, who haa also prepared the re¬
volt of several villages and the co operstian of their
moat prominent citizens, has determined to unite with
Mvaudri to give his aid to the revolution:
gpihat Guerrero has pronounced:
That the same has been done by Agualsguas, Marin,

Cerralvo, Los Aldcmas, El Paso del Zecate, and many
ether places:That ths plan of Guerrero and the other places men¬
tioned above embraces the overthrow of Santa Anna;
snch a constitution as tho nation msy establish, tho
OtbaUos tariff, tho abolition on the frontier of taxes for
five years, the free introduction of provisions, the abo¬
lition of prohibitions on the introduction of cotton fab¬
rics, the declaration that for smuggling there shall not
be a greater penalty than the loss of property; that all
the revenue thus obtained shall be expanded fa the de
fence of the frontier against the Ind'ans, and that this
shall continue to bo thus applied until ths extermination
or entire redaction of this enemy:
That the forces of the freemen (Itiirts) number to this

hour near a thousand men; that they are rapidly aug¬
menting in poentlnry resources, because there tho peo¬
ple, unawed by the menacing presence of tho soldiery,
(mr<\o>.) manifest a genuine voluntary spirit:
That Manoquln, with abject fright, has fled from Mler

with more then a hundred dragoons:
And finally, that within avory few days, thus Nuevo

Leon, Ooshnila and the greater part of Tamaultjpas will
have forever broken the galling yoke of the bandit called
bis Serene Highness.
Viva la libertad t Death to tho boasters, and to their

prototype, the Immortal Santa Anna!
The same paper has further news from the South, (n

which it eays that thecity of Guanajuato Is in posses¬
sion of tho insurgents, where they have captured
guns and other* munitions of war to a considerable ex¬
tent. The people of Guanajuato, it Is said, ware prompt
In furnishing aid In money and provisions.

Since the publication of this bulletin further news has
arrived, to ths affect that Victoria and Saltlllo, with
teveral other places, bad joined tho revolution. The
movement is fast gaining strength, and is evidently very
pcpular. Mstamoras is now under martial law, which
would argue that the present guardians of that city
were becoming somewhat alarmed.a few weeks will
show with what cause.

Plaise. It was to the sheet that Fort Laramie wae in
the heads ef the Indiana, and that Meeere. Hare and
MeCord, or Andrew oounty, Mo , had been robbed at Ash
Hollow, of four hundred and twenty head of oattle, six-
teen horses, several wagons, twenty-three make, and all
their stores and provisions, and were left entirely daeti-
tute. The particulars of the capture of Laramie were
not given. The express merely stated that the Indians
had gathered there in great foroe and had taken the fort,
and that, as he came by Ash Hollow, on his way in to
the States, he saw Meesri. Nave and KcCord, and their
teamsters and drovers, who were without horsoe or food,
and stated to him the faet of the robbery, and that no
lives were lost. This news has occasioned great exclte-
meat.here and in St. Joseph.

If it Is true, the small force of intentry that has just
started out will only afford to the Indians so many
sca'ps. Ility can offer no more resiatanoe to to two thou¬
sand warriors upon the Plains, than could an infent to a
giant.

[Correspondence of the St. Louis Intelligencer. 1
Council Blukks, June 8. 1868.

On Saturday, a Mr. Galllnsau, a Frenchman* arrived
here from Seargeant's Bluffs, and states that " Poor
Bears," ths Chief of the Kittle Band of Sioux, had juet
come in, bringing with him thirty lodges. That they
aft the main body or ths Sioux at Bear Creek, eoming,
SCO milts west or Fort Laramie, twenty-live days since,
sad that at that time, the Sioux had 100 wagons, plenty
of flour and meat, twenty women and ohildren, and
among them two negro women. From this we think
they must have taken a Mormon train, bound from Salt
Lake to Beer Creek, where we know they Intended mak¬
ing a settlement this spring. Nothing was said of seeingwhite men among them, and we have no doubt they
were all killed. Four Bears is in favor of peace, has
been to Washington, and knowe the po war of the whites,
and finding bis nation determined on war, has come in
with his small band.
Gsllineau has for a wife, a daughter of Fonr Bears,

and says he doss not think his fether-in-law would de¬
ceive him. Beside, Mr. Vavitent, and all the Frenoh
hern, believe the report, and they have the best means
of information.
The emigrants who pasted here from three to four

weeks since, have hardly had time te get beyond Fort
Laramie, and we do not know of any trains leaving In¬
dependence or St. Joseph.
