-~ Rise and Progress of Abaltuen,

1t was & common matter iwenty yesrs age to
bear statermen declare thot the two greal par-
(ies were mecessary expounders and walchmem
of our pecublar plan of governmeot. In the
precent condition of public sentimens, North
and South, there s uwuech to justify such an es-
timate of the velne n d uses of the old rival
parties  As oll events, it is o very curlous fact
that thelr declive bas c:en signalized by the
rise of every species of folly which conld be
allied to politics, until the conesitution has be-
come the subject of hahitual ridicule and con-
demnation. Inetead ef clinging to that cempact

,with the faith of the Apoetles to the religion of

the New Covesant—instead of regarding it as
avant courier of civilization and of pro-
-a¢ ihe ark of political salvation to the
whole human family—it has become a byword
sud reproach in the mouths of the myriad in-
fidels of the duy. We have either sprang upon
the wisest generation or upon the wealkest,
If the madness that threatens to preside in our
political schools bears the seeds of regeneration
—if the follies of the hour conceal some greater
political blegsing than that of the almoazt uni-
versal prosperity which has marked our ex-
istence a8 & uation—then, indeed, we can aver
from experienee that the declaration to which
we bave referred was only a bit of egotism—an
excusable misapprehension of the weight of
constitutionel freedom when put into the ba-
lance against the rotten carcass of abolitionism,
The old whig party, ne re-organized after the
defeat of General Jackson in 1824, uoder the
leadership of Mr. Cisy, whatever may be
thought of its economical tenets, was, in the
highest degree, conervative and respeciable,
It embraced within ite range, and for many
years almost exchusively consolidated, the
great bapking, commercial eand mannfactaring
interests of the country. These classes, what-
ever may have been their interests in connec-
tion with the legislation of Congress and the
economical policy of the general government,
were essentially nationsl in sgope and orderly
and conservative in purpose, Mr. Homilton,
in 1791, deeming these rlements necessary o
the stability of the government, introduced
them to the notice of Congress, and Inaugurated
8 eystem of legislation caloulated to uaile
them together asa counterpoise to what was
then deemed the possible evils of popular

sovereignty.
Mr, Clay added to this scheme of Mr. Hanifl-

ton his famoue American System—a plan of in-
ternal improvements by the general govern-
ment—and thus was perfected In one great
party the feur most powerfal and controlling
elementa of opinion. Time was required to
show in the operations of industry that all in-
teyests were best promoted by leaviog each ia
sbeolute freedom—that the office of o lawis
not 40 make money, but to effect distribntion
between capital aud labor. The constituilon,
which insugurated a system of free irade
amongst the States, and thus indigated the
general policy to be purened, has triamphed.
The mercantile class, released in time from its
dependence upon the banks, at length discov-
ered the necessity of the freedom of commerce,
The menufacturing interest, grown into colos-
sal proportions by the fostering legislution of
Congress, frightened by the vicissitudes atlend
ant upon periodical changes in the policy of
laws, has withdrawn its appeals for protection,
and itself from the arena of politice. Prirate
enterprise has vindicated its right to the exclo-
sive construction and coatrol of works of im.
provement, and thus has been removed the
very foundation npon which was organized
one of the great parties of this country. It
had ite evils, in ap economical polnt of view;
bat it had also ite grest uses, in the conserva-
tive influence it exerted upon public sentiment
and upon the integrity of the consiitution. So
long ns it exercised control, it constitnted a
perfect shield against the inroads of fanaticism
—and this was peculiarly necessary, bacause o
great share of its sapporters outside of the
claszes referred to, were wanting in those traits
of charity towarde aod consideration for the
opinione of others which are so importast in
the operation of the various acd ofien conflict-
ing intereair of this government.

Precisely as the whig party bas declined and

giance to it, with the exzeption of the great
mercantile, banking and manufacturiog inter-
ests, and a large clase of ita more thoughtfal
meg, it hae lecned towards sbolitionlsm. This
of course is confined to the Norih, The whole
tendency of things now Is tqwards the orgami-
zation of a steictly sectional or geographical
party, The very idess enteriained, and all the
efforts made, and the arguments and devices
used, are in their nature sectional,

There weae & predisposition amongs: the
Noerthern branch of ihe old whig party to em-
vrace geographical viewe. Mr. Clay's speech
st Raleigh in 1844, in oppesition to the an-
nexation of Texas, and Mr. Van Buren’s lester,
which followad it on the same side, gave a
poweriul impetus to the abolition movement in
the North. The first operated as not caly a
release of the whigs from their party, to the
extent that the Texas project involved the
guestion of elavery, bat It also hald out the ldea
‘bat it was possible to reform that arganization
on the conservative basis of Southern and
Northern opposition to slavery extension.
Thus wes the poison of fanaticism infused iato
the system. The South yielded its feeble op-
poeition to Texas annexation; and although it
wae powerless to defest thai projecs, it was not
€0 88 & meass of giving sacction to the whigs
of the North, who, on ita basis, were in rapid
process of forming un sbolition party.

Mr. Van Buren, defested In 1840 by the
people, and by the convention in 1844, wtil]
exerted o peweriul Influsnce over the demo-
eracy in the Nortk. He bhad been an extreme
mwun. e reorganized the demscratic party in
1827, when Mr, Cathoun was the Viee Presi-
dent—a position then regarded as in the line of
safp precedence. To lessen suy chance for
the overthrow of so powerful a rival, and to
place himself befors the country in a favorable
Vight, he found it necessary to become n
“Northern man with Sonthern principles’ —a
designation he never failsd to be proud of so
loig as the rewards of {be Presidency were
before him. By admitling the justice of suck a
description of his character, Mr. Van Buren
assumed o sectional position, aud i is not
¥trange that the North and South united in his
proseription at the convention of 1844, His
Tetter of that yeur, in oppasition to the annexa-
bion of Texas, was purely n matter of caloula-
tion. Mr. Clsy had opposed it, aud as be was
certa’n to be the eandidate of the 'mg‘_ a3 he
(Mr. V. B) wan of the democrate, there could

dency, pretexis we 413 not be wanting to justify
bis spproval of ¥4at project. But Mr.V. B.was
not nominated.. ‘He atiributed his defeat to the
machination’, of Genera' Cass, and when that
gentlemad_ was nominated in 1848 after Texas
bad bees incorporated into the Usien, Mr, Vis
Burery, still in power over aNorthern division
of ‘he democratic army, following the example
of Arnold and Hull, suddenly capitulated tothe
abolitionists, by whom he was elgvated at once
to the command in chiet,

This was the second great error of the cld
partice—what may be termed the gecoud na-
tional jmpetus given to the cause of the nigger
worthippers, by the mistakes and tresson. of
the whig and democratic leaders. The de-
cline of the whig and democratic parties re-
leased 1heir followers from allegiance to their
fenete—hence it was easy to an. active system
of recruiting by the old officers, high and low,
to enlist e large portion of the rank and file
into the legions of the sectionalists, It ia well
known that traitors make the most noisy and
vindictive enemies. The democracy bas lent
the csuee of the abolitionists, Van Bures,
Chase, Hale and King, and there are hundrede
of others that only require release from the
onerous service of the government, imposed by
that imperishable mustang statesman Pierce, to
swell the throng of deserters and elicit renewed
peans of praise from his Union organ.

The abolitionists baving been thus raised to
the digunity of a party by the blunders acd
treachery of the old school politicians, and hav-
ing filled their ranke chiefly from that class whe
buy and sell, were peculiarly fortunate in the
election of General Pierce to the Presideacy.
Withoui expecting favors, they have been the
chief recipients of the bounty of the govern-
ment. Thatfunciionary, if in nothing else rea-
sonable, has appeered to be so by imposiag only
one condition upen his appointees—that they
#hall profess on all public occasions that they are
administration men—an easy penance at first,
but now grown into a most mortifying serviee.
No matter, General Pierce, without accomplish-
ing anyihing elee, has consolidated the aboli-
tion party. Te has used the patronage of the
government to reward its supporters—he bas
wielded the power and character of his office fo
strike down its enemies, Justice is defeated
when treason is thus at a premium. The elec-
tion of Mr. Pierce was the third grand eveat in
the rise of the abolitioniste. What was so well
begun by the whigs in their blunder of 1844, by
the treason of Van Buren in 1848, has been
more than completed by the imbvecility and
treachery of Pierce in 18562, They have alto-
gether conspired against the constituticn, to
form the republican party, with Wi, 1. Beward
st itshend—to insure the destruction of all the
great interests of the country, by arraying the
North against the South. The seeds of discord
boave taken deeproot: Arethere patriots enough
leit of ail parties to remove them !

The Progress of Kansas.

Letters {rom Ksnsas speak favorably of the
peagrees of the Territory and hold out etrong
probabilities that it wiil be in a condition to
claim admission a8 a State sooner than has
been anticipated. The land is found to be very
fertile, and the weather delightful, cool and
perpetual breezee counteracting the heat of
the pun. Sattlers have flocked in from =il
sides, and in view of the admirable adaptation
of the country for slave labor, many of the
Northern men who went there determined to
vote for free soil, have aliered their minds and
degerted to the pro-slavery party. That this
fagiion now conirols the Legislature is well
known. Though no test guestion was brought
before it during the session which has just ter.
mipated, the political complexion of the body
wag notorious, and the antagonism which has
already arisen between the Assembly and the
Governor shows that the members are for no
balf measures, It reflecte little credit on Mr.
Reeder’s judgment and discretion that he
thould 0 soon have embroiled himeelf with
the people over whom he wea sent to adminis-
ter authority. A question on the location of
the geat of government can hacdly, one wounld
tuppose, fall witkin the provisions of the
“higher law''; and however bitterly Mr. Reeder
may be opposed to the institution thut is taking
root in the Territory, it does not follow that he
should eeize every opportunity of harassing
the people and throwing impediments in
the way of practical legislation. It Is diff
cult {o repress the idea that this Mr. Reeder is
a foolish, ill-tempered mep, who has taken &
gradge ot the people of Kansas, and is trying,
right or wrong, to do them all the mischief he
can. The organe of free soil are vociferons in
their abuse of Mr. Stringfelliow, whose conduct
in the chair of the Territorlal Legislators ap.
pears to bave been judicions, moderate, and
dignified; but the fects are more impartisl in
their coloring, and throw the chief blame of
the troubler which have ozcurred upon the
Governor himself. Indeed, no other Presi
dent but Franklin Plerce wozld ever bave al-
lowed Mr. Reeder to return to Kansas, after he
bad so thoroughly proved kie unfitness for the
Governorship by biz conduet in Pennsylvania
snd at Washington. Nor would any other Pre
sident submit to see the progress of the Terri
tory retarded and its peace distorbed by Inces-
sant and needless quarrels betwees the people
and the Governor, without settling tae diffical-
Ly by removing the latter.

Anyibing more manly or more ezergesio than
the movemenis of the Kansas people st this
crisis ia not to be found in our bistery. It neede
no emell courage to seitie in that region as o
elaveholder, when the certula reward of such an
adventure is the abute and calumny of the
Northern free soil press; but iha men of Kansas
bave stood the storm of maligoant misrepre-
sen‘ation withont budging & bair's breadih.
They knew that they were right, and that time
would show them to be so0; that their opponents
were wrong, and ihat all that wee wacted to
convince them of the fact was experience of &
practical kind. So, while the free soll Imumi-
gronts were ronring and bellowing, and the
free soil press behind them waa rolling in
phrenzy at the prospect of another slavs State,
the pioveers of civiiization on the Kansas calm-
Iy met, discuesed briefly the real besavings of
thels ponition, declded what was hest for them
to do, #nd went to the Lagialatare prapared to
vote without wasting {ime in telk. They did
t0 vote: and baving performed all the business
before them, adjourned to their fleids withomt
the lore of an hour. There was no bravado er
noise in their proceedings; they wald simply
they had made up thelr minds what to do, nod
they did it. The North will need to agitate for
tome {me yel before it can send seitlors aoroas
Miseonri tha' can compete with this class of
men.

net be his doole or the tools of his land compa-
ey, proceeded to show the Gommonwealih of
Maseachnsotts ihat ils endeavors to nse them
would be equally fruitlesa. They adopled a
rule that every settler arriving in the Territery
must take an oath {0 suppart and obey the laws
of ibe United Stotes and those of Kansas. At
first it might be comjectured that this was in-
tended for the benefit of aliese Bul it was
otherwize. The men aimed st in the emact-
ment are noi the Iri-h and Germsns, who wsu-
ally obey all the laws of thie country exeept
thote against fighting and drinking; but ihe
people of New England— Massachusetts espe-
clally—who take delight in nullitying the laws.
It wee for the benefit of the framers
of the Personal Liberty bill, and the res-
cuers of the slave Burns, that the sensi.
ble men of Kansas provided that all
who ctme fo share their home in ihe
West should ewear before Almighty God
that they wonld not postpone the lawa of the
land and the eonstitution of the United States
te iheir own particalar whims and notions of
right snd wrong. And we are bound o say
that herein they have furnished farther evi-
dence of their excellent good sezse. In Kansas
at all evente nuliifiers must begin by being
perjurers.

In the meaniime their material progress, ae
we eaid, is sufficiently rapid to reward their
labors and their enterprise. 15 has already
been decided by many of the leading eettiers to
endeavor to effect & parchase from the State of
Missouri of Platte connty ; a2d from the most
reliable information it appears that no difficulty
is likely towbe pressnied by the latter State.
The possession of Platte coanty would give
Kansas both sides of fhe river; and the acqui-
sition of Buchanan conniy, which would be sare
to follow, woull give ihe future State com-
mand of the whole bend on the Missouri, Let-
ters from the new settiements siate that all the
timber ¢laims have been faken up; and that,
though #here ye! remsins & quantity of fine
prairie Jand unclaimed near the setilements,
settlers are coming in freely. Tkis fall there
will be very little goed land lefi unocgupied in
the vicinity of the river and the barder.
“Ploughs,” saye one lester, ‘' are the chief ar-
ticle that is needed ; ploughs and men.”

In » moral point of view, the progress of the
new Territory is equally gratifyicg. Actord-
ing to the free soil prints, it wouldbe correct
to believe that Kangae wes peopled by bandits
whoze only baggage cousiste of a revolver and
a bowie knife, According o the facts, no new
Territery ever begsn life ¢n its own account
with so muck regard tc moral considerations.
Laws agairst drunkenness and laws against
gamyling bave alresdy beém passed; police
regulatione have been made; the rights of
property vigoroualy nsserted; brawling sup-
presed ; and altogether, it is probable that the
much berated people of Kansas over whose vil-
lanies the free soilers go in%c convulsione
periodically, are living under a government of
their own making, betier in all moral respects,
than either our own or thai of foe plous and
moral ety of Beston,

Vtali=(rickets, Gramshoppers and Lociusts—
Dreadtul Prospect for the Mormons,
According to our last sdvices from Utahb it
is quite poesible that the kingdom snd the
institution of Mormondom will be extinguished,
or expelled, from our Waestern Tecritories
within o few years, by causee and instruments
which have never entered Into the c¢alcalations
of eainte, philosophers, or politicisns. Grass-
noppers, crickets and locusts threaten {0 do the
work whbich bas confounded alike oar states
men who believe im the supremacy of ‘‘squatter
sovereignty,” asnd those who maintain the
supremacy of Congress over the Territories.
The intelligence which we published yeste:-
day represexts the crops of the Ugah pesple,

rover all that vast region-—a limited district here

and ihere only excepted—as in progess of abeo-
lute extirpation by grasshoppers end crickets,
and that & new ally, in the shape of a locust,
was appearing in some localities tosid ia the
work of famine. The poor Mormons were
naturelly alarmed and bewildered g4 the feir-
ful prospect before them; for with the consump-
tion of their crops by those voracious inscots,
rising out of the ground in ewarms, and ealicg
up every green thing within their reach, there
can b¢ n¢ other alternaiive io the Sunts thaa
starvation, or a rapid exodus to som: more
favored region of the world, amony the waste
places of some other cumiinent, or ihe unsp-
propristed islands of the eea.

The history of the Mormons g the living
worder of these Jatter times, Ta their 0cigin—
in the abeurdities snd sbomicaticns of their
religions faitb—in their persecusions from
place to place—in their rapid multiplicaiien
by reinforcements from all pusis of the civilized
worll—and in their astonishing perseverance,
indusiry and suceess, the creed, ‘he prophe:,
and the followers of Mormondom, @re, iz wany
reepecis, without o parallel in the hisiary of
religioue delusions. Certainly, the most ox-
traordinary anomaly of modern <imee I8 the
kingdom of the Mczmon chief—un inperiumin
imperio—an establisbment of polygamy of ke
epoth of Jasob snd Esau [z the midst of tae
ipstitutions of the highest civilization of the
nineteenth century of the Christian dispones-
tion. The causes, 400, whieh threalen ke ox-
finction or expulaion of thess Mormons from
our coutinent will be regarled by many as
scarcely lese than miraculocs, though pesfucily
natural.

In 1844 Celonel Fremont, as the fret re-
corded white man who had ever penetrated to
the fabuloue Sal: Lake, gave us she fiest infor-
mation of that terra incognita of the Great
Desert Basin. By reference to his reports of
that, and of all hie subsequent exploraticne,
and upon referring fo the reports of all olher
travellers, official and unoficial, in that region,
from that day to this, It will be seen that *hese
crickets and grasshoppers are among the fixed
natural institutions of Uiad. From time -
memorial the native Indians have been acous-
tomed to regard them as part of their subsis-
tcnce. They make cakes of grasshoppers sad
orickets. They drive them into trenches with
o hot fize at the bottom, whore lhelr winge and
legs are burned off, and they sre roasted afrer
tbe fashion of the locasis of Atrica. These
American insects thus bear the same relation,
and serve the same purposes to Lhe wild native
tribes, au tae logusts of the deserts of Asin and
Afrioa in their respective loculities. Thoy ara
a bar to the coltivation of the soll; they exist
where there I8 no moil for caltivation, and
where animal life is limited {5 Insogts and
reptiles, and they ere all ealen from pegessl ¥,
The Utah grasshooper is the African leoust of
& vmaller pize, und the Digges Indian Is bat a
lower fypoe of the desert Arch
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nols, and their long and dreadful journey to
the Great Sali Lake, took place in 1840, and
ourreaders will remember that their first crops,
wpon which the advanced guard of the colony
and ihe main body of the community in the
resr, depended for the ensuing winter, were
assailed by tbe crickets—great goggle eyed,
crook-legged, botile-bodied monsters—eating
ihe green fields to the ground, and leavinga
track behind them as blank as if wasted by
fire. It will also be remembered that when the
Saints were in despair these erickets were dis-
covered by the little white gulls which breed
among ihe isiands of the lake, and that they
came out from those islands every morning,
and kept up the war upon the crickets during
the day, and from day to day,

From mora till dswy eve, :
until the erickets were destroyed, nnd the crops
were eaved. The Sainta looked upon these
little gulls ae o miraculous interposition for
their deliverance, and they could scarcely re-
gard them in any other light.

Since that day the Mormons have been
troubled but little with crickets or grasshop-
pers.  On ihe otber hand, they have had a suo-
cession of bountiful crope; they have multiplied
by immigration and reproduetion beyond all
precedent; they have established flonrishing
branches of the parent colony in all the oases of
the great desert basin, over an area of three hun-
dred thousand square miles. Yet they are isolated
by dreary wastes and frightful and desolate
mountaing, & thousand miles from the frontier
white settlements on the East, and from five to
¢ight hundred miles from the whites of Califor-
nis; while on the north and on the south they are
flanked by an illimitable wilderness of voleanic
mountains and sandy deserts. Thus cut off and
inacceszible to outside relief, there can be no
other alternative to the Mormons, with the de-
struction of their ¢rups of a eingle season, than
u large emigration in search of bread, or star-
vation if they refuse to move. There is no
security against the return of these crickets
snd graeshoppers in still larger swarms next
year; and in the event of such & calamity the
second time, the extinguishment of Mormon-
dom must inevitably follow. Neither the gov-
ercmeni nor private charity in the States can
subeiet for a single winter a community of fifty
thousand people removed from six hundred to
2 thonsand miles from any extraneous suppliea
and any available means of transportation.

Thas it will be seen that the ravages of these
graesheppers and crickets in Utph involve the
contingencies ot life and death to the Mormons—
removal or starvation; and considerations of the
highest importsnce to the whole American peo-
ple, and ovr enlightened and Christian institu-
tione. Mormondom is to us a living stigma anda
1eproach; and yet it appears that the government
cannot reach it, I is squatter sovereignty
carried to licentiouspees ; but etill it {esquatter
rovereignty. It claims to be areligion, and ours
is & country of religious liberty, especially in the
Territories. If, therefore, this umexpected ca-
lamity which bas fallen upon the Mormons
should result in driving them beyond the seas,
or in breaking up their organization, snd in
diepersing its members among our own people,
subject to the laws and usages of American so-
ciety, the result will be a general and perms-
nent good at the expense of a temporary and
local miafortune,

Meantime, if their crops of the present year
should be destroyed, let the Mormons who
would not perish prepare for emigration ;
aod let their Prophet make up his miud to
disband his sociely, and recommend its dis.
pereion and fusion among our people, subject
%0 the laws and restraints which govern them ;
or order the necessary steps for a general exo-
dus %o spme of the Souih Sea islands, where the
earth aud the skies are more bountiful, and
where the Saints will cease 5 be & reproach
and anuisance o their neighbors.

Horrible Tragedy st Sea.
MURDER OF OuPTaIN FRAZIBR, OF THE BHIP EEA

WITOH—ATTEMPTED BUL0IDE OF THE MATS, ETO.

Bavmvorm, July 27, 1866,

The bark Lapwimg wrrived here this mormimg, with
daten from Rlo Janeiro to June 21.

Captain Kelly reports the particulars of a brutal mur-
der committed om board the ship Sea Witsh, Captain
Frazier, bound to China from New York. The Sea Witch .
arrived at Rio om 1be 16th of Jaue, and om keing boarded
by the officers of the s it wans disco 1 that the

ptain had been dered. The officers [mmediately
sent for a guard, whick took charge of be ahip. The
Amsican Comsul, ascompanied by Captaim Fowas, of
the United Etates brig Bainbridge, repaired om board,
and the men wers all put in lroms.

An examination was instituted, and from the evidenoe
addues, It sppears that on the night of the bth of June
between twalve and four o'clock, the first mate, who
had charge of tke deck, went to the room ocoagled by
the ship's surgeem, Dr. Brolasky, and harriedly re.
quested him to'get up, saying hie balleved’the Captain was
murdered. The Doster entered the Csptain's apartment,
and found him bathed in blood. He immedistaly gave
the nlarm, whea the watzh on deck came down, and sa
sinted him %o ralse the Captain, On the examigation of
the Captain’d de it was di d thit his scull
had beem frastured by three distinet Mows, and that
the skull wae sbaolutely driven in om the bruln. The
Captain died the naxt ¢ay, and his body waa plased (o o
hogahead of spirite e de preserved. The Doctor then
imslated on goimg imto Rio, the ship being thsm 000
miles distint, aad it being the nearest port, The
mate wisbed to keep off, but the Destor teid him
that ke suspscied him as being the murdecer, and
that If he manifested the slightest sywplom of
treachery hewould choet him The conduet of tae Ductar
overawed the mete, anl be put into Rio, On examining
