Battle of Saltillo—Compiete Defeat and Rout of
the Government Forces—Heavy Losses of the
Lalter in Men, Specie and Munitions of War—
General Vidaurri ot the Head of Three Thou-
sand Federalists Advancing Against General
Woll—The Latter Making Energetic Prepara-
tions for Defence—COonduct of the Clergy at i!'m-

terey, o, &e.

We bave had highly exciting and important
events since my last, of which the following is a
burried summary:—

On the 22d and 33d ultimo a severe batile was
fought at Baltillo, between the federal forces, under
Governor Vidaurri, and the tyrant's minions under
Generals Guitian and Croz, who, with over twelve
bundred men und four heavy pieces of artillery, in
commauding positions, oorupied the capital of Coa-
hufla. The action lasted until the 234, at half-past
11 o'clock A, M., when the despot's generals, with
one pfece of eriillery, 200 infuntry and some 250
of the “dragoons of the guards” and “‘guldes of
his Screne Higness,' with $80,000 in specle,
fled toward Bun Luis Potosi, to report to
their master in  person  the result of the action.
They ncknowledge the loss of two-thirds of their
entire force in kliled, wounded, prisoners, and dis-
persed, together with three pieces of artillery, &
large quantity of muuitions of war, small arme, ar
my stores, &e., koo The fiying remuanta of the
foree were hotly purmed by the moanted rifiemen,
who succeeded in capturing the mouney and dispers-
fng them; but the two gallant geperals made good
their escape.  The best “of it s that, the day before
the aetion, the humane Guitian, as ordered by Santa
Aupa, had selected In Salthllo the spot where he
wus going to have Vidaurri and hia oficers shot.
The &-dmlhtn lost I8 men in killed and wounded.
In Goitlun's mnks were many of the oficers who
had been captured ut Monterey, and who thus broke
their parcle,

‘Woll is fast fortifying himeelf in Matamoros, and
on the 3d comnenced baming thy suburbe of the
cily, destroying fences, cornfields, hoases und buts
He tins yuined many families by thus destro ng nil
thoy possessed on earth, You may fmagine this
braggadoeio’'s sitnation, notwithetanding his late
boasting, when you are told that the hay con-
enmed by his cavalry is taken m‘l.-m this place,
as he dare not veuture with reed & mile
vut of the city.

On the 4th instont Governor Vidawerl, amrived at
Cadereyta, zome thirty miles this side of Monterey,

on liig way to juin Gurgs, bis second in command,
who, with £00 nted men, oeoupics the Une of the
Rio Grande. (Bu's sooutd are in the vieinity of
Matamoror, and when they finally march down to
invest that place, theirforve will not number loss
than 3,000 men and 11 pleces of artillary, J. K.
Dunean, Inte llentenant 3d artillery, U. B, A., in the
second in command of thenrtillery, and a4 he stands
very high in hia profescion, he will give o guod ae-
count of himselt,

Woll received a relnforcement of 250 men from
Tampico, which augment his effective force in Muta-
morud o 1,700 or 1,500 weu pnd twelve pieoss of
artillery. His opponents, fiushed with victory, ad-
vanee confident of yueeese; Lot I regret to believa,
tliat owing to the proximity of Fort Brown, he wiil,
aleng with his mistress, gave himself, thus cheat-
lru} the bangman of what i legitimately his own.

The Monterey ulerfy were the agents who gave
all the information of what transpired in the federai
camp to Cruz and Guitian, and as Vidaurri -
cepted their correspondence. he has arrested Their
high pricst and some of his subordinates, who will,
in order to keep their heads on their shoulders, have
to furnieh the revolutionists with the round sum of
£100,000, This i sensibile.

A convention of the Superintendents of the Poor
assembled at the Court House in Utica, on Tuesday
afternoon, Aug. 14, Representatives of thirty coun-
tieswere in attendance. The meeting was called to
order by C. F. D. Jones, of Oneida county, and or-
gonlzed permanently by the appointment of

David Ford, of Allegany, President;

F. Woolworth, of Lewis connty, Vice President;

M. B. Converse, of Cayuga county, and H. Killner,
of Dutchess county, Becretaries.

The object of the convention, which had heen
briefly stated in the call, was for the purpose of com-
paring the methods of providing for the poor by the
different counties; to urge upon the Legislature the
pressing -necessity of making more extended pro-
visiem for-the insane poor of the Btate; and to se-
cure on the part of the counties a representation in
the Board of Commimmoners of Emigration of New
York city, as well us o more equitable consideration
of the pecuniary claims against the commission.

Mr. Jones introduced the following resolutions
which were unanimously adopted:— .
