Qur Sew Const Defencos=The Art of Foxtifi=
cation.

The Lombardment and reported destruction
of the Fweaborg works by the Allied squad-
rons, have enabled n great many people to abuse
the old syetem of defences and to thrust into
prominence a world of undefined inventions
and “improvements” in the art of fortifica-
tion. The publie is Inclined to look with favor
upon new theories. They are startling and
novel, A fallure of an old work s a signal
for condemning all that has been done in the
past, without coneidering the circumstances,

The Edinlurg Review gives an  elabornte
arficle to show that the system of modern
fortifications is unworthy of contldence; and,
without waiting for facts, our own press, on the
strenpgth of the reported success of the Allies
at Bweaborg, follows in its wake and pro-
nounces our great works at New York,
Newport and other places as nnworthy of
public confidence. 1t turns out that noth-
ing was effeeted at Sweaborg bevond the
Mlowing up of some magazines, nol proper-
Iy congtrucied; the burning of some huild-
inge and the destroction of o considerable
amount of property; and that the forts and
other werks of defence, nre in as good, or
nearly a8 good, condition, at this very hour, as
when the Allies began the bombardment. Iow
happens it, then, it may be agked, that the gun
boats effected even what they did? The an-
swer iz by no means diffienlt. The Russions,
anticipating an attack from veseels of heavy
dranght, may have left some points nngnarded,
trusting to the shallowness of the water, and
their infernal machines, for security. But the
latter proved to be of little wse, and the foe-
mer was no obstuele 1o the gun boats, which
undonbiedly were abile to tuke position where
they were safe from the guns of the forts, but
till could play upon the town.

new principle of enpiveering bas been dese
Toped Vefore Sehastopol, there i= yel no good
reason to helieve; and while too much praise
canuot e given to the Russian engincers,
heir suceess B9 due wot to their kil alone,
but to the posscssion uf vaster resources than
Lave ever before boen placed ot the command
of other engineers, The value of earthen
works has long been acknowledged, as well
ae the important part they conld be made to
play i defence: but the dificolty usually on-
countered is the wunt of hands to excoute
them. and men afterwards to man therm, Owing
to the abeeuge of tenacity in the materinl of
which they are constructed, they must have
sloping embankments instend of perpondicular
walls,  They are thus nceessible withont seal-
ing ladders, and althongh they may possoss
great advantages, it is on the prosumption that
they are well provided with men. They <hould
be vegarded more in the light of advantage.
ous positions than as works of defeace, as tegh-
vical fortifications.

All foriiications are not alike, nor does it
Sollow beeanse Bomarsund makes a weak re-
sletance, (hnt there is no reliaoce to be placeil
ol other stome works. Forts, no matler how
well plautied, or how well construeted, offer &
mere passive pesletnnee, and their virtaes can
only be miade manifest In the hande of those
who know how 1o use them ; no correct infor-

In the one case
there 15 & magsive wall varying from six to ten
feet in thickness, and in the other the mere side
of a vesge), The guns behind the firet are in
every care placed on a solid basie, and can be
fired with great accuracy, whereas on ship.
board they nre subject to every motion of the
water, and must frequently strike wide of their
mark, Forts can mount heavier guns than
ghips. Whence, then, arises the great superi-
ority of the lntter? Is it imagination, or is it
fact, that by transferring the same gun from
ita earthen bed to one that iz ufloat, itd charac-
ler inchanged? If so. it must he brought about
by magic, not by art, and military enginecrs
will be under the deepest obligation to him
who will bring forward an authentic account
of » modern fortification, well defended, being
demolizbed by the batteries of a ship.

Stone walls cannot resist cannon; bat this is
true only where the'caunon are brought very
near to them, and breaches, save in thin walls,
are only made from just heyond the crest of
the onter works,

Whatever changes the future may have in
gtore for us, of one thing we may be certain:
that the gun boat bas not yet heen made, nor
the loating batteries invented, that is to crush
any of the works erected for the protection of
the principal cities of our seabomrd. Thelr fn-
hahitants, therefore, need not feel any uneasi-
ness ab the new  theories advanced with so
much boldness hy an Edinburg reviewer, nor
by what the Englich and French fleets can do
agningt Russin's hest forts,

A Years Wan Overarioss v e Crives.—
Over a year has elapsed since the Crimean Tar-
tars were aslonished by the appearnnce on
their desolate coast of the French and English
black sen fleets eccorting to Enpatoria a convoy
of one hundred vessels with an army of fifty-
eight thousand men on board. A year will have
clapsed to-morrow since that army met the
enemy on the heights of Alma, and gained a
brillinnt victory. The following week or fort-
night was expected to have witnessed the fall
of Scbastopol ; and so confident were the Allies
that this was the inevitable destiny of the eity
that it was looked upon just as il it were alrea-
dy tn their hands, and even the cautious Em-
peror of the French had no hesitation in im-
mortalizing one of his brilliant reviews at
Boulogne by the announcement that Sebastopol
est prise.  But how stands the case? This an-
nouncement of Louis Napoleon has become as
famous a8 the motto of the great Roman, (h-
thago el delenda—-(Carthage must be destroyed);
and the probability is, from what we have al-
ready scen, that with respeet to Sehastopol
the tenge is to be always future,

It is impossible to form anything like an ap-
proximate estimate of the stupendous loss of
human life which has attended the efforts of
the Allies to reduce thiz now historic fortress,
built and defended by @ people denominated
rude and barbarous. If we were to ray that
half a million of lives have been already sacri-
ficed by fire, and sword, and pestilence, and
chipwreek, and the horrors of a Crimean win-
ter, it would certainly be below the real figare.
Aud if a correet estimate of the loss of life al-
ready sustained iz impossible, how much more
£0 is it to fix any limit to the destruction of
life whivh o reckless obstinacy on the part of
the besiegers, and 4 much more rational obsti-
nacy on the part of the bezieged, will involve!
A daring eoup de main on the part of the Alljes
might have overpowered its proportibnately
smull means of resistunce when its battlements
firet cume in sight, Now theze means have been
magnitied perhaps tenfold: and even the fery
valor of the Frenchman and the intrepidity of
the Briton pale and guail before the terrific
dangoers of an assault,

The fact eeoms to be conceded on all sdes
that the lapie of @ year sinee the sloge was an-
dertaken has wot appreciably improved the
prospects of the besiegors, even althongh their

numerical  force  i=  inereased  fourfold.
Sebastopol, in all  probability, stands,
on the 10th of September, 1835, the

same virgin fortress as ehe gtood on the same
date fn 1854, There is no doubt of its being
better fortificd and gurrisoned now than it was
then, and it would seem that its importunt
works of defence are a5 seathless pg if they
hod never undergone the terrific bombard-
ments to which they have been suljected. The
events which time may bave in store incon-
nection with it. it is not for man to predict.
but il we may judge the future by the pust we
may take it for granted that still another year's
siege of Bebustopol will not muterially alter
the iden ol its impregnability,

QuarazTine Bartimore Veseeis—We pub-
Yiched yesterday a correspondence which has
just taken place hetween Mayor Hincks of Bal-
timore and Mayor Wood of New York, on
the subject of having vessels arriving from
Baltimore at this port, subjected to quarantine.
Mayor Hincks is justly indignant at this ac-
tion of our Board of Health, at once palpably
abeurd and unjust, and threatens retalintion
on vessels arriving there from New York, un-
lees the order be revoked. Mayor Wood vir-
tually acknowledges the justice of the com-
plaint, but shows that the ordinance only ap-
plies In casea-where yellow fever in actually
found on board. But even with that qualifica-
tion, he states that the precaution so timidly
and foolishly adopted, ns between Baltimors
and New York, did not meet with his concur-
rence,

I1 the order be persevered in, it will, withoul
acting by any means as a sentinel to keep ont
yellow fever, have a very injurious effoct on
the commerce between these two cities, If a
case of common hilious fever, sure to be pretiy
prevalent at this scason, be found on board a
vessel arriving from Baltimore there is every
chance of its being magnified into one of yel-
low fever; ond the vessel would in consequence
be subjected to the usual delay for purilication
at Quarantine, This detention of vessels at
Staten Island for several weeks would be a se-
rious loss to the owners and shippers; aud if
thot loss be duplicated by the adoption of re-
taliatory measures on vessels arriving at Bal-
timore from this port, there is no eslimating
the amount of injury which would he therehy
inflicted op our commerce. And all for
what? To appease silly and groundless appre-
hensions.  There is no pretence that Baltimore
is now affeeted by the epidemie. There igno
pretence that it does not enjoy even a hetter
condition of public health than New York
does.  And even if this were not so—if Balti-
more were being desolated hy yellow fever—of
hew little effect wonld these quarantine restric-
tions be while overland communication is nuim-
peded, and while half a dozen railroad trains,
conveying nineleen-twentieths of the amount
of traflic, daily connect one city with the other?
Mayor Wood, like a sensible man, recognized
the force of these truths, and therefore refused
his assent and concurrence in the action of the
Board of Health, The very fact of that non-
concurrence in fhe silly measure on the part of
our chief magistrate, does much to relieve the
city from the odium which this order Is calen-
lated to inflict upon it. But more must gtill be
done.  The order must be revoked,

Wedo not here enter on the argnment of
the legality or illegality of this order, further
than to say (hat the we understand that the
Board of ealth vequested the opinion of the
Counsel to the Corporation, and that that opi-
nion was adverse to the power of the Board to
eslablish such a rule in reference to Baltimore
—an uninfected city. They wonld have just
as much right to extend its application to Bos-
ton at the present moment. Under all these
circumstances, we hope that the Board of
Health will see the propriety of at once res-
cinding the order complained of, -
