SOFT SHELL COUNTY CONVENTION.
Notwithstanding the heavy, pelting rain, and the un¬

favorable state of the weather generally, a larger and
more noiey throng than on the two previous evenings
assembled around and within Tammany Hall last night.
The weather could not damp the apirite of the politicians
who crushed, and crowded, and quarrelled In the
barrooms of the drinking houses adjoining Tam¬
many, from about half-past 6 o'clock until mid¬
night. A variety of fight* on a small scale oc¬
curred at various time* during the course of the
evening, which added considerably to the interest of the
proceedings. A gang of loafers and boys, dressed in
clothes a little thewoisefor wear, held possession of
the stairs leading to the room in which the delegates
were, and frequently caused disturbances and quarrels
by their noisy demonstrations in Gavor of those among
the list of candidates whom they wished to have nomi¬
nated. One stout old fellow, well supplied with the mus¬
cular derelopement, happened to draw upon himself the
displeasure ol thi- crew by hurraing for the wrong indi¬
vidual. He was fiercely set upon, and cries of " throw
him down stairs," "piteh him over the bannisters,"

" lam him," and other suchlike classical exclamations
refunded through ihe building. The old soldier was
evidently used to *uch work, am) showed a prodigious
amount of " pluck." Finding that all their endeavors
were without the intended result, and that they had
fallen upon the wroug customer, the assailant* soon gave
up, and the old Trojan hurraed Tor the rest of the eveningwithout further molestation.
As soon as all the d-legates were assembled, Alderman

Tweed assumed the chair, and called the convention to
¦order. The vote for Sheriff was immediately entered into
and resulted in the re-nomination of James C. Willet.

As soon as the vote for Sheriff was over, and the nomi¬

nation oflcially declared, it was moved that Richurd B.
Connolly to selected by acclamation for County Clerk.
This proposal was met with the most vociforous cheers
and ncaitUy responded to by the whole convention.
Kichatd B. Connolly is therefore nominated by both hards
and softs for the office of County Clerk. The announce¬
ment outside was received with great favor.
The convention then took a recess for fifteen minutes,

for the purpose of relreshlng themselves after the hard
struggle up stairs. The fifteen minutes having elapsed, all
the delegates again ascended the stairs, and proceeded to
vote for the four Coroners. There were but two ballot-
ings, and the following is a correct account of the num¬
ber of votes cast for each of the candidates .

Otortje W. M&ti'll..An ap¬
plication is made to me in this inittcr for an order re¬

quiring Geo. W. Matsell to show cause way »n attach¬
ment should not issue agiinst him for reusing to an¬
swer any questions which the committee might think
proper to put to him. (in examining thfso papers 1 am not
satisfied that the (acts necessary to tfiye roe jurisdiction
are stated in the papers. When Matsell appeared be-
ore Ihe eommit'ee he did not object to be sworn as a
witness, but alier being sworn, before tny questions were
put to bin, he handed the chairman of the committee a

paper, in which he declined to anstver a:iy question.
However ill advised such a proceeding may have been on
liis pari, still I do not consider that the committee have
I'luci d him within Uie provisions of the statute so as to
authorize this proceeding against him. The statute gives
to the Judge of this Court a special power to attach, but
which hi- can only exorci-e upon s itisfac-torv proof being
furn slied to him either that tha party com¬
plained of refused to obey a subpoena issued by
the Cleik. or, on apneaiio^, refused to be sworn
«s a witness, or, after being sworn, refused to
answer any proper question. It is as important that
the qnettion should l>e stated, which was put to the wit-
re-*s, as it Is to show his refusal to nn.-wer. The Judge,
before allowing the at tachinont, Is to be satisfied that the
question put to be witness was a proper one.pertinent
to the natter in issue, and "no which the witnoss should
be required to answer. The rule lathe same wh*n the
wit noss is examined in a court of justice. A witness is
not required to answer an ismttaU question, nor dm
which tends to convict him of criino.anil before it can
he dfcidul tha1 the witness mu-t answer, th" Court
should know what question was proposed to be answered.
Notwithstanding tho general refusal of the witness. 1 am
of the opinion t he coram!' tee should have proposed spe¬
cific questions to the witness pertiuent to t lie matter
pending bcloie them. They might have rested after pro¬
posing one question, or they might have proposed all the
questions they thought to be material, and in either case,
after refusal, this proceeding would be proper, but until

s >me question l.s put to the witness and he refuses to an¬
swer specified questions I do not think I have any juris¬
diction under the very limited power eonierred by the
statute in this matter. I think i'. therefore, unnecessary
to grant an order to show cause on these papers until
the riefrct above pointed out Is remedied.

Mr. Samuel Wright sent
one of the -rumen, named John Samuel Jones, for «rsrd to
the larboard watch, dire -ting them to c.me aft and r>-
more an emnty cask.
