Home of the ladies were very pretty,bat Miss Alexander, of Pennsylvania, and Miss Norton, of
Oneida, bore off the palm of beauty.There was a great deal of trouble al>out the '* send off,"
the judges not seeming to be exactly "posted up " about
the arrangements. First there wax a dash by the whole
field, two or three times around the oourse, and theymade a very fine show. There was also a slight shower,
which flurried the judges and frightened the ladles. It
was finally agreed that they should go off by couples,

The trial of First lieutenant Horace Haldomar, 8th

Regiment of Int'ntry, stationed on Governor's Island,
upon various charges of malfeasance as an officer, was re¬

sumed on Saturday morning at 11 o'clock, at the Quarter¬
master's office, No. 6 State street. The officers o' the
United States army comptisrng the C>urt of Inquiry, Co¬
lonel Ring I.. K. Bonneville, presiding, were present. The
names of the officers constituting the court, with specifi¬
cations of the charges preferred against lioutenmt Hal-
deman, as also a general resume of the evidence elhited
up to Saturday, were published in Saturday's Hk:ui.d.

Sergeant Major William Ilead, acting as Comtuiss ary
Sergeant at Governor's Island, was the only witness
called yesterday, when his cross examination was
continued from the last two sittings and occu¬

pied the entire day. His testimony upon
further cross-examination was as follows:.rhe
fresh beef obtained for Issue to the troop*, was ob¬
tained by an order on the contractor; the order was

made on returns signed by the commanding officer; he
had himself, previous to the 1st ol Sep'oraber, signed
them; frer.li beef was issued to the recruits twice a we-k;
no more frenli l>oet' was received at one time than wis
supposed to be sufficient for one Iseue; he hnd instruc¬
tions to issue certain quantities to the officers; these
were generally issued to them before the commissary; he
did not issuo any provilon* to himself; ho made issues
to the orderly sergeants of the different companies and to
soldieis' families; the beef for the whole command comes
together; it Is first weighed; the officers are first fur¬
nished; then companies A and B, their families, tana-
dresses and their husbsnds, and the remainder goes to
(he recruits; an order book is kep«, in which is m irked
the amount ofheef furnished to the officers, but uot that
issued to the troops; a clerk in t he commissary store
keeps a memorandum of the issues to the recruits; every¬
thing that came oui of the stores I was directed to
charge to the mess fund, with the exception of
some coffee Hnd tlour, which was got expressly for the
officers; Cut. Brown gave me such instructions in 1850;
the officers did not offer to pny for the orders Issued to
them, though one or two tpoke of it; he could not re¬
member precisely the date when he cca«ed thus chargingthe officers, nor now often the bills were presented with¬

August, from the file* of which we take the following ex¬
tracts:.

Tint CROPS.
From the North we liear good reports as to the yield of

wheat, considering the damage done by the grasshopper*;who, In their depredations, seem to have been not alto¬
gether Impartial.some fields ha >e been entirely stripped,white other*, Immediately adjoining, have not been
touched .

In Utah county, especially at Proro and vicinity, we
understand that through an abundance of water for irri¬
gation, and the blessing of the liord, the crops generallywill be heavy.
Corn looks weU, and the prospects are good for a fair

yield throughout the Territory, and in some sections it
will be the principal grain. In many fields in the neigh¬
borhood of this city, we hare noticed indications of se¬
rious injury to the crops from a destructive worm, and
it will be well for farmers to examine their corn, and if
possible, prevent further loss, for assuredly we shall need
all that can be raised.

Potatoes are doing finely, and with plenty of corn and
potatoes theie will be no danger of starvation.

Oats, from all we can learn, will not be an average
yield. Many fields were cut for fodder while yet green,
to save to the grasshoppers the task of devouring them.
Of Uie late re-sowing, that which has been well irri¬

gated looks promising; but where water is not in abun¬
dance, which is the case in various portions of this coun¬
ty, the yield will be small: but in most instaaoes good
fodder will be raised, which is, the present season, no
small item.
Melons are plenty in market, though very late, on ac¬

count of the early and repeated failures, and subsequentre-sowings at a late period. While the weather continue*
warm we may enioythem; but late melons, in cold
weather, by those who have regard for health, should
not be eaten.

This salt is ootained fron>
large lakes, which daring high water form a part of
Great Salt Lake, but the waters having receded, the salt
remains upon the surface of the ground to the depth of
from three to Bix inches, in inexhaustible quantities, and
this at the distance of two or three miles from the Lake.
It is very clean aad white, but somewhat coarse.

FIRES IN THE MOUNTAINS.
The fires in the mountains still ccutinue, notwithstand¬

ing the rain, nnd in conse quence our view is much di¬
minished in extent by the masses of smoke whicli cover
the mountains, and sometimes fill the valley.

DISCOURSE OF BRIOHASi YOUNQ.
The follow ing is a portion of the sermon delivered by

Governor Youug in the Tabernacle at Gieat Salt l*ke
City, on the 8lh of July. Some portions of it are ruther
¦ ich and rare, even for brother Brigham .

It was observed thit morning, that the government of
the United States was the best or most wholesome one
on the earth, and the best adapted to our condition.
That is very true. And if the constitution of tho united
States, and the laws of the 1'nited States, and of the
several States were honored by the officers, by those who
sit in judgment and dispense the laws to the people ; yes,
had even the letter of the law been honored, to say no¬
thing of the spi'lt of it, of tho spirit of right, it would

I have hung governors, Judges, generals, magistrates,
for they violuted the laws of.their own States. Such has
been the cahe with our enemies in every instance that
this people have been pc«ecuted. If a person belonging
to ihe Church of Jtsus Chi 1st of Litter Day Saints was
guilty of stealing while living in the States, or if any of
that church was found guilty of murder, or any other
transgression of the civil law, they ought to have been
tried by the law, and have received tho punishment
affixed to the crime. Did any of the I.attor Day Saint?
object to that 1 No, not one. Joseph the Prophet never
objected to It, but on the contrary he urged it, prayed
for it, and wished the church to be deliveredJrom au
tramgrcssors. While we were in Illinois, if ov»ry trans¬
gressor of the law of that State in our community, had
been taken up and tried and punished every saint woul.l
have fald, "Amen, «e are better without them than
with them." So we Kay here, we are far better oft
without wicked men than with thorn. I would rather
be in the midst of these mountains with one thousand,
or even five hundred men who are Ijit.er Day Saints,
than with five hundred thou-and wicked men, incase all
the fort es of the earth woie to come agslnst us to battle,
for Cod would fight the battles of the Saints, but
he hai not agreed to fight the battles ot wicked
men. I cay again that the constitution and laws
of the l"nited States, and the laws of the di(Threat
States, as a general thing, arc just a< good as wo

want, provided they were honored. But wo find judges
who do not honor the laws, yes, officers of the law dis¬
honor the 'aw. Legislators and law makers aro fre¬
quently tho first violators of the laws they make. "" hen
the wicked rule the people mourn," ami when the cor-
ruption of a p< ople bears down the scala in favor of
wickedness, that people is nigh unto destruction. Wo have
the proof mill and. that instead of the laws bring honor¬
ed they have boon violated in every Instance of persec-i
tion against this people ; instead of the laws b"ing mvte
how* able, they have been trampled under th" fed of
lawyers, judges, sheriffs, governors, legislators, and
nearly all the officers of the governments such persons
are the most guilty of breaking tho laws, 'l'o diverge a

little, in regard to those who have persecuted this peoplo
nnd driven tbcm to the mountains, 1 intend to meet
them on their own ground*. It was asked this morn¬
ing how we could obtain redress for our wrongs
I will tell you how it could be done, we could
take the same law they have taken, vi*. mobicricy,
and if any miserable fcouudrels cirue here, cut
their throats. (All tho people ssld, Amen.)
TMs would be meting out that, treatment to
wicked men. which they had measured to innocent per¬
sons. We coil Id meet them on their own ground, when
they will not honor tl e law, but will kill tho prophets
nnd destroy the Innortnt. They couli drive the Innocnt
from their homes, take their horses and farms, cattle
and goods, and destroy men women and children, w.ilk
.ing over the Inns of ihe 1'nited States, trampling them
under their feet, nnd not honoring a singh' law. SupposeI hhi uld follow the example they have shown us, and say.
Utter Day Scintsdo ye likewise, and bit defiance to tbe
whole elan of such men' Some who aie timid might s iy,
"0 ! our property will lie destroyed, and we shall be
killed." If any man here is a coward, there are fine
mountain retreats for thoae who feel their hearts beating
at every little hue and cry of the wicked, as though thuy
would break their ribs. After this year we shall very
like'y again have fruitful season". Now, you co-.vards, if
there are nny, hunt in the-e mountains until you llnd
some cavern where no person can fiud you, and
go there and store up grain enough to last
you and youi families seven years; then when
the mob comes, take your wives and your children
and errep into your den, and there rernnin until the war
l«ovir. Do not apostatize to save your lifts, for if youdo you are suro to lose them. You may do sonic g >nd
by hiving up a little mere grain than you want, and byhandlLg out a biscuit to n b-ave hearted soldier passlnir
by hungry and fatigued. I could hide mvself in these
mountains and defy five hundred thousand men to find
me. That is not all, I could hide this whole people, and
fifty time* more, in the midst of those mount-nus. and
our enemies might hunt until they died wi'h old age. and
they could not llnd us. You who are cowards, Isy up
your crops another y-ar and hide them away. You
know that almost every lime that Gentiles address us in
public, they are very n-indful to caution the I*tter DiySaints " not to fight.now don't light." Have we ever
wanted to fight them? No, but we have wanted to
preach to them the gospel of peace. Again they say,
.. We are afiald that you, Latter I*ay Saints, are b<MMoi
ing aliens to the 1'nited States; we sie afraid yourhearts
are weaned from the brotherhood down yonder."
Don't about weaning now, for we were
weaned long ago, that is, we are or should
be weaned from all wickedne s and wicked men.

I am «o perfectly weaned that when I embraced Murra in
mm, I could hsTe left faiher. mother, wife, children, anl
every relation I had, and am weaned frtom everybodythat will turn a deaf <w to ll.e Voice of revelation. We
are already weaned, but remember, we are not weaned
from Ihe constitution of the I'nlted States, but only from
wickedness, or at least we chould be. l/>t every man Rnl
w< man rise up in the strength of their God, and in thri
hearts ask no favor of tho wlcled that l« the way to live
and then let Ihe wicked persecute if they choose. Ar>
we going to fl/ht? No, unle«s they come upon u« ant
e< mpel us either to fight or be slain. 1-ast fall we *er
visited by »"!.* of the brotherhood of the iUat, and 1
saiii come in my brother, come into mv house, this 1
Mrs. Young, this Is my daughter snd this is siste
so snd so. Wllford, Joseph and William, opon your
houses and let these eastern brethren stay with
us in comfortable quarter* this evening, Wilford
turns hi* family out of a fine house into a log
cabin, t" let the brotherhood in. Not a p»r«on. with
but on* exception, opened hU hon* for their accotn
m<datl.n without first asking my couna'l. I said.
Yes open your houses, turn out your wives and children,
and let tbe brotherhood come in. and prove to ths old
stock that we are their friends if they will do anything
like what indecent, and we furnished them comfortable
winter quarter*. Directly the brotherhood began to peasaround, and, a* brother Crsnt said to-day. with a glove
halfway on their firger", apparently so virtuous In the

sured him that the desire expressed by her Majesty to
preserve and strengthen the bonds of amity between the
two countries was cordUlly reciprocated. Community
of fiiendly purpose on the part of both gov ernments was
cieval with the independence of the Catted states.
Thanks to this sentiment, whatever differences bad at
uny time sprung up betwien then hud been adjfited as

tbey arose, without interrupting the peaceful relations
between the two countries. It was confidently believed
that by still cultivating mutuul good faith and go-id un¬

derstanding, all present and tuturo questions affecting
international interests might be amicably and honoiably
adjusted.
As ihe representative of the Queen and her govern¬

ment. Mr. Fscjilante was cordis lly welcomed and invited
to enter upon tlie important d ities with which he was

specially charged, with the nsurance that nothing should
lie wanting on the part of the President to secure auspi¬
cious results. The President hoped for much from t hi <
mission, because he believed that tbe great and perma¬
nent interests of Spain and of the I'nited States, instead
of being at variance, were in reality concurrent. Whil
