HALF SHELL CITY, COUNTY AND JUDICIA¬

RY CONVENTION.
Pursuant to the call of the Democratic Republican

Union General Committee, the Half Shell City, Count/
and Justiciary Convention met last evening at St- John -

Hall, corner of Delancey street and the Bowery, The

Jllulling oa the outside was blockaded with an excited
crowd of th® adherents, shoulder hitter* and lobbiers of
the democratic party of ooth the hard and soft factions,
who were eagerly wai'ing in e\|>eciation of receiving the
endorsement of the half shells fur their particular friends
at Tammany Hall and atuyvenant Institute. The excite¬
ment was so great around the neighborhood of the hal
that a posse of the Tenth ward police, under the com¬

mand of Captain Norris, was stationed at the doorway.
The course of the convention was looked upon with much
anxiety by the greater part of the Tammany Hall demo-

for they considered the support of this new party
n the coming election would be a victory on their side
to a dead certainty, consequently they were not a little
chagrined « hen they were lufurmed the halts had deter¬
mined to postpone the nominations until next Friday.The meeting was called to order by K. B. Hart, of the
Fifth .Ward, who nominated John H. Williams, of the
First ward. for Chairman, which was agreed to.
WOKan Cotter, of the Ninth, aud Walter Roach, of the

Sixth wards, were then appointed as Secretaries to the
convention.
The roll was then called, when it appeared that there

¦were several contested seats in the body. There were
two sets' of delegates on hand from the Eighteenth wnrd,
known .is the Halstead aud Duclcei man factions Each
claimed, in a most emphntic manner, to legally enjoytheir seats In the convention, and an neither was willingto give way for the other, the entire assemblage was
thrown into a state of turm<dl bordeting on a general
rt»w and amash up. The I tucket man party proved them¬
selves th# strongest. In the enu, a-° they were admitted
to a place in the convention by a vote of 47 to 4f>. Order
having been once more restored the -attention of the
convention was turned toward* bu ine ,s.
DaJRSL 4. Sickltp ro-.e to congrat ulate the convention

on their having completed their organization. He said
that about two weeks ago there appeared to be no hope of
the union of the democratic party but now he was glad
to gay everything betokened a haopy union of the hereto¬
fore divided democracy. The fueling In favor of a union
was rife in both sections of the |> ir'y and the masses of
the party were only prevented from joining hands in the
coming contest by the niachin t lions of the would-be lead¬
ers. The fact of that convention liavieg thus assembled
was a proof of the stroog desire manifested by the demo¬
cratic party to be on"e more united in brotherhood
against their common foes. the Maine law fanatics, the
black republicans, and the Know Nothings. He had been
led to lielieve that the Tammany Hall party would
deter nnking their nominations until they had
made theirs, but in this he was sadly mistaken.
The old leaders of the wigwam being afraid of
getting the ronte from oil lee and from power
madly rushed thing* through, with the vain hope of
roping the half shells in. The Tammany llall party were
f>o much afraid of the half "hells dictating to them who
should be the candidates, and that there might probably
be a fusion of the national party, in a jealous aud ill-
natured manner gave the republican party the old
*houlder. Although these leaden of the Tammany Hill
party had acted in a manner calculated to distract the
democratic party, still he was certain, from present ap¬
pearances, that a union could be brought about this fall.
Hoaerer, there was no doubt who ever of the nrapletefusion of tl.e (joniocrals before the election of 185J. Mr.
Pickles concluded his remarks by urgiug an amalgama¬

initiatory steps for tlie consummation of so desirable and noces-
aary a union of tlie democracy, and the conventions which
assembled at Tammany Hal), by refusing or omitting to re¬
cognize 'lie movement commenced In good faith, by thlsorganl-.zation, thereby cndangerln' the success of demo tratic prlnclpies maintaining aud promoting uanecessary and ruinous divl-
hions aud giving such au advantage to our adversaries as may
Beeore 'heir triumph and our defeat, havenot ouly disappointedIbe 11st aud reasonatde expectations of the democracy, and
betrayed the best interests of the party, but have manifested
tha' they nre actuated by personal interests and personal anti¬
pathies rather than by attachment tndemocritlc principles, and

SOFT SHELL JUDICIARY CONVENTION.
The delegates to thin convention mot last night at Tarn,

many Hall. The retinue of outsiders in attendance,
though not M large as at the previous convention* o*
this wing of the democracy, was sufficiently largo to be
democratic, and sufficiently noisy and enthusiastic to
give it undoubted political character. The excitement,
howeve-, did not centre so much In any special interest
ni to who would be the successful candidates for the offices
for which candidates were to be named, as in an anxiety
to know which of the Twelf'h ward delegations would be
received. These delegations standing as they did. neck
tad neci*.the Swackbamer delegation, as is well known,
kftvtas; been rejected from the 1 ity Convention. whlH it
wai a Jniitted in the County Convention, and the Muyter
delation rice rrria.a strong interest prevailed to know
wb'.ch of the two wculd be admitted to the present con¬

vention. The excitement and interest of the partizans of
the differ- ntft>elegatiom> was such that bets were freely
exchanged as to the reauli.

At 8 "'clock the convention organized, by calling Mr.
Amos T. Hatfield, of the Hghteenth want, to the chair.
J. I Heacdlct and N. Van fcTyck we e appointed Secreta¬
ries The roll wan called, and the delegate* answered to
tbe>r names.
The two delegations appearing from the Twelfth ward.

the Swackh*n,er nod Bluyter delegations referred to
aijoVP.Mr. A. K. Pattlson, of the Eighteenth ward,
moved that one from euch of the delegations be heard in
eiplanation of the groundi upon which they contested
fheir seats in the convention. The motion was put by
the Cbair and carried, upon which the parties were al¬
lowed to Mate their cose Wm. R. Sluyter and Mr.
PwaekhiuMr appearing for their re*|>ectlve delegations.
Both ria 1 several affidavits, accompanying the same with
exto idei remarks in enforcement of their claims. Subse-
<1 neatly they both withdrew, while the convention de¬
liberated upon the relative claim" of the two contestant
f> ( ties. A long and somewhat fierce debate was the re¬

sult, and finally terminated In lhe reception of the Swack-
inme delegation, twenty-nine votes being cast for the
Fwackbamer delegation, and fourteen for the Pluyter
delation. The seats from the Nineteenth ward
it was supposed would be disputed as at the pre»lous
convent on*; but the Herrick delegation were permitted
ft'iiot occupancy of their scats

THE REPUBLICAN CENTRAL COMMITTEE
The Republican Central Committee met at the Mercer

street House last evening, under a call for the purpose
of uniting with the delegates and alternates to the whig
and republican State Convention, who acquiesced in the
'.fusion,'/ for the purposa of nominating candidates for
city and county officers. In the absence of the Presi¬
dent, Mr. E. A. Stansbury, tho first Vice President, C. C.
Leigh, Esq., occupied the chair, and the other regular
officers of the committee officiated.

A letter was read from Mr. Stansbury resigning the
post of chairman and his place as a member of the com¬

mittee. The resignation was accepted, and a vote of
thanks tendered him.

After some further unimportant business the commit¬
tee appointed at a previous meeting to confer with the
Astor House organization, with reference to unity of ac¬

tion, reported in favor of uniting with that body to
make nominations for city and county oflicers, and
that the two bodies act together as the Kc publican
Central Committeo of New York. This led to a long
discussion and numerous propositions to amend. It was
finally disposed of by the adoption of a re <olution pro¬
viding that a committee ol flvo Be appointed to act in
concert with a similar committee trom other bodies
which accept tho republican platform, ami report tho
names of candidates for city officer*. The .' other bodies"
referred to were understood to bo the Aetor House re-

I ublicaos, the reformers, and the temperance AllUnce.
Messrs. J. J. Chambers, James 0. Bennet, Thomas C.
Acton, F. J. Ottarsou, and K. T. Hallock were appointed
such committee.

Central Committee with reference to the proposed union.

evening, and the Central Committee to Saturday evening.

ney for Commissioner of Repairs and Supplies.
The republicans appear to lie in quite a rnnrl in refer¬

ence to their county nominations. They freely decliro
that they will not support the whig county ticket
nnless tie Broadway House cemmittees approve of the
action of tho Syracuse Fusion Convention. They will
have a pretty lively time to-night at the Broadway Ta¬
bernacle, if any interference is made in local politics.

Hanford has been engaged for several days past at the
City Hall, in investigating the saae of an attempted abor¬
tion which resulted fatally. It appears that deceased,
Abigail Pease, resided at No. 127 South Second s'teet,
with a man who passed by the name of Dr. Dupree, in
the position of friend. It appears that she resided with
him on the same terms as his wife. At her death, on
the 1st Inst., Dupree notified the sister of deceased and
her husband, who, after visiting the house, notified her
father, Mr Slack, of Albany, who also came to attend
the funeral. On his srrlval, Dupree was very much agi¬
tated, and his strange actions led to a suspicion that
there had been foul play. Drs. Rehepps and Brody made

a poet mortem examination, and ascertained that death
had been caused by drugs administered for the purpose
of producing an abortion. As soon as these fhcts were
elicited at the inquest, on Thursday last, Coroner IUn-
ford placed a warrant in the hands of an officer for the
arrest of Dupree and his wife: but th y had escaped, and
although every effort has been made to discover their
whereabouts, so far they have been unsuccessful. De-
ceased went ny the name of Dunbar, and has been di¬
vorced from her husband. It Is said that he is a custom
hou-» ( oer, and that bis right name Is 8weet. The in¬
quest has not yet been concluded.

DESTRUCTION OF A LOT OF COW 8HEDS.GREAT

NUMBER OF COWS RAYKD.

0«r Relation* Willi Denmark.
[From tlie PrcTid'noi Journal. Oct. 8.]Vc i.ro happy to he able to state, on the mo&t reliable

authority that measures are in progress by the Inited
States government which v iU put to rest all fears of any
oollision with Denmark, gromng out of our refusal to
submit longer to the Sound dues. A mossongor i« on the
way, if not already in Denmark, charged with important
despatches to our representative at O)|icnlmgou, direct¬
ing him 1o i nter into negotiations anew in regard to these
taxes. Of course nothing is known as to the instructions
he takes to the United States Charge des Affaires there.
It is sufficient, however, to state that our government
lias no desire to force a friendly T'ower, situated as IVn-
mark is at the present time, into any hasty meatus*
which may compel her to appeal to either of the present
belligerent nations for the defence of a system of taxa¬
tion on commcrco which is ber ohicf source of revenue
It would Vie undignifii d in a great nation like the I'nited
Slates to resort to hostile measures which would tend to
embroil a weak Power lil.e Denmark in the struggle
now going on in Kurope, which might result in her over¬
throw. ft Is a wise measure, therefore, in t lie Secretaryof Slate, to settle Ibis difficulty amicably: an I if Penman
in unprepared nt present to concede* unytliing. there
would be no sacrifice to extend our present commercial
treaty for n couple of years, by which time the contest
now going on may have nubs! led.

Great Iiullnn Bottle In Minnesota.
A eorrespi indent of the St. Paul l)rmi>crnt writing from

ihe l ower Sioux Agency, in Minnesota Territory, gives
the following account of a battle near Ilia* place, between
a party of Missouri hall breeds, assisted by some Chip-pewa'fndians and a band of Yankton Sioux:.

It appears that the ttoux wi re encamped on the open
prairie to the amount of eighty lodges and as they were
on the confines of a hostile country, kept themelves pre¬
pared for a sudden attack by sleeping on tbeir aims,
lhey had passed the night, however, in uppa'cnt seru-
ri'y, although the enemy were almost In their midst,
waiting lor their favorable hour to strike that hour
when Iran is supposed to sleep the soundest.the darkest
hour n' tlie night.just before day.
Ihe first intimation Ihe Sioux had of their approach

was a murderous lire opened upon them by the whole
force of the allied enemy, who, upon Bring trie first vol¬
ley. retreated and fled to their horses, pursued by tho
cil Ire band of warriors In the Sioux camp, who kept up

a running fire upon them, so hot that only a few of them
had time to reach their horses: the rest "scattered off In
the darkness, leaving in Ihe hands of (he Sioux 250
horse » an < 71 head or cattle.
The Mous had sixty-three wounded, nineteen of whom

have since died. They fonnd three Chlppewas and one
half breed dead on the ground, and suppose there is a
larger number of the enemy wounded than of their own
men.
The Fionx of the Plains have sworn vengeance on the

half-breeds, and every fighting man is reported to be out
on the war path, hovering on the trail by which the half-
breeds that have lately been paying St. Paul a visit to
lturcbase their winter supplies, have to return to their
lioi/ios on the North Red Hirer.
The Ysnktetts aie n wild and warlike race, measuring

out Justice by their own Immutable law.death b r death
and nothing can now appease the wrath of the tireat
Spirit but a like number of their enemies' scalps reektng
nt their belts. The balf-brecd*. as the aggressors, cannot
expect mercy, and forgiveness is a word unknown to the
Sioux of the Plains.
