The Sew*.
By the arrival of the steamship Pacific at this

port yesterday morning we have seven days later
intelligence from Europe. All the interest of her
news is confmed to the warlike tone of the ministe¬
rial organs of the English government towards the
United States. We refer our readers to our editorial
columns for such comments as these unprovoked de¬
monstrations of hostility have naturally called forth.
From the seat of war we have nothing further of

importance. It seems now quite certain-that General
Simpson is recalled and that General Codrington is
appointed as his successor. The allies were in daily
expectation of an attack from the Russians, but it is
probable that no operation ef importance will be at¬
tempted by either of the belligerents during the
coming season. They arc both making active pre¬
parations for winter cantonments.

It is stated by one of our correspondents that
ft notification has been sent to the Berlin Cabi¬
net by the Czar that Russia was prepared to
make considerable sacrifices to secure peace.
Le Nord, the Russian organ at Brussels, has
published two rather remarkable articles, call-
iug upon Austria to make a serious effort
to mediate between the belligerents. From the tenor
of the Germun press it seems to be the ^general
opinion that the German States had made a great
mistake in remaining entirely inactive and waiting
on Providence during the Eastern negotiations.
Anstr.a now says that the confederation is an obso¬
lete institution, which only tends to weaken the po¬
litical influence of Germany, and which is utterly
incapable of defending its interests. She advocates
a radicc.1 reconstruction of its organization.

The mission of General Canrobcrt to Stockholm,
although ostensibly to deliver to King Oscar the
Grand Ccrdon of the Legion of Honor, is attributed
to a more serious political object. Some of the
Fren- h papers are of opinion that it is connected
with the difficulties that have urisen between the
United States and Denmark, in relation to the Sound
dues. Others think that it has !«en undertaken to
induce King Oscar to abandon the neutrality that he

.
has hitherto observed in reference to the Eastern
question.
The Prussian and United States governments have

entered into an agreement respecting the registry of
rettera lorwarded by the Prussian closed mail. For
a registered letter sent from Berlin, not exceeding
half an ounce in weight, an extra postage of two
silver grosclicns is to be laid on, (fifteen silver
gtoscbens is to l>e charged, and on letters of the
eame weight, sent from the United States to Berlin,
an Additional postage of five cents,) making the
total to be paid at New York, ir franked, thirty-flvc
cente.
Th question of the Danish Sound dues occupies

a large share of the attention of the Herman press,
but no journal has as yet supported the Danish
view ot the subject. )
The news brought by the Pacific had a favor¬

able eflcct upon the cotton market yesterday.
The sales embraced about 700 bales, in transitu]
and at an advance of je. a >., and 300 hales on the
spot at about c. a 4c. advance. Flour was firmer,
with more activity, and sales of common brands
were nigd? in some cases at 04c. u 12.k. advance.
Prime red and white wheat were firmer, with a let¬
ter demaad, while poor qualities were dull. Indian
corn advanced lrom 1 to 2 cents per bushel. Pork
was steady, with sales of mess at f22 50, owing to
the advansr in England. Sugars advanced here
yesterday about 1c. per pound, with sales of 500 to
«00 hhds. an 1 about 3,000 boxes. Coffee was steady.
There was a Iwtter feeling in freights, and, among
some other engagements, about 5,000 barrels Hour
were taken for Liverpool at 2s. dd. u 2s. lOd.
By way of Havana we have interesting news from

Mexico to the 4th inst. General Gadsden, our

Minister, had been extremely ill, and at last ac¬
counts was unzblc to attend to public business.
General Almonte has been superseded as Minister to
the United States by Don Fernando Maugino, for¬
merly Con.iul General at Hamburg and Secretary of
legation at various European courts. It is astonish¬
ing how anxious -they are to keep Almonte cm-

ploy©-! abroad. Maugino is regarded as rather a
better person for Minister to this country than the
enterprising diplomat named by Santa Anna In the
iast days of his dictatot«hip, who pocketed three
ycttc' salary in advance, and then migrated to

foreign juris. One of the acta of Alvarez that had
given unqualified satisfaction was the cashiering of
General Woll, who,Is stigmatized us the Haynau of
Mexico. Ei-President Ceballos arrived at Havana
recently in the British mat' steamer.

The News from Europe..The War Feeling In

Eiiglant.
There is little or no European news of im¬

portance by the Pacific. The hostile armies are
in statu quo. The money market is quieter.
InilceQ if we except the rumored appointment
of Sir. IV. Codrington to the command of the
British army in the Crimea.of which we had
an inkling before.the week ending simulta¬
neously with the sailing of the Pacific from
Liverpool appears to have been quite barren
of events.
Of rumors, however, and excitement, there

was abundance in London and all over Eng¬
land, on the subject of the projected war with
the United States. It seems that after the last
steamer sailed, people fell a thinking of that
West India fleet, and those articles in the Times,
and wrought themselves up to a tremendous
pitch of uneasiness about this country. Some
few were evidently for cutting off the Ameri¬
can people to a man, to punish them for their
supposed sympathy with Russia; but the
greater portion, including the chief newspa¬
per organs, viewed the spectre of war they
bad conjured up with grave alarm aud dis¬
comfort. Tender allusions to the relationship
between the Americans and the Britha, touch- !

| 'ug appenls to this country not to allow itself
to be dragged into a war by reckless politi¬
cians. and affectionate reminders of the com¬

munity of interest existing between our
trans-atlantic neigbliors and ourselves, were
the staple ingredient of the newspaper arti¬
cles of the week. As it drew near its close,
and the day for the sailing of the steamer
approached, the plot thickened, aud the excite¬
ment grew more iutense. A telegraphic mes¬

sage from London made the Liverpool mer¬

chants shiver, by asserting that Lord Claren¬
don and Mr. Buchanan had had high words,
and bad parted in dudgeon. I'eacc was rein¬
stated on 'Change by a second message assert¬
ing that the two statesmen were positively to
dine together. But the next moment the
merchants ngain collapsed at the announce¬
ment that an interchange of paper bullets had
been passing all the week between the Ameri¬
can embassy and the Foreign office, and that a
war was imminent. The steamer lelt at this
stage of the proceedings.shall we say, the

I farce'.'.and wc are unfortunately unable to
say how it ended.
One thing is quite certain. The English

have gone off at a tangent on this war question,
and will soon see the necessity of retracing
their steps. They have had visions of Ameri¬
can hostility, and dreams of pro-Russian sym¬
pathy on this side the water, until their ideas
have become a little muddled, and they have
scared themselves into an idea that they were
on the verge of wnr, when in this country, no
one whose opinion is worth hearing has the
least notion of anything of the kind.
The real state of our relations with Great

Britain is very different from what the London
Times appears to suppose. On the one side, our
neutrality laws have been broken by British
officials, acting, as it seems, deliberately under
the orders of their government. Our authori¬
ties have put a stop to this illegal bnsiness. and
reminded the British Minister, Consuls and
others, that it is not the part of a friendly
1'owcr to send agents into the country to set
the people an example of violating the laws ;
with which observation our government has
apparently dismissed the matter, deeming the
culprits in the case sufficiently punished by ex¬

posure. There is nothing very warlike in this.
Next, the British government has sent a fleet

into the West Indies, where, certainly, there
appeared to t>c no necessity for an increase of
the British squadron. Inquiry instantly springs
up as to the purpose of the fleet, and in theals-
sence of any serious indication by the British
press, several plausible conjectures arc started
in this country, imputing to the British designs
of interference cosily reconciled with their
past history. It is quite possible that no

interference Is intended, and that the
fleet has been sent into the West India waters
merely in order to spend the winter there, so

as to be in full efficiency and reudiness for
work in the spring. If this be so, an explana¬
tion to that effect will readily allay any little
irritation that the sailing of the fleet caused
here. If. on the contrary, the British govern¬
ment have actually had the folly to provoke
a disturbance with this country by sending a

fleet to the West Indies to colonize Honduras,
defend St. Thomas, or overlook Cuba, it is
quite evident that they have made a mistake
that will be fatal to them, but which cannot,
without great mismanagement on both sides,
disturb tlie friendly relations existing between
the two countries. Whatever Lord f'almerston
may aspire to. the British people will waif, at
all events until they have put an end t«> th»>
Czar, and conquered Russia, before th*-y un¬
dertake to put down this country: and as tin
former events do not appear likely to occur
between this and the-low,. ,,f f|H. .

llow Swindlers are Punished in England..
Sir John D. Paul and his partners, Messrs. Stra-
han and Batee, who were for many years lead¬
ing London bankers, failed some time since,
and disclosed that they had, when pressed for
money, disposed of securities placed in their
hands on deposit, and applied the money to
their own necessities. They were arrested and
tried for the offence, and wc learn by this mail
that the sentence pronounced upon them is
fourteen years transportation. Sir John D.
Paul was a baronet, a magistrate, a leading
member of the church, and of several religious
and charitable societies; his connections, as

well as those of his partners, were highly re¬

spectable and influential. Yet they have been
sentenced to the same punishment as would
have been allotted to them if they had been
the lowest criminals. There is a lesson in the
sentence by which we may profit. Such swin¬
dles as that of Stratum, Paul & Hates have not
been unknown in this country. But we arc not
aware that any Wall street operator was ever
sentenced to fourteen years imprisonment, or
even four.

1 telegraphed to yon yesterday that ex-President Tyler

had written a letter relative to the D&nUh Hound dues.
I have obtained a copy of it. It also speaks of the Japan
treaty. The Sage of Sherwood Forest seems to be dis¬
posed to share with the present administration the
honors of both of these movements. The letter furnishes
some interesting items in the secret history of the Tyler
administration. Through the courtesy of Col. Cunning¬
ham I am permitted to furnish it to the readers of the
Herald;.

Sherwood Fomht, Nov. 4,1855.
Mv Dear Col. >

. e e e e e
I had read the article relative to the Sound dues in the

Intelligencer before your letter reached me. The only fact
to be supplied, and that of not much consequence, was

the bet that the subject had been fully talked over bv
Webster and myself, and that we Anally concluded that
the best mode of bringing the subject to the notice ofCon
gress, was for the Secretary to address to me a letter, to
be communicated to Congress in my annual message. As
the matter stands In the article in the National Intelli¬
gencer, the entire credit.without its being so designed, I
am sure.is given to Webster. For the valuable results aria
log from the abatement of the dues, the country is greatly
indebted to Mr. Jackson, who was at the time our Charge
at the court ofDenmark. He died soon after. I perceive
that a Congress of Nations (so say the newspapers) is to
assemble at Copenhagen, to take into consideration the
whole subject, and I hope that all will satisfactorily be
settled. Those exactions on the commerce of the world
were levied at that remote period when the Danes were

masters of the Kuropean seas, and the strongest and long
est sword gave and enforced an arbitrary will. That day
had long passed away before I was entrusted with the
chief executive power, and yet all nations acquiesced in
onerous burthens, and it remained for a country scarcely
known at the time of this imposition to urgo their great
reduction or actual abolition. Success attended our ef¬
fort, in important modifications and reductions of the
Danish tariff of 1)305.

I regret to perceive that the treaty negotiated by Com¬
modore Perry with Japan falls far short of the objects
originally contemplated. Before sending Mr. Gushing to

China, the subject of opening, through a treaty, the trade
with Japan, bad been talked over in the Cabinet. Mr.
Cushing was possessed of our wishes upon the subject,
and, either before or immediately after sailing for China,
addressed a letter suggesting the propriety of our invest¬
ing him with authority to treat with Japan, if oppor¬
tunity offered. The authority was promptly given, but
he was obliged to return home after concluding the troaty
with China, and so ended the first suggestion upon that
subject. Mr. C.'s letter is on file in the State offioe, 1 pre¬
sume, and there is the '. nest egg" of the Japan move¬
ment. I rogret that it has not fully hatched.
