Now I might as well remark, here,
gentlemen, that it is a w ell established maxim of the law,
and one which will not fail to commend itself to your
good sense, that testimony of conversation, especially
when there is no other person present, and more espe¬
cial'y when the character of the witness is not free from
bisme, slid is a party to the transaction, must be re¬
ceived with great caution. The statute of 1863 has in
express term- made the testimony ot an accomplice not
only admissible but compulsory. A person refusing to
testily may be sent to prison and kept there. Itis a
pretty rigorous act. Such testimony is to be believed or
not believed, however, from its intrinsic credibility or
intrei ibility. or from tne corroborative or contradic'orycircumstances, and is not to be disbelieved merely on the

fiouod that it comes from the lipt of a purtiecpt criminii.
his is the law of the land. Keeping this rule In view,

we now proceed to the important interview of the parties
on Feb. 17.

paper and told lilm there was a mistake In the date; .' That,"
says be, makes no difference;" w ell 1 did not read the ba
lance or P, but folded It up and put It in mv ponkel, for I was
anxious to -bow it io my nusbaiid; It was then about 11 o'clock
n night. for it w as after 12 when I got home.
There is n > pretence but that th's certificate is genuine.

There is no doubt of its being in the handwriting of the
defendant. Here, then, is s fact n' t pretended tube con¬
troverted.

Hete then, whatever maybe said of the other particulars

of the ii.tetviciv. is strong if not conclusive proof under
his own hand, that on the 17 th, if not the luth. Judge
Stuart tn his official capacity gave to Mrs. Connolly or to
her husband n formal certificate that the indictment
against Win. Connolly was disabatged and the complaintdismissed. This certificate, U given on the 17th, was in
eterv tense untrue, and its fblwlty in that event would
throw a strong light ou other points In tho care. There
if no pretence that any node jowe'/tif, regular or Irregular,
bad been entered in that matter before tho 19th. A
cloud of w itnt ases and the record ol the Court put this
puiniffieyond;diaputP Mayjwe not suppose, however, and
in that war reconcile tho seeming contradiction t.mt
Judge ftuait in fact wrote and delivered the certificite
cn the 17ih in the full assurance thotits contents, though
nut true when written, would l»e true when dated, on a
principle which we lawyers know as nuncpro tunc? Cer¬
tain it is that on Monday he exerted himself, and in a
manner neither usual nor regular, to make the certificate
true. Insteud of waiting for tho IHstrict Attorney to ask
leave ot the Court, he, na the Court, asked the leave or the
fdstrict Attornev to have this nnllrprottipii entered, lis
procured a note from the District Attorney to John
Sparks.and got the certificate of entering from the clerk.
He had obtained, he knew, from the IHstrict Attorney, a
writ ten consent for the discharge of Wm. Connolly, a

person whme olftmce he reprctenfed to be of u compara¬
tively insignificaut character, and had applied it to the
case of Wm.Coegrove, a case of which he lufl often spoken
to 'lie District Attorney, and which he had considered of

thai must be left alone to my sense of propriety, to my
regard tor public opinion, and to my own cons, lousnet s

unmy Innocence or guilt in the premise.^ I .hall, in ths
consideration of this subject advise wlth w se and fair
t,!,nc- among whom are tlie distinguished gentlemen
who hav^ome to my aid In this dregful calamity, wi h
. .hers whem I might with propriety name, and as they
shall atlvl-e so will I be governed. I declare, in the Nee
of Hod, that howeyer censurable my conduct may have
been, however indiscreet my acts may seem, as theylune U en presented tn part on truthful evidence, and in
part on perjntel testimony.however Indiscreet, unwise
and impiudcnt the aspect and phase of the ease m.ty be.
in regard to my conduct touabtng this had voman, I re-
p«at in the face of Ileaven and before my God that t am
innocent of any criminal conduct, so far as the uus'tlon
cl brlbety or corruption is to be considered. Much of
her avlcence Is true, very much of It false. Part of her
evidence is true, and.nnlortunately far me.to a
degree which seems to gtve some oolcr of reality
to that which I* utterly false. I would to God
that this auditory, this Court, and tbe public at
large knew from first to last the whole farta of
this case. Indeed, indeed, my friends might perhapsblush for roe In view of my indiscretions, but In trath
in real'truth, my dearest friends ot my worst foe« could
not eav that I have acted wtlfnlly, intentionally, cor¬
ruptly. or criminally wrong In anj particular. This I
u.ost rokuuuly avow.

Dead in Baltia.Burying of Some of the Bodies.Health
of Rio.Coffee and flour Mailed*.Particulars of the
Loss of the Cleopatra.Safety of the Crew.
There is but little local news stirring at the present

moment in this part oi the world. I am exceedingly
happy to state that the prevailing epidemic, before re¬

ported, haa greatly abated, but the disease is g ung
through the country, taking many victim) in its travels.
I have information that in six weeks over fifteen thou¬
sand died in the city and province ol Bahia, on the oast,
where the disease was raging before it reached ns, and
that the sailors on board of the Brazilian corrette
wrre called upon to bury the dead, and that there was
for a time not a sufficient number to perform this duly
Several hundred bodies were put in a funeral pile and
burned.
This report I have from an American captain, lately

from Bahia, and the report Is otherwise current in this
city.

In this city, not more than two thousand have died
with the disease, and it is fast disappearing. T lere has
hardly been a case oi it among the North American- an l
i ngli.-b, or their shipping in port. The greatest mortal¬
ity Is ainoDg the slaves, and the loss in this property 1<
grout.

HTATF.MF.NT OF CAPTAIN THAYKK.
[From t tic Correo Mercantile, Oct 5.]

The American hark Cleopatra, from CalUo for Boston,
was wrecked about 750 miles K. S. E. from our port. In
tbe following statement delivered by the captain lu the
I nited Mates Consulate, our reauers will find the cir
cumstauins of the shipwreck:.
lhe North American bark Cleopstra, fremthe jmrt of

Boston, of 1.6fi2 tons, left Callao on the 16th of August
last, with a cargo of 1.600 tons of guano. Nothing of
importance occurred during the voyage up to the night
of Friday the 21st of September last, in longitude 24 40.
81 16 iouth latitude, when the vessel was making
from twelve to thirteen miles au hour, in raioy and
cloudy weather, ami with tbe wind fresh, came in Con
tact wiib something, which jitoiuceu so great i
shock us to arouse the portion of the eiew thai
bad turned in. Shortly uf'er. going to the puma
we dUcovend that the vessel was making more
water than usual, and at daybreak on tlie fol¬
lowing moiling we tound that some of the copper
Ing and part of the ship's side was cucried away. We
k'pt pumping all that day, but iusteidof the water
diminishing we iec>gnized on the 33d that it was in-
ciearirg (three teet). We then commenced to throw the
gusiio uierbourd, and the wind being east north east we
stt'ired in the direction of Pio Janeiro.
Pining the day we threw overboard 20# tons of guano

ktepii.g Incessantly at the pumps; but still the water
was rising at tbe rate of one foot jier hour. At 11
o'clock, seeing that the vessel was rapidly sinking, we

put out the boats and stocked them with provisions ami
water.
At one o'clock on the morning of the 23d, wn sounded,

and found uim-tecn feet of water in the hold, and the
|ium|s stuffed with the guano. A half hour, after-
wanis we abandoned the vrasel and took to our
bouts. We got iff a shoit distance, and we had
1 Stilly got trom on board when we found that
the vessel was full of water. We then got up the sails in
our bouts, ami at half-past six o'clock in the evening, in
rainy weather, and having nineteen men in the launch,
six in the small boat, uud the pilot anil officers in the
second boat, we set sail for Rio. During the night we
made teu miles, and on the following morning we lost
sight of the second boat. The vessel must have sunk
shoitly uf'er she was abandoned, as her deck was then
at the wntei's edge. The Captain, with the launch and
with the smaller boat, atriied at tlus port on the morn¬
ing of the Id lust., after having navigated eight day.s and
nine nights in their frail pen hosts. Dp to this tune we
huvc hearu nothing of the second boat.
