Tb'e Secretary thin read the act of the General
Assembly of the State of Conneoticut authorizing
the dirrctors ot lb® New York and New Haven Kail-
road Company to settle au.1 compromise claims
Krowing out of cntroveiflon relating to fraudulentLues ot stock, *0., under certain restrictions, pass¬
ed May 8, 1864. The bill authorizes the adjustment of
the claims on said company growing out of fraudulent
issues of eeitiflea'es oi stock and other practlees, by
Schuyler, for »hkb purpose tbey may increase the ca¬
pital stock two millions of dollars. It u stipulated in
the act that tt stall not take effect unless acoepW within
one tear after July 14, 1864 by the stockholders, at a
meeting specially convened for the purpose.

Mr. VKHJMiLYitA, of Ntv York, proposed, seconded byMr. Eet'» ol New Hsveu, that the aci be accepted.
Mr. Bradford, of Boston, rose to uppote the motion.

He con mi-need by ex pi casing his disappointment on be¬
ing compelled so frequently to Intrude his opposition ve
tire mea.- ure. nince the la-t meeting of tee stockholders
be had discovered no reason wcy ho or the friends who
he repiesenied should alter their previous reeoluti in on
the motion befote the house.
