General Walher'a Government In Nicaragua
.Comments of Parte Pre..

[From Galignani'e Messenger. Dec. 12.]
The Payt devotee a long artiole to the consideration of

the republic of Nicaragua, the late theatre o( Colonel
Walker's successful invasion. Our contemporary attri¬
butes tho remarkable auceess of this expedition to the
moral and physical assistance afforded to It by the diplo¬
matic agent of tha United States at Granada, Mr. Wheeler,
and by the American Transit Company, which plaoed ai
the disposal of Colonel Walker aleamers to oonvey his
troops, and moreover a aurn of twenty thousand dollars
In cash. The particulars of this expedition, which are
now well known in Europe, are repeated by the Pom,
which denounces in severe terms the execution, tanta¬
mount to a murder, of M. Mayor ga, former Minister of
8tate, who, alone of his colleagues, had mediated the
defence of his native land.
That Journal likewise e mdemns the weak and unpa¬

triotic governments of Central and South Amerioa, which
prepare, by tboir own folly and treason, the success of
similar buccaneering expeditions. The most important
passage in the article to whioh we refer is a statement of
tha loss sustained by European commerce in Granada,
which will not fail to awaken the attention of the various
governments whose subjects have been rendered victims
to the recent invasion.
We translate the passage in question;.
The prisoners who served aa hostages have been re¬

leased; but, in the meanwhile, nn extraordinary contri¬
bution of $100,000 had been levied on the richer inhabi¬
tants of Granada, and additional thousands from the large
banking bouses of the place. Terror reigns in that town
of 16,000 inhabitants; a portion of the population has
fled. Some scenes of pillage and even of massacre have
.sdly inaugurated the new era; and a French lady, sls-
ter-in-law of the former President, Chamero, has barn a
victim of these excesses, which would dishonor the best
Ofciiises. With respect to the loues sustained byturo-
pean commerce, their importance may be judged by a
few statistics. London and Jamaica are creditors of
Granada sad Kivas to the amount of three millions of
francs. The r»mainder of Nicaragua is iudeoted to Lon¬
don for an equal sum; moreov-r, fur 750,000fr., the heri¬
tage hit by the laie British Consul; total, nearly seven
millions (£280,0(0) to England. Tee suma due to French
commerce are about 1 500,000fr., (££0 000); to that of
ITeumont, 1,200,000fr., (£48,000) ; independently of
100,£00 fiance wmth of goods recently supplied to Gra¬
nada by three French houses of Gieytowo. Now, all
there sums are represented by ruined houses, adistrojed
con meice, and a population in flight.
The Fay* concludes by expressing its admiration for

the government of Costa Rica, which his determined to
resist with v'gur the tlneatened invasion of ano'.her hue
canesring chief, Col. Klrney.

The contracting parties undertake to
aiply these principles to the commerce aud navigation of
any Power or State'wbatever, which on Its side will adopt
them as permanent and Invariable.

Article 2 declares that the two high contracting Mr-
ties hold themselves in reserve to enter iuto furt
exi locations, according as circumstances may require,
with respect to the application and exjtenslon of the prin¬
ciples sgreed to In the ffirst article. But, from this time
forward^ they declare that they will take, as a rule,
the stipulations contained in the aforesaid first article
whenever the rights of neutrals are under consideration.

Art. 3 declares that it is agreed between the high con¬
tracting parilcs that all nations desirous of asceding to
the rules established in the first article of this conven¬
tion, by means of a formal declaration that they under¬
take to observe them, shall enjoy the rights resulting
from such an accession In the same manner as the con¬
tracting Powers enjoy and observe tbe rights of this con¬
vention. They will communica'e reciprocally the result
of tie uisges which, for such an object, ahall be adopted.

Art. 4 is merely a formality.
There is nothing in this treaty which I have not al¬

ready c< mmunicated to you In substance, but now that ft
has assumed a badUy form and proportions, and has set
un a tlsg, as it were, to whici all assenting TPowers may
rally, it'ls of importance to consider it more"in detail.

We will
mention two. As the eun approachhs Caprioorn.the
winter solstice.the days become shorter, and the north¬
ern hemisphere, of couree, loses a large share of the heat
of the iud, anJ the eold increased until the shortest days,
which are of about a week'a duration. But it contlnuea
to grow colder even after, aa the nights continue

proportionally much longer than the day, and the earth
loses more heat than It gains. The most severe weather,
therefore, occurs daring January and the early part of

February, the other reason lajthat asjthe surface of the
earth grows colder, and the enow forms on the hllie a1"*
mountains. The west and north-west wind so preva¬
lent in our climate, loses its sensible and Its latent heat,
and thr atmos phere beoomee colder and rawer as the
winter progre.-fts. This cause alto makes the spring on
this continent much later than it is in Europe in the same
latitude, as the enow doea not form there so readily. We
may now expect a odd snap that will he permanent.
The river is now froto down as far es the Uightende, end
we mey soon expect to beer ofTappan Bey being e veered
over. The last boat thai ran was on the 30th Inst.
This snow atcrrn is opportune, In*smueh as it wilt give
fast younggentlemen on opportunity to sport magnificent
turn outs on Xew Year's Day. Look out tor something
astonishing on the avenues to-morrow and the day after.

Crrr Niibakceb.Since the fading out of sight or
Mayor Wood's complaint book, there has been no official
source through which the discontented public could gtve
vent to their disapprobation of city nut tanoea, and It
becomes theduty of the public journals to re-assume their
old position and do a little grumbling at the remiesnees
of our municipal officials, and point out the evils to be
remedied.
