Further about tlie Double Hnnltr In Con-
Metltat.

{Frcm the New Huron Courier, Jan. 3.1
Intelligence was receivtd in the city at a late hour

on Tuerdav evening, that one of the m utt blo'.dy murders
liad just taken place in Woodbridge that was ever perpe¬
trated in Connecticut.

In the northern part of Woodbridge is the residence of
Mr. Enoch ?perry the father of Hon. N. D. Sparry, our
Secretary of State, and a abort distance from mm a man
named Charles Sanford resides. Sanford's residence is
near the line that divide* Hainden from Bethany. He is
about thirty j ears ot »ge, and has been in t ie insane Ke-
ti*at teversl times He has appeared quite saue until
trnr or tire days since, when he exhibited symptoms of
iisantty sarain. He was not taken to the Insane Retreat,
however. and hence tie commission of atrocious inur-
ters. Tbe {acts in reference to this melancholy affair are
substantially as follows

Mr. Enoch Sperty left his house. Tueacay morning,
about halt past ten o'clock. with his horse and sleigh.
H!s house if situated on a cross road about a mile from
tbe Litchfield turnpike. This cross road pas-ei through

a gloomy piece of woods, mm there Is not a house on the
road alter leaving the residence of Mr. Sperry, betore
reaching the turnpike.
He was designing (o pass over this road, and had

ridden about one hundred rods when, it appears, he was

wsylaid by this maniac Chailes Sanford, and murdered
in the most shocking manner. Whether Santord w*s
waiting in ambu«b for Mr. Sperry, or met him on the
road, cauDOt be definitely ascertained. Circumstances j
teem to indicate that he was wailing for the arrival of
Mr. Bperry as the spot selscted for the murder was a fa¬
vorable one, being near a small brook, and in the most
Military part of tbe woods, a>thougi but a hundred rods
from his hou^e. It would teem that Sanford had an axe in
his hand, and with the head ot the axe he struuk Mr.
Sperry on the tempi-. Inflicting a severe wound a oout three
inches long. in a horiz' ntal direction over the right eye.
It is euppostd tha' this telleu bim to the ground bo-ide
his sleigh .-anloid then struck bim again on the bask
of the head, cutting a rear'ul gash behind the ear. As
he jolied in the gutter up. a the north si le of the road,
Sauoford proceeded to eul his tbioat, which was evidently
done with his axe. V\bile the Luuiderer was ihus des¬
patching bis > icum. the horse belonging 6o Mr. rfperry
cjuie'ly walked on towards the turojlke.

It Is also rfry erident that he wae not munl< rod out of
any ill will or malloa, for It is generally conceded tha. he
ba 'I not an enemy in the world. He wan a very ki id,
obliging awl honest man In bis dealings with all men.
and was b*ioved and respected b> ail who knew him. lie
»s a mas of unwavering integrity, and peculiarly- affec¬
tionate In hie family. His numerous family and large
circle of frienia will mourn bis !o*e.
