and that Mr. Buchanan will be presented his pass
porte.  Indeed, there seems to be no end to the -
mors in diplomatic circles at Washington, Wonder

do with the propagation of these exciting rumors,

The steamship Arago arrived at this port yester-
day from Havre and Southamptos, after s tempes-
$uone passage, with Furopean advices to the 10th
ulk, four days later than those hreught by the Pa-
eific. Inthe editorial columns we have briefly com-
mented upon the most important paints of the news.
The contithed prevalemce of peace rumors had
saused a buoyancy iv funancial affairs, and a cor-
responding depression in the cotton and provision
markets. The Cannda. with three days’ later intel-
Mgence, is over due at Halifux, Our lntest despateh
Wrom that city states that a fwion= snow storm pre-
wailed, and that the arrival of the steamer could not
be looked for until it had abated.

We publish this morping a series of tables giving
she total number of births, marriages and deaths in
ihis city during the past year, according to the re-
#urns at the office of the City Inspoctor. These sta-
tistics, which are smoug the most important and in-
teresting publiched by any of the departments of
our municipal government, were made up in cur own
office, and in advanee of the official report, which
will not be resdy for publiration before April or
May next. In addition to the total mortality for
every month in the year, these tables give the mi-
nutest details in regard to the diseases, the na-
sivity, the age and =ex of the deceuscd.

During the last twelve months the nunmber
of deathes in New York was 22,787; the number
of deaths 14,456, and of births 5,595, showing a dis-
proportion of 5,201 hetween the births and deaths.
Judging by these fignes, it would appear that our
population is rapidly diminishing: and there might
be some cause for alarm were we not well convineed
%o the contrary. The disparity is produced hy the
neglect of parents to comply with the requirements
of the law in regard to the registry of the births of
ibeir children. The new City Inspector shoald see
that the law iz more strictly enforeed, for as It exists
at present it is entirely incflective fur the purposes
mtended.

The News from Enrope.

The Aragu arrived yesterday, after an unu-
vally long passage, bricging dates to the 19ih
uit  Her news iz not of much importance.

The leading fact is the rumored aczessioa of
Swedan to the Western alliance, This is stated
positively in o telegraphic message from Stock-
holm to the Diily News, andis probably a fact.
It does not appear that Sweden is bound to
take the field against Russia. She covenants
not to alienate any portion of her ferri* vy to
the Czar. or entertain any propesal .om him
without communicating the same to the West-
ern Powers. It will be remembered that the
active adhesion of the Kirg of Sardinia to the
alliance was preceded by o similar league.
Much has been said about the true policy of
Sweden at the present crisie. Her position Is
undoubtedly difficult. Should Russia, by any
chance, prove the victor in the present contest,
Sweden would find that she has committed sui-
cide by strengthening the bonds which unite
her to the Western Powera If, on the ciher
bhand, Russia is baffied, and the cost of the
war is such that the victors consider it just to
punish her, a present of Finland would proba-
bly reward King Oscar for his timely support.

Another sabject of gos=ip iz the vigit of Connt
Esterhazy to St. Petersburg. We give else-
where a very significant article from the Lon-
don (/lobe— generally supposed to write under
ministerial inspiration-—on the subject of his
mission. It seems to be understood that he is
the bearer of the ultimatum of Austria; and
that in the event of his failure, the Emperor will
Jjoin the Allies, Here, at all events, thisstory
will be received with doabt and indifférence.
Austria has evinced no desire to participate in
the war iu any contingency; but oa the coa-
trary a very lively anxioasness to keep ont of
it, and amuse the belligerents with never end-
ing negotiations. It looks as thongh she was
doing #o still. The London /o speaks of the
terms which Count Esterhazy is instru:ted io
propose to Alexander, as if they were not only
injurious but positively insuliing to Rassia; it
is curious, if this be true, that Francis Joseph
<hould bave chosen. for their hearer a states.
man whose Hussian gympathies are notorions.

It is enaid that the Czar is abont to emanci.
pate his serfs. The rumor needs confirmati n.
The late Alexander alnays meditated this de-
sign, und bad bis practical ability been equal
to his theoretical ingenuity, he would have tried
it in Roesia as he did in his German provinces,
Ile bad a scheme in his head for the abelition
of slavery not ooly in Russia but in the United
States also. Whether the present Czar follows
his example as far as this, remains to be seen.

Indian Affairs in the United StateseThe White
and the Red Races.

Having given the interesting report of the
Commissioner of Indian Affairs to our readers,
it bas occurred to us that the occasion is an ap-
propriate one to make some observations upon
the past eondition of the tribes in this country
in connection with the rapid extemsion of our
frontier limits. It Is impossible not to see that
the aberigines are everywhere regarded as
something less than men, We have sought to
improve their condition by establishing :mis-
glodfary schools amongst them; they have been
pensioners upon the public treasury—wards of
the executive departments. They have always
excited a large share of public sympathy, and
sirong hopes have been entertained that they
might be reclaimed from barbarism and ele-
vated to the spheres of social, moral and reli-
glous enlightenment.

The Indians are certainly an interesting race,
and it is agreeable toread the accounts which
the federal Commissioner has given of the hu-
mane efforta of the government to promote
their welfare. He¢ is sanguine of final success
in these labors. He reports the existence,
within our extended Territorial limits, of three
hundred and fourteen thousand of these red
men of the forest—these remarkable links
which seem to unite the brute with the human
gpecies. Not a comment iz made upon the
statement which the Commissioner has publish-
ed in regard to the nwwber of his wards. He
sees nothing in this fact to influence his
cpinions concerning the destiny of his people.
Ile encouragas ns with considerable progress
among the Chippewas of Michigan, and
the combined Chippewas, Oitawas and
Pottawattamies of Wisconsin, and a majorisy
of five tribes have also evinced no little ad-
vanccment in Texas! This is, with trifling va-
riations, the sum total of Indian civilization,
after two hundred years of effort. From many
millions of men and the sole masters of
the continent—from many hundred tribes
existing in the pride of superiority—the ac-
koowledged chicfe of empire and of domain
in America—they have been reduced to a
trifle over a quarter of o million of men, and
to-day give up scarcely a single hope that ho-
man eficrta are capable of &levating them to
the scale of civilization and Christianity. It
would almostscem as if Providence had clozed
the doors of progressagainst them. Uakoown
to the Christian age, to the Egyptians, to the
Chinese, to the Hebrews, to the (ireeks and to the
Romaus, they have steadily resisted every effor:
to introduce amongst them the arts of civiliza-
tion which existed in those nations. This may
geem to be a harsh judgment, and one uasuited
to the spirit of Christianity and to the temper
of the present age; but we prefer to look the
matter in the face and to be rational and prac-
tical. We cannot ignore the past if we would,
apd there is not-in all the variety of our rela-
tions with the red man, in peace or in war, poli-
tically, religiously or secially, a solitary sign
of their regeneration and enlightenment.

It i& vain to say they have been severely and
harshly treated— it is vain to refer to their ori-
ginal strength and rights on this continent,
and to their present weakness and dependence
—these things prove rather their stubborn re-
sistance to all the eforts of civilization, than
the cruelty of the white races. The sun
gives his rays to the white and red alike; the
earth is impartial in the fruits it bears to those
who npply’the conditions of prodoction; and
g0 it is with the conditions of civilization—they
too, are fortunately impartial, generons and
communicative. These examples to the Indian
have been valucless—and it iz precisely such
causes which have been foremost in leading
the white race step by step to its present condi-
tion of enlightenment.

A stationary people can no longer hope for
a protracted existence—and this is made ob
vious by the simplest comparison between the
Anglo-American and the aboriginal and Mexi
can races on this continent. The former have
driven out the latter, just as the English are
driving out the natives of the East, and as
Rueseia is steadily advancing upon the Otioman
cmpire. The same grand scheme of operations
iz going onin every part of the globe.

Judged by the standards of experience aad
philosophy, it is not difficult 1o come to the
conclusion that the native barbarous razes of
both the Eastern nnd Western coatinents ars
working out their destiny precisely as an over-
rling Providence intended they shonld. On
this gide of the water the Indians never held
more than a mere right of passage—a highway
privilege of the country. They never turned
the curth to uses of produstion. They added
nothing to the wealth or the civilization of
monkind. While population was crowding on
production in the Old World, they occupied
the New, and withheld it from the uses of the
buman family. Their expulsion was a high
Clristian duty—a work of humanity —and
what Is pow exhibited is sulicient proof of the
justice of this idea.

The chronic efforts of the governm:nt to edu-
cate, eivilize and Christianize them, constitute
cne of those stubhorn features of policy trans-
mitted to ue from our ancestors, which, like
the Indiang themselves, is capable of resisting
the forge of experience and the teachings of
cominen sencc and justice. They are actually
degraded by contact with the white race.
They chow n capability for engrafting upon
themeelves all our vices, and for suceessfully
rexisting all our virtues, Deaevolence and phi-
lantbropy in this way have been the bane of
their people-—the curse of their interconrs
with n=. It is very kindly, very elever, and
very Christian-like to sct on foot projects fur
the enlightenment of the ignorant and the re
formation of the depraved: Lut there onght io
be an end to such efforts when their fruits ar
gcen to be increased vice and depravity in th
ohjects sought to be benelittod.

Notwithstanding, then, the paternal and
oarnest spirit of the Commissioner of Indien
Affaire, und his humane snggestions looking
to the civilization of the Indinns, we submit
to Congress whether there should not he an
entire change in our federal policy toward
them. They should be regarded a- a
permanent tax upon the United States—they
should Le protected, ecared for, ard,
far 0= possible, provided against wunt,
and especially agningt the too harsh cucroncl
ments of our people: but this silly elort 1o
raise them to the dignity of American citizons,
to introduce them to the arta of civillzation,
to imbue them with the eplit of Uhrisi.
anity should cease. We should regord (hem s
they aro—as more than two bundred yoars of
intereourse with them have proved thom to be
—1 etter off, more virtuous and, if possible, more
humane when niterly separated from os than

vothalf so great in relieving them of their
lands, as through the corrupting influence of
snnual annuities, in degrading and prostitat-
ing them by our contset with them. Money is
their greatcurse-—it is the bait which invariably
draws to them a swarm of selfish, hideous rob-
bers and low debased villains, who with polson
in head, heart and hand, infect the poor Indians;
steal from them, debauch their women, and sow
the seeds of permanent evil wherever they go.
We are quite tired of these annual bulletins
from Washington expressing strong hopes of
the future, and remarkable only for neglecting
to state the true causes of the degradation of
the Indian roces, which in truth are to be
found in the cruel policy of the federal Union
iteelf.

1t the government will suppress its present
syetem, and drive out of office its twenty thou-
sand agents—ite blacksmiths, its superinten-
dents; annul its treaties—most of them procur-
ed by fraud, and nine out of ten without the
knowledge of the Indians themse!ves—and em-
ploy ite army to remove the tribes into the in-
terior, as remotr as possible, and annually
supply them wiih blankets, calicoes, guns, am-
munition and other needlul articles of use,
instead of the money now paid, the tools and
implements of agriculture and the thousand
articles they never use, we shall be sabserving
the cause of humanity, and posterity will give
us the credit of having, very late in the day,
done our duty to the poor Indian.

We concede that there would be dificulty in
carrying out this suggestion to the full extent.
The Supreme Court has declared that the In-
dian tribes must be recognized as independent
nationalities—a very fogy and absurd decision,
and one wholly founded in precedent, and as
completely rejected by reason. But there
would be no just grounds, however, for reject-
ing the whole machinery established for the
civilization of the tribes, and treating themas
races of irreclaimable eavages, entitled fo the
sympathy and the aid of the pzople of the
United States during their short remaining
carecr of existence. There are huodreds of
blecksmithe in the Indian service, at high
wages, who are searcely ever employed. They
are the instruments for introducing habits of
labor, themselves setiing the example of idle-
ness. The Indian department, embracing all
our rclations with the various tribes is the
most eorrupt of all the operations of the gov-
ernment, It is founded in benevolence—In o
humane desire to promote the welfare of the
savages—but it hae been perverted into an in-
strument of persomal peculation and whole-
sale official plunder. It is very easy in such a
condition of things to produce an interesting
statzment of the progress of the tribos; mean-
while the great fact stares us in the face that
civilization with them is retrograding--their
moral condition mora and more debased—
their spiritual affaivs horribly caricatured and
degraded—their social interests worse and
worse, and their numbers fearfully declining
every year.

Dr. DavEca—We publish elsewhere a long
extract from n letter of Mr. Russell’s, the Se-
bastopol correspondent of the London Times,
impugning the veracity of Dr. Davega.
