Lsrgi numbers of lathers of
ftuniliM, buMly engvgod in exctvation* oa riuaday, sup¬
posed that everybody else ww lk« *i-p employed in dig¬
ging himtelf out; but this 1jpredion proved f*l aclous,
and many people found it Imp ulo e to cut dowu town
early on Monday morning. If one could Lave takon a

hirdVeye view of this cisy ou iiuudty morning, at sun-

rise, the tcene would h»Y< born « pi- nd 1. The entire
eurfate of the island was o ve.ad with a enow blanket,
vanlng in depth from eighu-en ine.aej to four or Ova feet,
tni glittering like my r.ads of diamond*. This nicked
City had a pure white robe, aid tuo&ed iike an immense
bridal oake, although no confe ;iloner could bave frosted
it bo nicely. It looked like a new oom infant.robed in
innocence, lace and lintn cambric.
New York eita up very l**e on Saturday night, and

doe* net get up very e»> ly on aunday morning. On
that merning, too, New York I .si its milk, and
in some districts its ne*sp»p«r. Now York could
manage e foreign war, au earihquaie, an election,
the advent of another Kos-utb, or any o-.her great public
calamity; but New Yoik was craned oy a suow stora,
which stopped its ci;y c»>, f pmK lis coffee, and tabooed
its newspapers. After a wnlle, iu the up to *n streets,
certain bold spirits, chiefly < 1<1 New Kngiauders, (where
the wholo town tut as out simeil-es to clear a path to
the schoolhouse,) went 'orth an<) a used tnemselves by
clearing the snow from th^ir »t<i«welk«. Vory few people
rentuved to go to church in the tn i-utt.g. Several of the
ultra tasliionable churches mi-pec.<.ed i>e.Tices altogether,
the delicate pastors beii>g oul> tatr weather so'diers in
the great K: my of the Critts rou.e few p n>r privates in
the sane glorious force plodcea their way ihrouga the
drift*. but had to retu n without heir spiritual food.
That is the misfortune of cons run g th>ngs lieralty. The
eeztou of an up town chu- ch ^are an au excuse for no *er-

vices, that the '. principal people woo belonged there'*
never cfcme when it was b»d w-*tb*r; some few would al
ways come, rain or ahine, am te remained at tho portaj
to tell them that they could not worship God In that place
that day, becau.se He had «en; a -torm, and the "princU
pal people" preferred so rt»y «t home and read novels.
All of which shows the progress >f th» bioeternth cen

tury. The early Chrisaans um>d to perform their religtoaB
duties. Their successors «,mure them-e ves by jrolng to
church in fine weather.

It is a ringnlar fact that while tfce people ewld not get
Out on Sunday to go to church, tncy f rnno no difficulty
In trotting fast horses, attached to ail aorta of sleighs, up
And down Broadway. That it uatkable thoroughfare
prei.cn a lively scone in turn afternoon. The
avenues and tide it roota wee quite deserted, and
all the pedcstiiang made a straight line for Broad-
way. Waking was nit au e»sy matter, bat
everybody seemod cheerful ana happy, such is the ex-

lilirating effect tf anew on *11 into anl womankind.
The up townstrecta slumbered under their white blanket
wrapped up in mow and re-pe:tabi ity, wolle Broadway
*us fl:tt quiet, next anima ed uext merry, next rakish,
next rowdy, next very noi-v, uext at a late hour drunk
aud disorderly. Fhe character of BroaCwaj.never very
good. in particularly immoral in sieghing times. We
generally l.ave to iittlo amusement of this kind, that
young New York seems insane when tne Rust pavjmen:
in enow covcrod. Young New York thereupon pushes
horse flesh to the extreme «f entursnce. and realizes the
assertion tf the gentleman in tie pipuUr Bong whose
41 crab' (synonym for " hort-e'' in a me circles, more

vigorous t an polite) begun to fail, but who ''got an¬

other mile out of him by a- wietin' vt his tail."
Tie sleighing mania broke out at a v-ry e trly hour on

Sunday morning, and the livery stable keepers were up
bright aiul early to erj y it. They soon succeeded in
letting ail thei: vehicles at the most exorbitant terms.

The I.ong Island trains do not expect to b« running tor a

couple ol weeks, as their track is particularly exposed to
drifts.the centre of the island being very m«ch exposed
to the bigh winds from the Sound and ocean.

? RAILROAD TRIP IN A SNOW STORK.

Mention of the Philadelphia Train.<Xld Can- Fret Ex¬
pression of Opinion Avwngti the Pauenyrt.Com.

We have had a delectable time getting to Philadelphia.

We left New York at six o'clock.the tuual hoar.last
evening. At New Brunswick we were only seventeen
minutes behind tiu.e. In starting from that station,
eotte difficulty was experienced in getiing the train 1b
motion . After that, the remittance from tae snow steadily
increased. The storm was vl »lent, a high wind,
and tbe enow falling very fast. At Bndentown
we took another locomotive, and with double
power made better progress. At midnight we
arrived at Burlington, eighteen mile* front Camden,
where we found the track enoumberei by two other
trains. One of them had run Into tbe rear of the other,
which had passed it only a few minutes before, but no
dan-age of any account was done. A gentleman who
resides near by says that the engine* r of the train which
ran Into the one ahead of it bad been discharged from
the seivioe of the company, and but just received baok,
Theeo two trains ooula not sllr, and tbe passengers sat
wsitlsg in tbe cars 'or a long time. I was in the ladles'
ear, and that w as comfortably warm all the way. The
iar«t>gers in the other cars complain bitterly of the want
tfflte. They suffered greatly with the cold. Curse; upon the
Camden and Amboy compaty fell about as fast and thtok as
the enow flake*. After a vrble we despaired ofgetting away
before morning, ani some cf us made our way through
the .'.now banks to a ho'e). A sleigh was procured, and
the ladle's btO'gh*. down. All '.he be:s in the house were
waa'ed for them, snd a number were left wh) wire
obliged to occupy sofa-i la tne panor, while we, the
rcugber portion 'f tumnnity, hart to chon^e between
