I'lltell youall
about it. Longley and Clark came tome the day
before, and acked me to buy them: some powder and
shot. They said they were going to the ice nnuse,
and as some other fellows might be there they want-
ed to be prepured. Clark went with me, and we
bought five cents worth of gumhr and ball laf-
terwards met Longley and Clark at Haggerty's; 1
arked them where they were going. They said to
the ice house, and asked me to go along, We met
Driskill ut the swing Lridge. It was raining and he
had vu umbrells,
The rest went in, but 1 was too drunk to
climb the ladder. 1 laid down at the cor-
ner of the house and went to sleep. They
waked me when they came down, and suid they were
going out to Wild Cat; they said there were women
there; Driskill wanted to take me buck home, bat 1
m insizted on going along; when we got to the other
side of the wide water, Longley proposed to change
coats, and maid if 1 would act I.Ee cripple that he
would bave no aifficulty Eemng ir; I agreed: we
went up to the house and knocked; Fahrgnbaugh, 1
suppote it was, g tup and opened it; the boys forced
me in; there was a low fire: 1 sat down in a chair b
it; bad no soomer done so than 1 heard a piatol; it
appesred to be behind my back, next to the door; it
wis all over iu less than o mminute; we sturted then;
I aeked the boya what it all meant, but got no an-
swer; we parted thia side off Allen's, and I came
hieme. Thig, gentlemen, is the whole truth, 1am
poing to die; Tam no cowsrd, but die innocent of
either murder ar robbery. 1 forgive my coemies,
and hope that God Almighty will alao forgive them;
I leave my love to all.”

Diriskill suid that Rice had :aid all he (Driskill)
Liad tosay. He hoped that nothing would be pub-
lished about him but the tiuth, for the sake of the
feelings of bis friends. Much had been published
aboutshim that was faul-e. He, too, forgave all who
bad wronged him, end hoped God wonld forgive
them also.

Rice then ingnired if the Prosecuting Atloraey,
Mr. Najylor, was present, and on being told that he
was not, he expressed his regret, ag he had something
to gy to him. He said that in his trial he stood no
chance., 1 buate to speak it,”" he remarked,
““but I think the Prosecntor took unfair advantage
of me. He went uround to ali the other prisoners,
to get all the facts he could against me, but
Le vever eame to me to ask me anything. I
Lkoow, too, that some of them told him I was inno-
cent. Why was I put on my trial first, then? It's
unfair to try 8 man right off.  And I think jurymen
cught not to be called from the country. They ought
to be men of education. A countrymaa would M‘Y
toa man on the street, Do you know Abe Rice?
Yes, he isa bad man; he ouce tried to kill me;”
and he allows that to bias his mind. It is very hard
to pet the right kind of jurymen, I know. There
a1e #0 Imany fgeorant men.”

At the request of Driskill he then made a state-
mcnt in regard to conduct in one of the i n on
Drrigkail's trinl towards his (Drizkill's) mother, of a
most outrageons character, which, for good reasons,
we rFupprees publishing, but which certainly de-
serves investigution, He concluded by again hid-
ding “good bye to all,” and 1nmin5 to the Sheriff
saii “Hon. My. Blicriff, 1 aom ready.”

Duting the delivery of the above remarks, the
apeaker gave every evidence of sincerity and truth-
fulness of what he uttered. He could have no mo-
live in misrepresenting facts, and we have no doubt
but that his story will be generally credited. Clark
and Longley declared that Rice knew where he was
goiag and for what purpose, when they left this
city for the Wild Cat on tihe night of the murder.
Rice, as will be reen, denies this, Considering the
Joircumstances surrounding each at the time of their
declarations, there will be little trouble in deciding
which to believe,

The time having arrived for the execution, the
Sheriff atked if all were ready.

We are gratified to learn by a letter trom Forl Myers,
in the Tsmpa Peminsular of the 8th, ot the safoty of
Lieutenant tanfl, d to huve been d du-
1ing the late barbarcus massasre, The namer of the
kiued were Horth, eompany ‘'G,"" Ameriean; Foster, “E;"
Curran and Muravgh, “K, ' Irsh. The tollowing is & re-
linble an¢ connected statement of the affair :—

On Sunosy, December 16, Lient. Hartsufl and party
were halted moout 169 miles from Fort Drum. The [iea-
tenant took two men snd went toau Indisn encampment,
about three miles distant; saw an Indiaa, who ran trom
them. Proceeded next day to ¥ort Drum; foand it barnt
down; noticed that all the #ign-posts and mle-posts were
torn down. Monday mght, sturted for Fort Shackelford;
reached it Tuesdsy; foume that siso burnt down. Lieat
IL tork parties, aud went in differens routed to Indian
eneampments; iaw oo one,  Lett Fort Shackelfurd on
Saturday, saxnd arrived that vight at Fort Drunm,  Started
to Bow leg's town on Monday; sirived within three
miles of it, and epcnmped. Lientepant Hartsufl tnok
three of hisx men and went inte it; maw no one,;
some of the men in the party took a buanch of ba-
nanas; next day turned off to the lelt and visited an-
other Indian enesmpment; saw oo one; received or-
ders on night of 10th to prépare to atact for Fort Mrers
on L0th; on mornirg of £0th wero lyiog in & Fine grove,
half nere in extent, and abeut b A. M. were busy getting
tendy to mnhkhmln‘ &c., when the war whoop
sounded, and they received s volley, This, of course,
was utterly unexpeced, and all was confusion. Bome lit-
tle firing {rom the party ensued, but reveral were out of
the reach of thelr arma, Willinms was sixty yards dis-
tant frem Lin rifle, saddiing his herse; be made his es-
eape. Those who could get their pieces fired them, and
the rest Jomded for the Lieutinant wh fought bravely
until he was wounced, when he exelaimed: ‘I am done
tor,'" but suddealy palling out his pistol eried oat: *No,
by heavens, the pistol has saved iy e, for the ball has
struek it!"" Hannah and Baker were wounded at this
time. The survivors then separated, and itis presnmed
the plunder alone prevented savages from pursuing

them,
