The United States Benate yesterday was occupied
#n discossing the action of the Naval Retiring Board,
with reference particularly o the case of Lieat.
Maury. At the close of the debate an adjournment
till Thursday was agreed to. In the House a num-
berof propositions were presented. A motion that
#f no Speaker be chosen by Monday next members
wesign, wae laid on the table by only twenty-six ma-
Jority. Another, declaring William Smith, of Vir-
ginia, Speaker, received forty-seven votes. The
rule prohibiting debate brings ont the inventive
genius of members, and many novel expedients for
eflecting an organization are suggested. There are
reporta that Forney will resign the Clerkship, and
Shus force the House to ckoose a Speaker pro fem-
pore. It is not, however, easy to perceive how such
& course would prove a selution of the existing diff-
culty.

'ﬂ,;z steamship Wasbington, which left South-
ampton on the 6th instant, arrived &t this port last
evening, with news one day laterthan that which
‘was bronght by the America to Halifax. Owing to
“4he accident which occurred to the Washington on
‘her outward passage she was detained for muarly
four days at Southampton, undergoing repairs. De-
tails of the mishap are given. The Belgique, from
Antwerp for New York, had ssiled from Southamp-
ton. Itappears from the Lordon papers that the
fall of Kare had semewhat diearranged the gians of
the Allies for the spring campaign, and that it was
considered as of vital importunce that the Russian
advance in Asia should be cliecked, if possible. It
was said that France was determined to renew hos-
tilities with viger, but some idea that a pesce would
ensue from the Esterhazy mission still lingered both
im Paris and Vienna. Market quotations remained
about the same a8 when the Ameriea sailed.

A despatch from Washington states ihat Spain
has joined the Western Powers, and that she will
take the field in the spring with an army of fifteen
or twenty thousand men.

Adviees from Honduras have been reecived at Bos-
ten. No dates are given. It is stated, however, that
Cabanos was reparted to be ou the frontier, with four
bandred Americans and one thousand native troops,
en route to recover Honduras—to wrest it from the
grasp of Lindo. It is aiso stated that Gnardiola will
not oppose them. We rather suspect that all this is
anticipatory. We do aot believe that Cabanos is
yet on the frontiers of Honduras; but we have no
douhbt he will scon be {kere, and restored to the Pre-
midential chair, from which he was driven by Car-
rera’s troops.

The Prohibitory Liguor law is very distasteful to
the New Brrnswickezre. The firat trial under it took
phice 5t 8t. John, on the Sth inst., and created dn
intense excitement. Through some informality the
case was dismissed. The crowd formed in proces
sion, bearing aloft images of the informers, which
were subsequently burned in the public square. A
collision between the people and police occarred,
and one officer wag badly hurt in the fight. At
Fredericton & public meeting, over which the Mayor
presided, was held ou the 11th inst. Resolutions
condemnatory of the coercive law were passed near-
ly unanimously.

Nothing done in the Legislature yesterday, no
quorum being in attendance in cither house.

The naval conrt martial at Philadelphia effected
am organization yeeterday, and proseeded with the
4rial of Commander Ritchie, whe plead not gailty.
Mr. Etheridge, chief clerk of the Navy Department,
was the only witness examined. His testimony, to-
gether with the charge and specification preferred
by the Seeretary of the Navy, is given under the
telegraphic bead.

The officers of the Americen State Council of
Massachusetts have issued directions to the subordi-
nate councils of that State to hold, on the J1st inst.,
elections for delegates to the National Nominating
Convention to be holden at Philadelphia on the
22d February.

A good deal of business was trensacted in the
Board of Aldermen last evening, The appointment
of Mr. Geo. H. Purser as Corporation Attorney was
confirmed. The sppointments by the City Inspec-
tor were not confirmed: his communication wa. or.
dered to lie on the table, by a vote of eleven to ten.
A communication trom the Commissioner of Repairs
and Supplies, withdrawing the nominations hither-
%0 made by him and non-comnfirmed by the Board,
was received, and lald on the table. The President
anncanced the seversl committees for the enrrent
year. Alderman Moser, of the Third ward, is serd-
eusly indisposed.

The Board of Conveilmen met yesterday aftor
noen, and adjourned, atter a session of half an hour,
till Wednesday evening, withoul accomplishing any
business of importance.

The corner of the seventh week of the pre-
sent Congress has been doubled, and we are yet
without an erganization of the House of Rep-
resentatives Never were two hundred and
thirty representatives of the people mor,
unsaccessful in the discharge of a pudic
trust; never more succeseful in winning ¢he
contempt of the country. Buch a we nt of
faith in the transaction of private ? ysiness
would meet with prompt rebuke and ‘gismissal.
It is not very important, to be sure,” ghat other
nations may say and think of the pr ggent condi-
tion of the American House of Re' yresentatives.
It is & matter that has been dise' jssed at St. Pe-
tersburg, Vienna, Paris and ¥ .opdon, and we
have already been credited w,ih a vast amount
of folly and some wickedne'is, The represen-
tatives of the people of t} ¢ Great Republic
set an example to their o’ istituenta and to the
world of utter paralyris, if pot anarchy.
Where are the lawe vihen the lawmaking
power site hendless andi motionl ess? Where is
the vitality of the Tederal sy tem which was
formed to work by the conjoint force and coun-
sel of the Executive, Legisla’ jive and Judicidl
departments of the gover ament, when the
great central authority of 11 these, the popu-
lar branch, stands power’ [eas for the want of
2 bead? Have we formi gable dificulties to
setile peacefully or oths rwise with England
and Spain, and perhape ! gaif fhe governments
of the 01d World, and wyet we sre unable to
organize the Houuse of Representatives, with
which body the const’ jtation has lodged the
ultimate power of d' xision” Po the people
desire to be heard ur pom the subject of a con-
fessedly weak admin’ jstration, both foreign and
domestic? Their re' presentatives cannot agree
upon & presiding of foer.

It is not, indee 4, importent to the present
Congress what e aliginened men everywhere
may think of the goveroment of the United
States at this mc awent, but it is important to
the American Jgeople. They are utterly dis-
graced by the [ reeceedings-of the House, which
has ceased to have a legislative character;
and it would t e strange indeed if it should be
regarded as otherwise than as & work of
shameless pri setitation by men high in public
trusts. Ovex forty -days have elapsed
gince the H:pusze underiook to orgenice—itis
now, 88 nen rly as possible, in the exact posi-
tion it first mssumed, It is divided into three
factions; t'~o of them professing adhesion to
the constitution, and high end patriotic pur-
poees to swstain thet divine compact; the other
is the blmck republioans, deep dyed traitors,
not only to the federal system, but to every
other rational and humane suggestion by which
mankind is likely to be benefisted. It isthe lat-
ter force, led on by William . Seward, encou-
[ raged and sided by every monarchist in Ea-
rope-—by every titled enemy of the republic,
every aristocrat whese power is menaced by
the advancing force of popular government
here, in England and on the Continent—a
combination looking to the immolation of the
constitution, to an invasion, ultimately, of the
slave by the free Etates, the destruction of
slavery, the amalgamation of the races, and the
final test of euperiority of the one or the other,
ag described by Mr. Danks; it ia this force which
has invaded Congress, and has the criminal face
to demand the control of ite Speaker!

An abolition Bpeaker of the House of Rep-
resentatives! The abolitionists—the disunion-
ists in & majority in the popular branch of the
government! Do the votes show this? No.
Ie there & majority against the disunionists?
More than a hundred ballots have so decided.
What then have thiz majority been doing that
they have not clected a Speaker of their own !
What better are men who so vote, having the
power to eave the credit of the House and the
honor and integrity of the government, as to
put into conslant jeopardy that credit, that
honor and that integrity, than those who make
no ecruple of their tresson and no loager hide
their shame? Is it enough to defeat
Banks?! Owe they nothing to the consti-
tution, to the people, to the world ! May they
get up in selfjustification their adhesion to this
party or that, when impeached for neglect of
great and golomn duties impoged upon them by
the crganic laws of the republic? And yet
who will say that the democrats and Know
Nothings are not now exclusively, and we may
add wickedly, bound fo their respective par-
ties ! Has any political apalysist discovered in
the House, so far, more than one or two per cent
of patriotiem, and that =0 diffused through
the corroding masees of partizanehip asto be
utterly undistinguishable? Seven weeks de-
voted exclusively to party—seven weeks ac-
tion at the publie expense to build up the abo-
lition traitors of the North, the Know No-
things and the democrats! Tlow happens it
that neither of the lutter intaresls has disco-
vered that the movement, whatever it may be,
that ehall defeat the disunioniste and elect a
nationel man, will go far to recommend the
men and (ke purly that ehall be [nstrumental
in ite executien?! Do the friends of Richard-
gon and Fuller for o moment imagine that
they are doing a creditable business in thus
playing dog at the public expense?

The
rcheme to elect Mr. Burr to the Presidency
over Mr. Jefferson—the fierce bauk ware upon
Gen. Juckson, exhibit clesrly enough the
fallibility of members of Congress; and if
theee are not suflicient, contemplate for n mo-
ment the present House of Representatives,
with o clear nationel majority, protracting the
election of a Speaker for nearly two months on
mere personal and party grounds,

If nothing is due to the spirit of the govern-
ment—nothing to the interests of the people—
nothing to our honor a& a nation, to our sia-
bility, to our unity and to our eMecicney in the
eyes of foreign States—would it not ba wel] to
consult the condition of our foreign relations,
and see If there moy not be found in them
reasons for a prompt organization? If this
folly is not to be perpetual, and is not utterly
blind to faith, to honor and to elf-respoct: if
the House & not determined by its proceed-
ings to degenerale into revolution, to disgrace
its members and to fix npon the country a his-

toE Russian'Exprag.—We publish to-day a col-
lection of interesting documents taken from
various sources, giving & comprehensive view
of the social, pelitical and industrial instite-
tions of the Russian Empire; its resources,

financial and sgricultural; its admirable sys-
tem of labor association, by which its progress

has been so rapidly advanced, together ~with

statements of the feelings and sentiments of
the various classes of its popnlation ‘in regard

to the war, On the priociple of giving both

sides a fair hearing we have copied copiously

from Russian as well as English and French

authorities, and we think that our readers will

= an impartial review of all the facts present-
sdde them, concur with us in the conslusion

that up to this period great ignorance has pre-
vailed with regard to the real condition and
prospects of the Russian people. Instead of
being the semi-barbarians which they are re-
presented, their artell or system of association
displays a high degree of intelligence, and the
manner in.which it is carried out exhibits the
character of the people in the most favorable

and amisble light. It has solved one of the
most difficult problems of political economists
—that of the organization of labor, and were
the Western populations to borrow a lessen
from it, we should not hear of such deplorable
destitution as their condition frequently pre-
sents. A people who have the good sense and
stendiness of purpose to submit their intereste
to an intelligent and benefizial control, regu-
lated by the eollective wisdom of the commu-
nities to which they belong, must surely be
reserved for some higher destiny than that of
being the slaves of a despotic, although in
some degree o paternal system. It is reasona-

ble to suppose that their present political con-
dition is only a transition gtate, and that, ns
they have already realized some of the bless-
ings of popular action in their social relations,
they will yet be enabled to extend the prinei-
ple to the whole framework of their govern-
ment, Even a Russian republic rivalling our
own in its influence over its contineut is.noi
among the improbable events of the next half
century.

Hicnway Ropperies ANp STREET MURDERS—
New Onrper oF THE Mavor.—The large num-
ber of assaults aud robberies which have ocev |
red recently in our streete, aud the escapes in
many instances of the pariies who committed
them, have, we are glad to perceive, aroused
the attention of the Mayor. Rightly consider-
ing that the impunity with which such crimes
are perpetrated, is, in a great degree, attribu-
table to neglect of duty on the part of the po-
lice, hie has issued the following order to the
Captains of Police, in which he declares hisia-
tention to hold every officer responsible for all
breaches of the public peace and burglaries that

may be committed on his beat hereafter:—

Burglaries, deadly agsanlts nod bratal fights are
aga'n becowing frequent st noight lo this city, aud
enppest omwissivn or derelistion of duty by ke ém!h«-.
whose egpecial duty it i8 to provest them or fo d's
cover snd arrest the perpetrators. As ecaptuio of 1
fores in your distrier, your own share of respoasibility,
for ihe vaistence of &us evile—so far us your ward is gon-
cernecd=—is very greéat, lam nst disposed to relieve you
from it, ko leng a= the men under yeur commsnd, on
whose beate these oecurrences take place, are unreported
to ws, and eunsequently go unpumizhed. Now, there
fore, you will prompily :eﬁn’t 1o me, the next morniog
after it coours. e.tr‘y burglaty, fight, rict, drunken brawi
or vivlence of any kind that takes lace in your distriet,
with the names of the cfficess on the beat, at the time it
oeeul s, with the necessary aflidavit, to the cnd taat they
may be tried berore the Commissioners, and the e
poriment relieved of them, if any dereliclion of duty is
proven, The fsel thal any such voenrrev.e takes place
will be prima facie evidence sguinst the officer in chargs
at the iime. You will consider a8 an imperative
orfer, and not to be omitted ueder any clrenmstanoes
whatever.

AponaTior, v tue Ixpiay Counrry—Is Joun
Ross ax  Aporimiosisr *—We transfer to the
Herarp this morning several very interesting
extract; from our Arkansis exchanges, on the
sleveyy question and abolitionism in the
Clrevokee Nation, including a racy description
of the great chiel, Jobn Roee, and of the way
#a which bhe has become abolitionized through
the snti-slavery Quakeress who rejoices in the

wealthy chieftain. One of our Arkansus co-
temporaries, however, insinuates that Gov.
Ross is something of & Mormon in his matrime-
nial relations, which may or may not be true,
as we bave mo posilive personal knowledge
upon the subject. Be that as it may, our par-
pose 4n theee extracte will be accomplished in
exhibiting the anti-slavery sympathies of Gov
Ross, and the trovble which he is likely to
bring upon himse} and his people if he shall
persist in following this Jack-o'-lantern of
sbolitiopism.

The Cherckee Nation occupy & large portion
of that great and fertile Indian reservation
lying south of Kansas Territory and west of
Misgouri and Arkansas. To this reservation
the government has transferred from time to
time the remnants of various Indian tribes
from the eastern side of the Mississippi, in-
cluding ‘Cherokees, Choctaws, Chickasaws,
Creeks and Seminales. Surpassing all the rest
in numbers, and in their progress in the arts
and customs of civilized life, the Cherokees
alone appear to have substantially solved the
problem of the capacity of the Indian for civili-
zation, in his favor. They are a prosperous
and thriving community. Their farms, shops,
schools, churches, &o.; their general habits of in-
dastry, sobriety and honesty; their general cha-
racter as intelligent, peaceable and law-abiding
people, have established the fact that they at
least are equal to the demands of a civilized
organization. Many of them, we believe, are
wealthy planters and owners of slaves, and
the institution of slavery is as much a part of
their gocial system as of their next neighbors,
the people of Missouri, Arkansas and Texas.

Considering, therefore, their geographical
gituation and the southern structure of their
social institutions, it is not surprising that the
Cherokee Legislature should provide a law of
protection against abolition emmissaries living
or coming among them. The act which they
recently did pass, it strikes us, was altogether
reasonable under the circumstances. Nor can
we conceive how their Governor or Great
Chief, John Ross, could veto such an act ex-
cept from rympathy with such fanatics, dema-
gogues and humbugs as Wm. Lloyd Garrison,
W. H. Seward and “Uncle Tom.”

The commentaries of our Arkansas cotempo-
raries on the mischevious tendencies of any
tampering or conalving with abolitionism
smong the Cherokees, in any case, are not
overdrawn. The only safety to the Cherokee
nalion, in their present locality, Is to maintain
their Southern institution of slavery, and to
discourage, by all lawful means, the visita-
tions of intermedling and mischief-making
abolitionists, John Rossis said to be a half
breed, ranked as a great man even by the Cabi-
net at Washington. As Governor of his people,
ke has certainly exhibited the highest qua-
lities of eoldier and civilisn, He must

be aware, then, or ought to know,
that ke abolition of slavery among
the* Clerokees  would inevitably be

followed by their removal to some less desira-
ble country farther Weet, or with the speedy
destruction of the tribe, originating from re-
peated forays from Arkapsas, Missouri and
Texas in search of fugitive slaves. These vi-
¢its would create had blood, war would fol-
low, and the now yprosperous and happy Chero-
kees, with all the surrounding tribes, would
soon be exterminated or expelled from their
beautiful and fertile reservation.

Let John Ross beware ot the Kanuwis aboli-
tionists. The tribe of which he is the great
Chicef and Governor have made him a mil-
liouaire. Let bim, in return, remain faithful to
them and their true interest, llave nothing
to do with abolitionism. Its sympathies are
for the black man, not the red man, and for the
bleck slave and sgainst his master, and not for
the free black, though he be starving for a
crust of bread. What would our aholitionists
care for the utter destrnction of the Cherckee
nation, provided ihat thus another opening
were made for another Kunsas experiment
against the South, The Cherokees, slaveholders
themeelves, have Southern States and slave-
holders ae their neighbora. If they would re-
main where they are, and be protected, let them
be true to themselves and their neighbors, Is
John Ross an aboli tionist
