At the first
board Virginia 6's declined J per cent; Missouri 6's,
4; Nicaragua Transit, J; Reading Bailroad.i; Pa¬
nama Railroad, ?. New York Central Railroad, *;
Hart/ord and New Uaren, ). Michigan Southern

opened at 91 and closed at 91f per oent. The acti¬
vity in thk stock is much talked of. We cannot
lean that any broker is the street is baying for his
own acoount The orders are all from the outside,
and from parties able to take every share purchased.
The transactions to-day in this stock were larger than
we have known for many years. Very important oou-
nectfciw are about being made by the company,
aod thoM; who were early posted were the first In
the field as puitha^ers. This is no Wall street bab¬
ble, but one of those phases in the history of pro¬
minent railroad companies, which parties occupying
favorable positions avail themselves of to
great advantage. The Detroit connection Is
considered by those who know most about
these matters, a movement of the highest
importance, and aa that appears to be the
basis of the heavy purchases of the stock, it must
be admitted that it is something more than a proba
bility. There were sales of Milwaukie and Missis¬
sippi to-day at 83 a 83\ per cent. The aggregate
was made up of small lots. The great trouble with
this stock is its scarcity. Holders have n> desire to
sell, and orders in the hands of brokers remain for
weeks unsati.-tied. Galena and Chicago was sold
to-day more freely than usual, without change in
prices. It closed at 1104 Per cent, buyer 60 days.
This stock is so well kn iwn that parties wishing to
purchase do not stand about one or two per cent.
Erie was not so strong to-day, but the fluctuations
do not alarm holders or speculators for a rise. It is
destined to touch much higher points before the
lapse of many days. It is our firm belief that at cur¬
rent rates Erie is about the cheapest railroad stock
on &e list. We notice the sale of a small lot of
Chiriqui Coul Company stock to-day at 25 per oent.
A small iot was sold yesterday at the same figure.
This is the oompany we alladed to a few days since.
Us coai resources are snid »o be inexhaustible, but
the mining of an immense quantity of coal is not at
all necessary. We have shown that the salo of
100.000 tons per annum will give the st »ckholders

a dividend of thiity-three per cent. Its coal lands
coulu not be more favorably located. Occupying a

position midway between San Juan del Norte, Nica-
ragua and Aspinwall, the supply of those ports
could be made at once, almost without any outlay of
capital. Contiguous to Jamaica aud Havana, those
ports would look to tl>is company for supplies. The
importance of this coal deposit to our steam marine,
if it be as extensive as represented, cannot be over

estimated. Its value must be equal to all the other
mineral resources of the country, for it will lead to
their developemert. It is not only important that a

proper supply of coal should t;e found in that locali¬
ty, bat that it shoald be so accessible. It lies directly
on the banks of the lagoon, an 1 on a large island in
the lagoon, and can be cheaply and expeditiously
mined. It is the only ooal fit for fuel which has
ever been discovered in that region, and the Chiriqui
lagoon is represented to be the only safe harbor on
the coast between Nicaragua aud Aspinwall.
At the second board the market was altogether
