Latest from the Semminole War,
ONE CORPORAL AND FIVE FPRIVATES FIRED UFON BY
INDIANE—FIVE MEN KILLED OR CAPTURED.

The Tampa Peninsula of the 268th ait. suntaing intelll-
genee of forther inhviman buteheries in Bouthern Florlla,
and Intest nceounts of thu&mgrm of the war, Thay
were brought to Tamps by the United States schooner
Experiment, arrived the night of the 26th, and coming
dircet from Col Brown, ey ba cunsidersd official.  The
following i« & eopnected wod suthentic parcative, ns
muce out from 1he report of (hat ofeer:—

A wood party, consisting of & corporal and five pri-
vales, with two wogors apd twelve mules, were fired
upio by some Afteen Incians, sbout four miles from Fort
Ieynaud, cn the roao Jeading from that postto Forct
Thompeon, on the morming o1 the 18tn lost. A4 fir aa
knewn, only one mau, Private Peterman, of Gompany C,
escaped. He wmsde his way to Fort Deynaud, and report-
€d the at'ack. FPeterman reeeived n slight wound n ths
call of Lin leg. Lievtenanis Lerned ard Garoer, wich
about thirty tive enlisted wen, were immediately ordered
by Uol Brown to march to the plaee where the party was
utiseked, resoun the wounded or dead soldiers, and i any
siges of the lndinos ahould be seen, to pureus and chas-
tire them.

Litut, Larped returned and reperted that he foand the
two wegons, londed with eypress poles, snd the twelve
mn €6, deed.
