Calkb Bamrow, Esq , from the Committee on Usurylaws, stated tbat he had seut circulars to 2 500 mer
hants in various parts of the country, and from nine of
rltfm had he received an answer favjrable to the presen
amy laws.

Tbe merchants and tnbabitan's generally of this city,

Such being the oase, it is extremely daslrable that not
nly the city ot New York, but all the prlnoipal cities
nd towns in the State, should earnestly unite in the er-
prt to placs tbe subject in lis true light befire tai n«xt
#gifilature, In the ounfident hope that relief will thereby
e secured.
It is not in cash loans only that our usury laws com-

licate and embarrass, but, under the geueral terms of
le act relating to "forbearance of money, goods, or
lings In action," they enter injuriously into the move-
tents of credit in all forms Our produce dealers or
gents, when receiving a heavy presB of merchifiilse,
lay occasionally find it convenient to obtain some cre-
It facilities or credit loans from their mora ouulont
e'ghbors. This is now done under a circuitous device,
osting the app'icant much store than tne same arrange-lent would coat under free curron.-y laws.
It is a well known fact, that the commercial prosperityf tbe principal trading emporiums of our State his been
ssentially promoted by the removal ot all unnecessaryrjpedimenta In the way of inspection laws, its.
This naturally suggests the confident belief that such
eneflt would be greatly enhanced by extending the like
efdom to money.
England has long since abolished her usury laws. The
rimes' late tendency, and indeed positive effect, of such
eedom was to impart Increased ease and stability to
ielr meney market. The rates ot interest have ra ol
>wer In England during cheir free currency laws of the
ast twenty years than they ever did before. When
loney is abundant in London, it is generally abundant

over commercial fi.ur |>*. No ono oau reasonably
oubt but that the same salutary influences wjuII flow
om the city of New York, whenever their oitizeas eta
ojoy tbe like fi eedom in thelr'currency laws.
It bas been 'eared by some that any esserrial relax t-
on in our usuiy laws might possibly disturb existing
lortgages upi n leal estate. This fear Is shown to bJ
uite groundle s, by the last that no such result has f »i-
>wed tbe comparative freedom that has long existed in
ae ujiury laws ol more than two-thirds of the States of
ur Union, nor was aoy trouile caused in mor gaga
«ns in tngladd by tbe repeal of the usury laws there.
So tar from injury, tbe parties needing money upon

x rtgag* wou;a, beyond all doubt, be greatly bene fitted bytie new slate of things now sougnt for, because
t would m?*t effectually put an end to all the oppressivetratagems that havo been and are ss»Jl being resorted to,

s well in oountry a* in city, in the vain and ae'.usive oe-
tof cf evariag our uaury a stute.
A good deal has been said in times past as to the lend-

rs of money being the class asking for the change In tne
tws under consideration
It i* probuoly true that both borrowers and lender* in

U oomn.e-clal places unite la the condeaanatlm of such
sury laws as we bare In this State. Still, as a more
latter of fact, It may be well here to name that, for the
ast five years, the move for this reform has proceeded
Imost entirely from the borrowing class of our citizens.
Iven our wealthiest merchants, including fully seven-
Ighth* of our bank directors, realize greater profits whenbe ratea of Interest rule low.
Kefening to such publications as may be sent here-

fltb, for a more detailed exposition of the views of the
hamber, the unierngned would ask tbe favor of a reply
:om you, expressing your own opinion as to how far tbe
tovement for this most vitally Important reform will be
anetlonod and concurred in by tbe great trading cities

At that tllne aibfll had been reported by the Judiciary
loromittee, and from thenee it went before the oommitte*

f tine, where a compromise was made, so that the las
amed committee unanimously reported a bill continuing
be rate at seven per cent per annum, but reducing the
enalty to merely the loss of the interest, instead of the
recent barbarous exaction of tine and imprisonment
*>d 1ms of all the sum lent. Thus a lender at more than
even per cent per annum eould collect the principal la
suit, bat must rely upon the honor of the borrower (or
be interest.
Hits Dill was brought to a test vote on the 10th of

.pril, 1852, and received 66 votes for it, to 35 against
i. Lc st for want ot the constitutional affirmative vote
f 66.
The question was reconsidered, and brought up to a
ote again on tho 13th of the same month, when it re¬
vived 69 votes Tor It, to 37 against it. Thus it was lost

Tke Bwkcr Hoom Homicide.
INTEOTIQACTOW UTOS1 OOSONKK BBDPIN9 AND A

JUBY.
The Investigation of this affair wai continued yester¬

day, bat not concluded, m wm expected it would be. The
court room wm crowded, as en prevloua day*, end the
Interest remain* unabeted.
The following witnesses were examined:.
John Quinn, of 36 Union street, testified to aeelng the

body of MoLaughlin at the Barker House, about half-past
nine o'closk on Thursday evening lest; knew nothing of
the merits of the affair.

Dr. John Blaokmore, recalled, stated that he made an

examination of the wound of Mc'-*ughlln, while lying
on the floor; he was gasping then, and died lion after; a

knife was shown to him by officer Cunningham, and it
looked as if there were streaks of blood upon the bltde;
the Barkers had been arrested before that; the blood on

the knlre was dry.as dry as it Is now.Hooking at it) ;
this was between 9 >4 an i 10 o'elook; It might have been
near 10; saw the uffioer ansheath the kni'e; blood con¬

geals very quiokly, especially ia small quantities, on a

To the jury.Don't think there would necessarilyhave
been any blood on the sheath, with so little up in the
blade; am certain the blood upon the blade would dry in
an hour; if tne knife w*n drawn quickly alter being
plunged, it would bare very little blood on it; the clothed
might wipe It off; the knife shown might indict su:h a

wound; a towel w«s shown to me between 10 and 11
o'clock; it was taken from behind the bar; officer Pain, I
tbink, showed it tJ me; don't recollect using that towel;

I wiped mj hands upon some cloth that was thrown down
to me; con't think I could recognize the cloth luted.
(Towel shown.) I Identify toe towel by tha two marka
upon It, clone together; saw no one that night aid in
roiling the deceased over; I wan called to the hou.se by
officer Williams It Is utterly Impossible to recognise
towels especially when there's a dtieu in the house
alike; the blood might have been put on by wiping the
fingers; I mlffht have used it; Geo. W. darker apooared
to be ready to gire any aid In liis power, and did not ap¬
pear to be excited more than usual under such olrcuin-
stancee.

Dr. Wm. C. Ottarson, recalled, testified to making a
superficial examination of the head of de leaned, bu.t
fund no marks of violence sufficient to cause death.
Hannah Barr McQee, of No. 1 Union street, testified

that she oould see over into tbe Barker House from her
residence, and saw a scuttle there on Thursday evmilnsr
she was looking out of the window, through the glaa,,
the door of the Barker House was open, and saw one
man lying on the floor and aaotbar leaning over him; aaw
no blows Btruck, or j.uy Instrument la any one's hand;could Identify no ne; wl'ness was in tbe third sto-y.
Agnes Michei son, a smiill girl, who was present with

Mrs. McGee on tho above evening, testified to seeing a
eouille and a man lying near the stove, and another
benjing over, as il striking him; a light dog was by their
side; at'teiwards went over and was admitted by a poll)]-
man, where I saw the dead man; a little girl named
Scott went with me.
James Cane, a policeman of the Third district. tostiflol

to seeing Mclaughlin In George Losee's, Hamilton ave¬
nue, near the ferry, on Thursday uight; saw him,
O'Bilen and Murphy afterwards golug up towards ITulon
slieet; next 1 saw nlui lying in tbe barroom on his face,
feet towards the billiard room and head towards the
ferry; officers Williams, Mr. Murray and myself went in;

1 asked James Barker, who catne trom behind tbe ooua-
ter, wbat tbe matter was; he said there was a man
lyltg drunk, and he wished me to take him out of the
house, and I repaed that there mast be something else
the ma'ter, judging from the blood I saw ua tha lloor
where decuased was lyln<: Barker then said there bad
been a muss there, and like as not a dog had oit him;

1 took hold of him, with Mr. Murray, to see where ha was

bit; this was about half-past 8 o'clock; unbuttonul his
vest and pantaloons, and ralsod up his shirt until I came
where the gash was; I then remarked that this was a
queer bite of a dog; James Barker said he cid not kaow
anything a^out it; both Barkers were present; Oearg%
W. was behind the bar, about three test diataat; I
raided McLaughlin partly up and asked if he knew who
did it; he made an elfort to speak, but could not; I laid
Mm down on bis back, and some one put a chair cushion
under his head; 1 then went outside and asked a man
to stand by the door and let no one out or in; also spoice
to Mr. Too:e (a jurvman) and to Thomas Cat;»n; I gave
my club to s me oua to go out and giv* the alarm rap f >r
more aseintance; then told Geo. W. Barker not to go
away from behind the bar, or take snything a vay from
it; several officers come in, and by my orders all the
parties were arrested aud taken to the station house; offi
cer Cunningham anl myself went behind the bar and
commenced searching on a little shelf under the counter
filled with bottles; officer Cunningham felt behind the
bottles and drew out a kcife; the knife produced is the
one; it had rather more blood on one side of it than there
la now; he showed it to me and I returned it to him, and
he then showed it to Dr. B;ackmore, who took a rula out
of hie pocket and measuring the knife and the cut said
they corresponded, and he had not the leaat doubt that
tbe wound was made with it; Dr. Blaokmere then left,
and some time after returned and told me that there
had been more blood on the knife, and that it had
been wiped on so-nething; he told me to search
behind the counter .for a towol upon which
It mtght have been wiped I found the towel behind the
bottles, near where tbe knife was taken, about a foot
trom It; the towel had blood upon It In two or three
plices; believe the towel produced Is the one; I rolled It
up in a piece of paper and pnt it in my pocket; it was
damp; gave It to Captain Vancerveer, at the station
houee.
To the Coroner.Tne blood on the knife was dry when

I saw it; don't think the knife or towel could have been
placed where they were found without going behind the
counter.
To the Jury.I handled the deceased before taking up

the knife and towel; had wiped my hand* off on a paper
about an hiur previously; there was no blood on my
hands; did not see any blood on any person but de¬
ceased.
George F. Williams, an officer of the Third district pi.

lice, tent i fled to coming into the barroom at the time
that Paddy Murphy was scuttling with some one on the
floor; did not see McLaughlin then; took Murphy out;
?»w no weapon of any kind; returned in Are minutes
with officer Crane: met Murray at the Union stree*. door
gotrg in; think I heard him say, ''Show me the son of a
b. that done it"; did not hear any other remark; the
knife was not found while I wax there; in* lie Au^hlin
when I returned; he alive yet, and 1 went for the
doctor and came with him; caught a glimpse of the kuite
produced in the hands of officer Cunningham; think it
had a atreik of bio id on i'.; saw officer Cane wrap the
towel up and put it in his pocket.

The remainder of this witness' testimony was corrobo¬
rative of that rf officer Cane.
Owen Cunningham, a police officer of the Tuird

dlstiict, testified that McLaughlin was lying
dead upon the floor when he came in, aud
George W. Darker was oehind the bar; asked him who
stabbed decease'!, ana he s*id he did not know; asked
him, then, if he could not reccguize any one in the af¬
fray ; he Mid he rid not know any; that there had been
a l arty of New Yorkers in there; ho then movad up to-
wan s the Hamilton avenue hide of the bar, and Jvnes
Barker came down stairs; asked him who did it, and he
made no reply, and walied away; the other officers catne
in and took tie barkeeper into custody; wont beliud
the bar and found a knife stowed awa; on a shelf be¬
hind alot ofblack bottles aoout three fee'. from the etid
of ihe oounter, towards Union street; pulled it out of the
scabbard, anrt eaw blood upon It; th^ kuite produced is
the one; an old gentleman was behind the counter thea
overhauling as if looking for somothing; another inm
came behind, as 1 got the knife, an.i ask-.<l to look at It;
i s-id 1 would take car* of it; showad it to Dr. Black
irore, wbo measured the cu* and tue kuifV, and Maid tint
was the instrument with whi:h '.be wound w*s indicted;
put the kui'e la my iiocHet, and handed it to Captain
Ynndertoer when 1 g >t to the station house; I fmui
tte kni'e be'ore I touched tlie wound: I "'aid there in
tlie Bai ker Hou.-o all light: doa't think any man cu d
j ut the kuife where I f< und it.
To the Juty.The blood on tbe koife was fresh en»ogh

for me to 'like it off with my flnger; there wai a pretty
bt-avj gore on one siae; w<-nt to the station hoase with
the knife, and then citiu* biik ngtia; did not seo the
towel; h"ard them speak nb"Ut it; also a*,* a pist>l and
club behind the b»j.

Charles B. Gotten, a boatder at the Barker House, tea-
titled that l.e was bitting in his par or in 'die third ><tory,
and heard the cry of "watch I" "murder I" and "po¬
lice!" acd, throwing down my papeiy went down into
thebarioom; there was no dlsturaance there, but there
bod been one; there was no one behind the bar; the two
Barkers, the two Pendleton*, i'.iplaia Fountain, Mr. Bar¬
rett and Mr. Know.-ley were ail standing in th> vicinity
of the stove; shortly alter officer Willis us and another
fsrnt in; previously, Mr. Kanwi ey and myself stepped up
to deceased, and Knowsley picktd up hi-i clothes, but as
we saw co wound we stepped b.ick ; some one remarked
that the man was stabbed; thiu.; it was one of the men
who came in with the officers; the next I notioed waa
the arrest of the two Barkers; Dr. Blaokmore came in
sometime before, and (ieorge W. Barker prepared somo
biandy for the wounded man; the officers took the
Barkers off. and James Barker requested me to take
clik.ge ot the bar; I went behind the bar, and shortly
.ftti old Mr. Pendieton came behind and hunted for some¬
thing to fasten the door; officer Cunningham than came,
and oommencel searching also; the officer picked up a
small white handled knife, used for cutting lemons,
and said there was biood on it; I took a paper
andwiped it off, and found it was lemon julne; he then
continued bis search both under the counter and at the
back part of the bar; Mrs. Barker then attracted my at-
tqntl n, and I heard the remark, ' Here's the knife,"
about the middle of the bar, by officer Cunningham; I
s'epped to his side, and he drew I' out of the sheath; as
he did so be made the remark, "H-rc's blood;" says I,
'That's nothing but rust.let me look at it;" "S'o,"
says he, "I'll take care of this," and immediately
walked out from behind the bar.
To the Coroner. I've seen the knife produced In various

pieces about the hou.<>e; ab"'it three weeks ago saw Jo¬
seph Pendleton skinning squirrels with it; the knlfo had
the same appearance then as now; it looked rusty; have
wen persons reach over the counter fiom the outside
and tMke a tumbler from the rack where it is purported
the knife was found; had seen it lying there before.
Joseph S. Pendleton, a boarder at the Barker House,

whs called to the stand, when the investigation was ad¬
journed till two o'clock this afternoon. It is confidently
expected that it will be concluded to-day.

The ItatM UUuid Perry.
The adjourned meeting at pereooa InMMited in the

Htaten Island ferry ni hsd at the Exchange yeaterday,
at eleven o'oloek, to receive the cominittee'a report oaths

condition ot the ferry.
Mr Da** Ellingwood, Chairman of the committee,

obeerved that the committee had prepared a report
at aome length, which he would not then detain
the meeting by reading, aa it would he published.
(It will appear in to-morrow's H*uau>.) He would
nay briefly, that, in pursuance of the duties dele¬
gated to them, the committee had appointed competent
marina inspectors to examine into the condition of the
boats on the Staten Island ierry. The report of one o
there inspectors, Mr. Low, a person of great experience,
would be publiahed with that of the committee. It stated
plainly that the boata were unsafe. Deep'y aa the com¬
mittee regretted to perform the offloe of alarmlata, they
were bound to do their duty, and they therefore reported
that, according to the best information they conld obtain,
life was not safe on tfce Staten Island boata. Thoae who
deaired particulars the Chairman referred to Mr. Low's
report, which would be lodged with the Comptroller.
The committee further reported that the boata were
uc provided with meana of safety, such, aa boats,
in case of accident. Owing to their singular
position, they evaded alike the Unite 1 States statutes
and the municipal laws of the city or New York, and the
public was without redrew.

HONEY MARKET.

Thursday, Feb. 7.6 P. M.
Notwithstanding the horrible condition of the

streets, the sidewalks, and the weather generally,
making all outdoor operation* disagreoible, the
stock market opened and closed buoyant and active.
At tlio first board Michigan Southern bonds, Ea it¬
em line, advanced 1 percent; Illinois Central bonds,
4; Nicaragua Transit, J; Erie, 3; lleadiag, Michi
gan Central, | ; Panama, Michigan Southern, 1$;
Chicago and Ilock Island, 4- Galena and Chicago
declined 1 per cent; Cloveland and Toledo, J. Nica¬
ragua Transit closed a little heavy, but at the
proper time there will be a reaction. We congratu¬
late the stockholders npon the election of Commo¬
dore Vanderbilt to the presidency of the company.
As a man of energy and great we:ilth, he will infuse
new life into the Administration of afl'aire. The
cliangc in the presidency is a very important move¬
ment As an evidence of what the new party in
power intend, we learn that ilie expenses on the
Isthmus have already been largely reduced. In sila-
ries alone, a saving of fourteen thousand dollars per
annum has already been m do, and other changes
are in contemplation which will add largely to the
efficiency of the line, and reduce largely the cur¬
rent expenditures. Michigan Southern Railroad
still continues active. A good deal of stock
has, we learn, been taken out of the Btreet,
and platql for permanent investment where
even par would not disturb it. Capitalists who are

p rfectly satisfied about the safety of the invest¬
ment, consider twelve per cent in dividends per
annum about as productive as can reasonably be
expected. This is the feeling that is attracting out¬
side purchasers to Michigan Southern, and inducing
holders to retain possession. New York Central
Railroad stock is now selling at 90 per cent divi¬
dend off, which is equal to 94 per cent dividend on,
and that road does not pretend to earn more than
eight per cent on its capital, and to pay that rate
admits that it takes eviy cent (we think considera¬
bly more) of its net income, while the Michigan
Southern paid last year ten per cent, and had on
hand a large surplus. It docs not appear to us very
difficult, with these facts in view, to tell which of
these stocks is the cheapest at current rates. Erie
was in demand at better prices t»-day. It opened
at 53 |, and closed at 54 per cent. Galena and Chi¬
cago was freely offered to-day, and sold down about
one per cent. The salos were larger than usual,
principally on time. A few days since this stock fell
back to 105 a 106 per cent, under the influen«e of
large sales, and it may move in that way again; but
so far as the Intrinsic vulneof the stock is concerned
it is actually worth more to-day than it evor w is
before.
