ADDITIONAL FROM THE FEEJEE ISLANDS.

¢t Atrocities Committed by the Natives on
American Settlers and Seamen,

English Missionaries the Alleged Insti-
gators of these Outrages.

Punishment of the Bavages by
Commander Boutwell, U, B. N.,
d&e, &e., &¢.

TO THE EDITOR OF THE HERALD.
The Feejos lalands, situated in Oceanica, in the Bouth
Pacific Ucean, are probably the finest group as yet disco-
d {n the Bouth Beas, enjoyiog s salubrious and tem-

most heart-rending and cold blooded murders and atro-
cities were perpetrated upon aa emterprising and indus-
trious s commypity sa ever existed. Our houses were
destroyed, our families molested in our sbeence, our pro-
perty stolen and our lives thresieoed, and we wers driven
from {aland to island, whenever it suited the princips'
chief, Thakombau, to cxder us to do so, und the category

pleted by murder and ibalism. Nor was the enmi-
ty of the (now ealled) English missionaries confined to us
alone, but the fruits of m wise snd well directed

of education pursued by the Fremsh fathers rapidiy
mantfesting itselt upon our young ones, and those of the
patives who had sttended the schools opened by these
gentiemen, tended to arouse the eamity of the English
{ssionaries, and & p i gainst the French
[athers was soon d, and oouti to this day.
Our ships were not safe amongst the islands, and the
erewr, of American Mips partionlarly, were in imminent
canger of being murdered and eaten by these cannibala.
News shortly resched us of the ship Ounso, of Nan
tucket, betng wrecked at Turtle Insiand -ndtmg-dnt
perscns on sbu-rd of ber billed. The Charles
trpcing in the group, waa boarded by the natives,
mre killed, The Capisin spd two hands of the ship
Aminble Jorep:

he United Stutes government should be directed to the
many changes that are rapidly taking plsee here, affect-
American interests and Ameri
Enowlng that publicity is given to sll communieations
med worthy of your sttention, I have earefully com-
piled the following statement of facts, hoplog that theic
fimportance to Amerisans will bring them to the notice
of the U nited States govenment in such & manner that
recults will prove beneficial to Amerl
pd the A whaling interesta in these waters.
Bome time sines & most conflictiog civll war broke out
mongst the natives of these lslands, headed by the re-
pective chisfs who were comtending for the suprens
pommand of theFeejee verritories- The diffe-ent chiefs
baving a strong fores nnder their command, and
(Being about equal in power, the war wasza protracted
j4nd sacguinary one, and affaira remained in a very un-
pttled state for some time. Duaring this peried of anar-
and bloodshed, the uatives committed many acts of
pruslty and murder, and, being onnnibals, ate all prison-
s taken in battle.
The principal chief, Vonivals, or Thaksmbau, {(King of
Feejee), finding that the forces with which he bad to
gontend were of such strength that it waa necessa-y to
ok sanistance to carry ¢n the war with sesurity, rallisd
ound him ail the mferior chiefs who were diapossd to
ipouse his eause, (and being o grant villain) immediate-
lly commeneed to atimok amd subdue wll those mot dis-
posed to acknowlecge him as King of Fesjne,

At this period M unfortanately happenel that two

MAmerican whaless were wrecked st thess islands; snd on
he fact being made koown to the chief, Thakambau, by
ome of his people, the orews were all massnered, roasted
and eatin, and the vessels plundered of a large amount
of valuable property.
Bhortly afterwarde, one of the small trading echooners
belongizg te ome of our ity—an American—
doing business here, being om & tradlng voyage
o> some of the other {islands, buying beche-le-mer
snd cocomnnt ofl for an  American vessel lylng
im this harbor snd losdiog for Bslem, Massachuo-
metts, was attacked by "the matives, by order of Thakam
ban, the principal ehiel. and after fiendighly mumiering
the white people on board of her sud throwiag them into
the sea, they plundered her of everyihing snd deagred
ber sshore, The excilement of this beartrending and
distrersing circumatance had hardly been a day old when
ndditional mews reached ns of two of our commuuity hav-
ing been elubbed at oze of the lwsuds; and upon sn in-
weatigation we found it to be too true.

About this time a foew Euglish strangers srrived at
&hese islands, from Bydney, New South Wales; and find
ing that s good field here presented itae f for enterprise

speeulation, ined t us, There being no
©one amongst them who was a seientific man or mechanis,
(except one, & sh ker,) and app tly belog men oy
powe edupation, we retained them, to teath our children
and to instruct, and endeavor, as far a= posatble, to cen-
vert the natives. Hy cegreea we had the satisfaction of

Jands and the Captain coming vm shore In bis bost, was
#eoured with the boat’s orew, and lao damger of hlu;
killed, when we culled a meeting azd raosomed him a:a
high rate; but uhrtmw;ﬂw-hu to our arrival at
the ppot nine were lulled. e Blackbird waa forcibly
tuken sud her erew thrown overbosrd and kiied, strug-
gliog Inthe water, The Bill Fish was blown ashore, and
the erew driven from her and plundered s Tooopoiat.
e erew was, however, aaved by a Toco Chief, tor which
sot oth ity we made a collection of goods and sent to
bim tosbow our apprecisticn of the act, This Chief had
¢mbraced Cbristisnity, and great credit is dus to the
French Misslon for the resudis of their ladbors, One of our
ocats, on u trading cruise to the other islands, had three
ot the Londs kilied, and the fourth taken on shore and
put toa alow and cruel death, A trading wessel, belong-
ibg to an Amerlean, put into & harbor for water, st one
o) the ielands, and whiie there was attacked, his wite
murdered and the brains of his infant ehild koocked oat
oc & stone befors his eyes, und he was only spared to re-
pair their musketr, being o handy mean in that way.

Anuiber of our ity was Lilled, and the stumpa
of bis grms and legs stuck in the sand and fired st.

A bost, containing four of our number, anchored at one
of the Windward lslunds st dark, snd was attackea by
ihe naiives. Three were willed, and the fourta shot in
the leg, and earried on thore wilh his companions. Tha
pext doy he was cbllged to witness the horrible feaat they
were making upon the bodies of ris ¢ymrades, and to
listen to the praiies bestowed on the flesh of his friends.
The 1ollow'ng day they cut off one of his legs, ant com-

bim to sitand see i devoured; and on the third
¥ they fini-hed him.

The appetites of the natives having been whette! by
the foregoing strocitiee, ard still cceaviog for food for
thelr gepreved and savage dispositions, our small commu-
nity wa# azaln threatened.

Ap indurtrions ané enterprising member was killed at
Laki¢mbs, while tradiog, and his propecty s:olen. Some
ot our earpenters having gone to Han, at the request of
the chae/, to builo some bouses om that island, were
hiled; seven were killed at Boma-Jomo, snd & sirsoger,
who had swam achore, after struggling cearly two hoaes
m the water, was killed nod eaten. A bost belonging to
one of cur community was wresked at Luthes lsland ana
two persone kuled. A canne wad sent by the Chisf of
Bau, Ihakombsu, to kill the remalneer.

Huerivg of the ocourronce wo (Americans) despatched
& boat to rescue the survivors, and our boat arriviog at
the peere of the murder befure the Indlans, rascoed thom
acd brought them to this winnd. The chief, Thakomnsu
(King of Feejee) pelog dissppointad of his anticipe sed
prey ordered n &li to leave this lvland on pain of death
whicli we were compelled to doat un iamen+s 135 of
property, The English misstonaries, not sadsfiad with
ihe ufligtion and pursecution we bad -eceived from the
nutives through their interferenne, incited the Indisos
«tiil further to works of destruction snd gpolistion; bat
tie repetition 0. a0 mapy murdera and cutrages hsviag
verved every man of cur cosmunity to the defence of
toe lives of his wife and little opes, funces were immedi-
ately buiit around our towns, ana & striet watch kept at
pight for fear of au in from the natives, Thus
provected, it reguired groat precau‘ion on their part ‘o
attack us, and sfter soveral ineffectunl sttemp'a to cross
ibe irenches bulit round our town, they abondoned the
sitempt.

The missdonaries, as well aa their tools (the natives),
being folled In their sttempt st the massacre of all the
Americate on this island, determined topush their malics
to the Isst strcke, mnd ihe burning of eur town was
threstened, A native taach tt d to the Fnglish
missionuries and employed by them, wae detailed to com-
wit 1his diabolleal deed, and, deapite our vigilanse, suc-
oeeded in moecmplishivg this eark desigo. at 10 o’clock P,
M.. when all save the wa‘ch were rapt in sleep.

Thus was sootuer opportunity afforded for the
ratintirg of their mallcions appwtites. Thus posi-
tioned, mnd the dosecurity of lfe and property
dslly incresslvg, and new cangers sncompawing
us on every sice. appli*stion was again made to the
government of the United States for suscor snd asala’
ance, aud in answer to this appeal the Unmited States
aptp Jobm Adems, Commander E. B. Boutwell, Esq.,
arrived at these islands, Immediaiely upon her snchir-
ing, sl the Americans residing at these islancs, viewiog
Ly srrival of this ehip aaa barbinger of auccor and an-
sistapce from their pative land, and smarling under the
enmity ot 'he Epglish missioparies who now bad ob-
tained full convrol of the natives, repaired on board sua
laid be'ore the commandsr their sevesal eomplsints.
Ehecked ot the reciial of such incignities, eruslties, pri-
yatious, outrages and dangers to woich his ¢juntcymen
Lad teem nbja‘u'.ei. be assured us of his immediate as-

observing that our efforts In {his landable and interest
ing undertaking were productive of ome bene it to the be-
pighted heathen; and feellng convinosd that the people
Ofinere lslands would readily embracs Christisnity it
they had the advantages of praper persons to instruot
and guide them, we did what lay in our power to obtain
pome missl ien to realde mget us,

Not long after this, we had the satisfaction and great
plesaurs of restiving into our midst three worthy fathers
of the Catholic church, who bad mude their wiy from
France to this far off land, in the dischargs of their holy
calling. This event was bailed with delight by all the
whites in Feejee, and the resulta from the arduouns and
indefat'gable endeavors of thess gentlemen have besn
productive of much good in these islsnds.

The strangers who we had apoointed as teachers to our
familiow, i d of being animated by the noble and self:
denying examples of the Fremch misslonaries In their
endeavors to civilize the Fesjeeans, undertook to inter-
fere in the beneficial revulta being brought about by theas
werthy genilemen, and placed many ohstacles in thelr
way of attaining the holy cause for which they had sae-
rificed mo mueh. At this crisis we consulted among
gurselved, and determined to request the English
Btrangers to leave the holy work to the French misslona-
xies, informing them that we comsifered it serfectly sufe
in their hands, as we hid found them to be gentiemen,
who were, in reality, what they professed to be as dis
ponners of & holy falth. Ar the same time, we told them
that the {slands offared nome splendid svenues to fortune.
and we did ot wish them to leave us; but that, on the
pontrary, we would do cur utmost to make them ns happy
and enmfortable sa posedsle, snd to the person who had
the trade in his bands, we offersd constant employment
o4 long ns be wished to remain amongst as. We all pre-
forred that the education of our lttls ones snd others
should be entrusted to the more experienced cars of the
French fathers, na they came to us with letters
of reoommendation, speaking in high terms of
them as gentlemen calculated te undertake and accom-
pligh the task of eiviliziog these savages; and as the cha.
acter of the English strangers was clouded in uncertaio-
£y and doubt, save rumors which tended to cause un to
wiew them with distrust, and feariog that the'r resliencs
In New South Wales had savored somewhsat of eompul-
alon, we were confirmed in the betiofthat we had ncted
for the present benefit of ourselves, as well as for the fu-
ture berefit of our young famities.

The war continuing, and the natives oarrying on a sys-
tam of plunder snd wurder, and the lnsecurity of life and
property being such an to render aaslutance and protec-
$isu absolutely necessary, the matter was referred to the
Ama ican government, and siter s protrasted delay the
United Ftates shilp Bt. Marys arrived at these isiands,
with izstructions to demand satisfaction snd reparation
for wrongs committed on American ritizens,

The oupldity of the natives, however, oversoming the
diroretion of the commander, avd they premising not to
molest the white men any more, sfter demanding
that the natives shounld pay fir the property they had
stolen, and satisfy us for the many murders and outrages
they had committed upon our eommunity, the 8¢. Marys
pafled.

An long s she remained in the group, we ware aa ‘lafied
of the rafety of our families and property, but fosred that
when the natives saw that they could earry on their

redatlons with fmpunity, the viatt of this vessel
to these ialands wouid soom be forgottem. And mo it
proved.

We could not any longer intimidate them by threaten-
fng them with & mun-of-war, as & map-of war had boen
thore and done vothing. They now commenced to brave
snd dare us and thess English strangers baving Aepa-
rated and gone to reside on different talands in the group,
and having sesredited thomeeiven to 1he native ehiofy as
Weslyan Methodin® missiona -ies, commenced faeiting the
paiive: to molest and destroy toe Awerioans reniding on
thooe isdands, Tula was all the savages required to re
pow thelr sggrensions npom us, sud from this Hme ghe

10 rep us in p don of our property, and
tu restore things 10 the pesceful stats that emasted prior
1o tke arrival of these Methodists. We informed him of
the lipk that bound the missioparies and the natives to-
gether, aud how the former had so far forgotten them-
Eeives &8 1O she atrociti itted b,

there savages. [t waa slan communicsted to the com.
mander that the English missionaries had each embarked

in cummerocs, and weredesply 4 in the traffic of these
i-lavds, leaving their spirl tnhl:log neglected,
opd that through their fear and dislke of the enter-

prising spirit exts: in cur commuunity, and toeir de-
mmmnnt:}fnnmamm::{m , they
levied on the Incians for large quantides of beche-le
mer (a sea 'ug, exported hence to China, and thers uved
&3 am artiole ), cotos mut ofl, torteise shell, &e..
which they shipped 0 Bydncy for their own sccount and
t:alit. By this means, when an Ameriosn vessel arrivsd
e [n search of u cargo, moue was to be had, except
bought from the Epgiish missionarie: ; sod se they had
their own Ideas ot doing business (which were very pro-
fitable to themselves), they rapidly made money.
Commander E. B. Bout seeing the neoessi'y for
prempt sttention to our appea! for help. and deter-
mined that justice should be meted out to his countey-
men in this far off land, appointed & dayJupon which he
would henr all complaints from the American citizens,
and notified all those who bhad any am«ltim to offer to
repair on board the Jebn Adama om that day, wheo and
where he wuuld carcfully investirate all the diffarsat
cinlron sguinst the Feejeeans and their King.
