FINANCIAL AND COMMERCIAL.

MONEY MARKRT.
Towspay, Feb. 19—5 P. M,

The elight depression noticed in the stock market

yesterday wius short lived. The market this morn-
ing opened very buoyunt, and moderately activer
At the first board Virginia 6's advonced 1 per cent;
Hud:on Railrond, |; Cumlerland, §; Erie, {; Har-
lem, 2; Reading, 1{; Michigan Southern, 1; Pana-
ma, 4; Cleveland and Pittsburg, 2; Cleveland and
Toledo, §; Chicago and Rock Island, §; Galens and
Chicago, §- The improvement to-day must be at
tributed principally to the favorable bank statement
of the past week. With a specie reserve of more
than fifteen and a half millions of dollars, we must
lock for a line of discounts comsiderably above one
bondred millions. In August last, with a specie
basia of abont fourteen and a hall millions of dollars,
the line of discounts ruled above onme hundred and
one millions of dollara. At that time the deposits
amonnted to eighty-one millions of dollars; now
they are more than cighty-eight millions. The
banking movement of (his city, during the pre-
sent year, will probably exceed, by several
milliong of dollars, that of any known. We have a
larger banking capital than ever before, and we should
not be surprised to sve the bank loans run up to one
hundred and ten millions by the lst of Bep-
tember pext. With an accumulation of spocie
during the past twelve months of full t wenty mil-
lions of dollars, most of which has passed into gen-
eral circulation, our currency must be sound.

The banks of peveral of the largest States in the
Union no longer issne billa nnder the denomination
of five dollars. This bas forced a good deal of gold
into the ohaunels of trade, and given greater value
and o higher character to our ciroulating medium.
The Legislatures of several States are oconsidering
the feasibility of prohibiting the issue of amall bills,
and we have no doubt a few years will see the paper
currency of the country limited to bills of large de-
nomination, none under five dollars. The progress
we have made within the past five years in estab-
lishing & specie currency has been so great that we
have hopes of ultimately 1aising it to the highest
standard—to a point where it will compare faverably
with that of any nation in the world. In the retarns
which we have recently published, showing the
aggregate banking movement of the country, it
appears that the total amonnt of specie on hand at
the lotest dates was only about half a million more
than on the 1st of January, 1854. In the same time,
the bank circulution of the coumatry has decreased
about thirty millions of dollars. This shows two
very important things. It shows, in the first place,
that the gold retained out of our receipts from Cal-
Ifornia and other places has goae into the hauds of
the people, and not into the banks; and it shows, In
the pecond place, that this specle has displaced
about thirty millions of paper currency. These are
very extraordinary facts, and they mmnst have an
immenre influence upon our internal proaperity.
It places the great interesta of the country more
beyond the centrol of the banking powers, and
guarantees wore permanency in our progress. We
are not now so suliject to sadden and serioun flactoa
tions in speculation and in prices. It places us
more ou A par with foreign nations, with which
we are brought into direct competition, and
gives us the advantages of buying and sell-
ing under a similar curremcy. It completely
removes any necessity for a protective tariff, and
puts to rest all thoss brawling political demagogues,
who for the past fifty years have kept the country
in a continusl state of agitation about the tariff or
some other equally absard financial or commercial
system. There never wasa time in the whole his-
tory of this confederacy, when its financial and com-
mercial rystems were on a sounder or more solid
basis then st this moment; and there never was n
time when the future was so full of progrees and
prosperity. Our capital is increasing with wonderful
rapidity, but it will be a long time before we shall
be troubled with & surplus. The day, however, has
gone by when any enterprise on this side of the At-
luntic of a public character possessing great merits,
will fail for the want of meaus. We command the
capital of the world, and when that emanating from
a foreign source is once located i hecomes so com-
pletely na‘uralized as to differ but slightly from that
of native origin. We have never before felt so
much confidence in our internal strength and re-
sources as since the recovery of all our great inte
rests from the depression and prostration of eighteen
hundred and fifty-four.

At the second board a very spirited apeculative
feeling prevailed. The operations in Erle were very
large for the afternoon board.

On the 1st of
Janu: vy, 1856, we elaborately reviewed the atock
operations of the previous year, and pointed out the
probuble course of prices during the year 1856.
Nearly two months of the present year have elapsed,
snd so far all our predictions have been verified,
We have but just entered upon the begiuning of the
end Thore who have followed us throngh the stock
operations of Wall stroet for the past fifteen years
must have confidence in our foresight and judgmeat;
and those who bave been governed in their opern-
tions by the facts which we havo, from time to time,
presented, have not, duriug that long period, had
any cavse for complaint. We havo planted our-
selves upon the solid basis of trath aad justice, and
they never fail in the end.

A few days rince we stated incidentally that one
of the moat prominent stock gamblers of the street
had failed to tulfil his contracts at maturity. The
party alluded to toek umbroge at this, and at the
Board of Brokers prenounced the statement false in
evory partioular. Wall street was astonished the
next morning, that any paper had the presumption
to beard the bear in his den; and when it appoared
that the great operator had actually failed tn deliver
wtock when called for, there was quite an excitomont
among the small fry. The stalomant we made was
merely an on dif in the street, and passed at the time
for what it was worth. This morolng the affair
came up in an official shape before the Board of
Brokers, and the evidence there presented provea
the troth of our report. The President of the Board,
Charles R. Marvin, Esq., read the following cor-

The letter of Genin & Lockwood is oonulasive.
The Precident of the Board was fortifled with letters
from other parties to refute any statement the party
implicated might make, but he was wise enough to
submit, and there the matter dropped. If necessa-
ry, we can thow by extracts from the hooka of
prominent houtes in the sticet that the failure to
deliver stock at the mmturity of coutracts by the
individual alluded to has been, since the present in-
flation commenced, almeat an everyday ovcurience,
and it is about time that the public should thorough-
ly understand thut there are parties in Wall stree
who are greatly overrsted, both in regsrd
to capital, credit and influence.
