VOID.

Mary Kiwlrrgan .The oOject of thU ac'.i' n w*« print!
patijr to declare the marriage betweeu th- parties null
and v-.id, for 'he reason 'hat tbe onsent of the plaintiff
thereto was obtained by force aod fraud, and also to pro¬
cure a di rcres on the ground oi the adultery of the de¬
fendant. It seems that in August last, the plaintiff. taea
and row a minor, waa arrested on a warrant far the se
riuctlcn of defendant, under promise of marriage, issusd
by policeJustice Connolly. Upon beicg brougat before
the iuntlee, wh:le without counsel ana ignorant of hia
legal rghta. be was interrogated it is alleg-d, harshly
and peremptorily, and told that there was a pretty c ear
ceee against hia, and that he, the juntiee. would not be
In hiaVota for the beat eoacb in New York. Tae justice
elded that the charge against the plaintiff was of a State
prison offence, and rendered him liable to an impd+on-
ment oi net less than fire years. The justic* then fixe J
his hail at *2 0C0, in default of whica he was com¬
mitted to jail. In a day or two ha was again
brought into the police office, before tha same

justice, where he found the defendant; and the jus-
ice taking them both into a small room, a joining
the police office, after the plaintiff had nnoe refused to
nairy the defendant, finally married him to her, or ra
ther went through the farce of a eeretn ny of manage.
Neither tf the parties sp .We to each other during or after
the ceteuooy, and the plaintiff, upon being diicharged
from ccstrdy. le't the police office alone, unaccompanied
by tbe defendant, and there has be-n no subsequent co
hililtatlen between the partite. The ca*e wis heard be¬
fore Charles Stuart. Esq , referee, who held tha* tf there
waa an; consent of the plaintiff in the alleged marriage,
it waa an involuntaiy one, extorted from him, and there-
fote sot such a r.ne an the law contemplates, in orcer to
mike the contract binding between the parties He
'.Lough*, that force had been used in procuring the mar¬

riage, acoorcing to ihe true interpretation of the sta'ute
(R. S. vol. II , part 2, tit. I., art. 2, sec 19) and for thi«
reaoou Le decided that tbe marriage thould be annulled.
The evidence on the seoond pi/int was also held to be suf¬
ficient to au'htrite a decree for the dlaaolu 1 <n of tae
marriage Dec-ee accordingly. The report of the referee
was brought before Justice Pavies, at Special Te-tn, for
conflrvauon, who ordered judgment to be entered aa re¬
commended by the referee, declaring the marriage be¬
tween the plaintiff and defendant, celebrated by and be¬
fore the police magistrate, in August, 1S66, nail and
void.
