In the United States Senate yesterday Mr. Brown
introduced a bill providing for the construction of a

railroad and telegraph line from a point on the
Mississippi river south of latitude 37 to the Pacific
at San Francisco. It was referred to the spe.i,i(
committee on the Pacific Railroad. The bill making
the ordinary appropriations for fortifications wai

pasted. The bill providing for new works of de¬
fence was laid asid}. A resolution directing the
Committee on Foreign Affairs to consider the expe¬
diency of reporting a bill e ffectually abrogating the
treaty with Denmark, and repudiating the payment
of the Sound dues, was adopted. In the opinion of
Me-srs. Seward, Crittenden, Sumner, Fessendcn,
Colknxr and Stuart, the action of our government
with regard to the Sound dues lias been altogether
WT' ng, inasmuch as treaties are part of the supreme
law ot the land, and can only be abrogated by the
joint act of both hordes of Congress, approved by
the President Messrs. Mason Cass aud Toucey
dissented from this view ol' the matter. In the
Htnse the first report from the Court of Claims was

received. It consisted of bills making appropria-
for the payment of claims, together with

tlW evidence and judgment of the Court in the
several cases. A wide difference of opinion exist¬
ing as to the disposition to be made of the papers.

Tlie r»«r Urwt PMfKHhr, Nation* of the
World.

There are four trogresaive nations in the
world, beyond whose limita all ia retrograde.
Two of these nations belong . the Anglo-
Saxon race; one to a combinatioi of the old
Teutons. Romans and Gauls; the fourth to a
combination of the Sclavonic and various Asi¬
atic races. There is no instance at the pre¬
sent day of any progress made by member* of
any African or any pure Asiatic, or any in¬
digenous American race; nor is there any vi¬
tality to speak of in the remains of the old do¬
minant rases of Europe, the Greeks or the Ra¬
mans.

The I cited States, England, France and
Russia are progressive. They are all aggres¬
sive and expanding Statei; they are the States
which figure as molesting the peace of their
neighbors ; they command the trade of the
world and the sea; they are the source of all
nvention, energy, and nearly all sooial ds-
velopcment.
There if, however, a vast difference between

hem. Each appears to be the type of a

particular stage of human progress and de-
velopement. Ike L mtod States are the type of
pure democracy. In them birth is of no valus
whatever. The State itself is not of mu:h con¬

sequence. Men live and die, do business tor a

life time and make a fortune or lo?e one, or

live apart from trade, and never once hear of
the government. Tbat may bs in the haids of
politicians, of rogues, who seek to raed on the
public; it matters not, even they cannot do
much mischief. Nominally the bi«is of th-j

I nitfd States government is the ruling pover
of the people; practically, it is the powerless
ness ol' the government. A stranger iuJging
of the progressivenesB of this country would
be apt to ascribe it to the extraordinary free¬
dom from restraint enjoyed by the people: ha

I would l>o apt to say that their energy, being
diverted from futile political disputes, is natu¬
rally thrown into useful channels. hence the
advancement of the nation.
But what would he say about Russia? That,

too, is a progressive country, as eager for ex¬

tension and aggrandizement, as managing to
1 its neighbors, as the Unit-id States. Bui its

ptogressiveness cannot certainly arise from
freedom, in Russia thjre are not only no free
institutions, nothing in the shape of repr23en-
tation of the people, or even deference their
will: but there is no free press no bonks, no

popular diffusion of learning, no individual
existence, we might almost say. There the;
government is everything .the people nothing
The government initiates, carries out, com¬

pletes.the people look on. It is said, in
some respect?, to be a paternal government.
almost as paternal as that of Austria before
the Verona Conference; self-interest demands
no less. It takes care of its people as a planter
cares for his slaves.as a farmer cares for his
cattle. They are its riches, and their loss
would be fatal. What progress:vene98 Russia
exhibits must be due apparently to the high
development of the vigorous natures of the
member* of its court and aristocracy.
France is also a progressive country. In

matters of science, France progresses faster
than any other nation. She stands at the head
of mnny of the fixed eciences, and much near¬

er the head of the speculative sciences than
Americans would be generally willing to ad¬
mit. Her misfortune in having so wild a love
for military glory has rendered her efforts in
search of republican freedom failures up to
this moment. Yet it is quite plain France ia a

democracy at present. Far mora of a de¬
mocracy, for instance, than England, which
boasts of its freedom, or than Germany. France
is not now an aggressive country, needing dy¬
nastic gocd will: but for the last twenty years
she has done nothing but conquer territory,
and keep her neighbors in terror. liar pro-
gres^iveness evidently grows out of her people.
£o dors that of England, which is nearly as

progressive a ccuutry as that of the United
States. It is not sufficiently known in this
country tbat many of the cities of England,
such as London and Liverpool, have increased
during the last tea years as fast as New-
York or Buffalo. The population of Eng.
land does not progress as fast as it might,
because there is a want of elbow room

for men to settle and bring up large fami¬
lies; and. besides, emigration operates as a

powerful check. But the wealth of England
is always on the increase; so is her tra le, so

is her shipping, so is her agriculture, so is her
industry. There is no sign anywhere of a di-

i nunution of her vitality. Yet England, under
the name of a constitutional government, im¬
probably the purest oligarchy the world p^r

saw. Englishmen fancy they are free; it i*
only foreigners who ean see that the British
empire and its government are the heirloom of
some twenty families. Still, with all this in¬
cubus, England progresses, and is decidedly an

aggressive, dominant nation.
Tnese four nations have the world's fat° In

their hands. Africa will never be wot in

writing about. Asia is revolutionized on one

tide, and partly Anglicised.partly Russian¬
ized on the other. The Southern nations of
Europe will not for many generations be able
to play any other part than that of spectators;
nor will their o'd dependencies in America.
On the future relations of the United Stat :.«,
Rtlsf-ia, France and England, the peace, pro¬
gress and prosperity of the world depend.

Criminal Territorial Courts having jurisdic¬
tion of felonies or misdemeanors, <Vc., &j.
We p "erame that the bona fide squatters of

the Territory, pro-slavery and no slavery, will
have no objection to a law of this kind; and if
tbe Ni'.crn Worshippers of Congress believe
that it will operate to their advantage they
can well afford to compromise the matter by
sending both Whitfield and Reeder back to the
"squatter sovereigns" for a new trial. We
suspect, however, that the Reeder party of
Congress, in asking for this power to send for
persons and papers, are in for a small specula¬
tion. and that the "spoils'' are more their ob¬
ject than the vindication of the laws. We
shall see.

Coroner*' Inquests*
FATAL RESULT OF K0WDVI8M.

Coroner ..ftmble held an inquest yesterday, at tbe
Mnth ward police station house, upon the body of a

young man named CarLtiaa IlolUabetgsr, Htcly a clerk
in the gr<.C4 ry store of Martin Kicker, corner of Sixth
avenue and Waverley place, who died from the elT«.:ts of
v.elence received about two weeks ago at the hands of
tome rowdies in Ucechutt's t-aloon at No. 91 Sixth ave¬
nue. The ieceused, it appeared from tha testimony
taken on the occasion, was attacked by two young mej
amtd Brunner atd Chasten, while be wm delivering
one coal to the proprietors of th« saloon in question,
and was severely kicked and beaten. Un acriyiag back
bt the store ot bis employer, he related to hun the occur¬
ence, and complained of bewj extreme y unwell. He
was attended a tew days previous to Ms death by
Dr. Lang, who, upon ihe streng h ot one visit,
gave a certificate of "deah by nervous fever-" Tne ,
coroner, however, was not satisfied with Mr. Lang's ex-
jlanation in regaid to tlie mutter, and, in or«e.- t> -if
the caller thorough!} , ha ordered itrs. 1'innell and C aj
to make a post mortem examination upon the body of
deceased. The icsuit of the examination thowed very
clearly that death was not causes oy nervous fever, but

by peritonitis, caused by the injuries received on tde <Uy
in question. The case was then given to the jury, win,
after due delihera- ion, rendered a verdict of "death by
peritonitis, the result of injuries received at the binds
of John Brunner ar.d Heniy ChasUn. on the -O.h of
February, ISfcti. Further, we cecsure Dr. l>tng, for hav¬
ing given a ce.i tificate ot 'death by netvous fev>>r.' " The
youtgnr.en, Btucner and Chasten, were arrestee at the
instsi.ee of the Coroner, and committed to prUoo to
await the action cf the Grand Inquest, now in session.
The decease. was a native of tlermtny, and was s.b.iut
tW6nty-on« years of »ge. It might bo well, in tci- cou-
nectioti, to f^ay that the N'inth ward ]>oii '.e were entirely
unaware of tbe above tacts relative to the death of the
decewtd until yesterday afternoon: acd although tbe
(eath had taken place on Wednesday, still the police
were In utter iccorance of thj fact until the following
day.
