The allien, on entering Into the present war, declared

to the world that it was to be wagsd on thutr part "in
behalf of civilization, " and for the "preservation o' the
Turkish empire in its then fall integrity." That a peo¬
ple so boastful of their strong, clear common seuae ai the

English should hare been mecesstully hoodsinked un<l
delated by such a meaningless generali'in as the timt is

truly marvellous, and subsequent facte have shown tie
latter to have been wllfoUy and audaciously dishonest.
In all its f<*a',ures and during all iti stages it has been
characterized by the most wan ten barbarity ami outrage.
Ute bornicg of the hospitals ailed with wounded and sick
Russians, the ravl bing of all the womi>n at Kertcli and
ether places, the subsequent murder ot iome of thera,
and Anally, the Vandal dettruet'on of the magnificent
docks, are among the many strange and striking mo !ei
by which they have sought to advance ' civilization'' In
th« Crimea.

In the Baltis and Gulf of Finland their enormous fleets,
though ingloriously ?blinking from an encounter, during
the whole of two successivc seasons, with tlie works
which ther boastingly went to destroy, m*gaanlmous)y
captured a number of poo- fishermen . boats, and re¬

duced their In; noble villages to aah»«. Nor hare
tbey been more successful in the fulfilment of
their promise in Turkey. N'o matter what
¦ay have already been, or may hereafter be said to the
contrary by mission tries and other equally reliable and
dlsln'erested parties, the Turks themselves are, beyond
all comparison, the best people in the Ottoman empire.
They are scrupulously honest, temperate, even to dull¬
ness. scarcely ever violate a law, and are the only sin-

eerely and unostentatiously pious people I liave ever yet
eeen anywhere. Present associations, if they last long
enough, may make them less ptmc and more practical.
n so, there may yet be some hope for them, at least

among the rising generation. No people have been so

shamefully misrepresented ai the Turks. The gross and
stupid falsehoods which have been so long and so assidu¬

ously circulated against them, by some through willful

malignity, and by others from utter ignoraaoe and the

eulpahle vanity of wishing to be considered well informed
.o matters of which they knew nothing, renders all at¬
tempts to do them even partial justice almost Idle. Their
Indefensible institution of polygamy has furnished an

?il anstless theme for denunciation, and yet. admitting
all that has been laid about ft as true, ft is simpiy legal¬
ising that wllcB ixists, without the positim ssncfion of
law, in all < hr\ tian countries. The Instance-* a * v?ry
rare In Turkey where any out the mo«t wealthy have
more than a Mcgle wife, and those jr h»r. jis

The civilization which the allies hat* introduced into
Turkey In identical with that which the miscreant frontier
tradersinluce unotg oar poor Indiana. Drunkenee* in Its
mortsottlih and dUgusticg form, night brawls and assas¬

sination*, and open, glating prostitution in all ita phase >,
I'ob the glittering palaces of Fera down to the loath-
.one. murdering den* of Gallati, are among the Chritti&n
bleat ii-g» which thia war has most bountifully beaujwel
upon Constantinople. The tame may be said with equal
truth cf hcutarl, Smyrna and other (laces. The humili¬
ating demand* Just made by the representative* of
France, England and Austria npon the Porte, and so

stiargely and promptly acceded to br the Saltan, fully
demonstrate the uUerly bald and impudent hypoeracy of
their professed determination to preserve the integrity
of tbo Ottoman empire. Contrasted with those extorted
concessions, the aasumpticn* of Russia, which famished
the aliened pretext for this terrible war, fade into I'or-

ge'fcl insignificance. And yet, apart from the public
degrcdaticn indicted on Turkey, a lew facts wi.l prove
that they coaler but few already unpossessed advantages
upon Its Christian population, and are far more likely to

result iu irjury than in benefit to thoie by whom they
have te< n so Imperiously obtained.

In no otber country la there such entire toleration,
such perltct liberty to do just as you pleiee, not only as

regards religion, bat in all other reapects, so long as you
do not tresspass on the rights of others. Nor has this
been of ie:ent date. Centuries ago, by the capitulations
based up: n the treaty made between Krancii 1. and Bolei-
man the MsgLibcent, the subjeots of France in all cases

between them> elves, were placed under the jurlsllcUon
of their consuls, and in all eases tried before the Turkish
tribunals, in wbieh a Frenchman was interested, his
dragoman, or his consul had the light to be present aad
uct us his lawyer. The powers thus given to the French
consuls were "greatly enlarged by tue treaty of 1004,
made between Henry IV. and Ashmel I., and by it
they were also authorized tj take the subjects of other
Christian kings under th*ir protection. By subsequent
troities with other natioi.s, MmiUr rights and powers
were granted to their ministers and consuls, all of whom
have Icck claimed and exercised the right of h 'Ming
under their prilec'liu and jurisdiction all the subje ;ts
or citizens, of tteir respective countries, residing or so¬

journing in Turk-y. The same right they claim in re-

gaid to the citizens, or subjects, of other ccunt.ies nst
rep'efeuied by ministers or consuls st ?he Porte. and
sir o all others who place themselves uuiiar their prote:-
tio.o, witn the consent, or without the dissent of their
own ministers or consuls.

the tise of cane sugar in other emporiums to demand
higher prices, so that it went up v-i a »hort time to thirty
and even forty per cent above th« former rates. In con-
sequence of this enormous rise the public began to re¬
trench; some people left off using sugar sltogt ther, others
United their consuroptkn to toe smallest moaicuin; in

short, there was a complete strike, and the orders from
RtlM beirg filled, tbe usual reaction followed, prices ce-
clined rapidly, and are now only from ten to tiiteen per
cer.t higher than they were at the beginning of this
crisis. Specu'&rorg who bought at the rise of the Hiarke-.,
snd sold ngain immediately with reasonable profits, have
made a good ihirg oi it, while those who persisted in
h>uiap back their stocks, in expectation of still hi?.i»r
prices, have, ss is generally the cise, been left with itteir
sugars on hato in a fallirg market.

lar a aiid Franco begins to be understood. I bn.ieve it
will result that Austria has not fully represented to Rus¬
sia all the dtmsnds which Knghmd, Fiance, Turkey and
Sarcinia ccmider it neccr.earytu impose. An over-anxie¬
ty to bring about peaco has inauced the diplomacy of
Vienna to play tucks; but these are not the days for con¬
cluding treaties independent ot public opinion in France
and Ecgiand. It nay suit the intercuts ot Herman Courts
to lorget the sacrifice* which the allies hive been com¬
pelled to make on account of the ambition of a Russian
Czar, bet such losses will not be overlooked by France
and Fngland. 1 must continue to caution your reader*
against too confident a hope in peace. AU depends on
itui sfa.
