Mr. Gerard desired to show tiat thera was a laly of
intiigue and pleasure in this city at that time ot tbe
name of Van Wysk, and that Divver was ssei with her.
[He here leferted to the testiaiotiy of Boms, ii woich he
said he got the name of Kate Van Wvck from Potter,
.Vc. ] Mr. G. offered to show, by this witness and others,
'bat there was a laiy of pleasure of the name ot Kate
V&n Wyck, who frequented these houses; that Divver
had been seen with her. and tbat shs resembled thede
fen< ant. After some further remar**, Mr. Gerard said
be meant to stamp '.bis esse wi'h a conspiracy against
his client, and to show that the plaju tiff knew at the
time that there was a person of pleasure of the D»mi of
Van Wyck and he (It. Gerard) would show that Div-
\er cohabited with lhat Kate Van Wyck.

Mr. S'oughton asked th* learned gentleman what he
meant by a conspiracy.

Mr. Gerard meant to show that this complaint was
the result of a conspiracy.

Mr. :-toughton. ft takes more than one to make a con¬

spiracy. 1 should like to know who he means conspired
with Mr. Cox.

Mr. Gerard.That is best known to yourselves.
Mr. Ptought n objected to the question.
The Court did not think that it was relevatt to show

that there wat another person of the same name when
the witnesses swore that defendant Wis the person. The
testimony wae excluded and ex option takan.
Fanny Camp, wife of the witness of that name, deposed

that she at.d her family boarded at Mr*. Cox's, in St.
Mark's place, for ten months; I never sa » her wear a
calico dress, or a wollen shawl, or a hood; I don't think
she ever did. Mr?. Cox has asked my son a lad of slx-
teen years of age. to walk out with her frequently. Q.
Did (he ex preps any objection to walking ou' alone? A.
she did. I don't know that there is any difficulty in a
lady weaing two velU; I never saw her wear but one.

Crota-examined.I never saw her with a plaid shawl;
she always went out very well dressed; my son frequent¬
ly went out with her; 1 dont know tha I ever walked
wi*h her.
Geo. W. Smith, dep?eel.I re fide In East Brooklyn,

formerly Wttliancsburg; my place of busine«s is in Ful¬
ton etieet; I am in the woodware business; I know
Henry E. Carhart; I am acquainted witn his general
character. Q. What is It* A. It is cad. Q. Would you
believe fclm under oath? A. i would not; tbat is, if it
is the man i have reterenoe to; he lived formerly in Wil-
lUmsbcrg.

Mr. Gerard.That is the man.
Cross-examined.He never dealt with me; he does doc

owe me acy money; he mace a contrast with me for a
bit or land on wbich he was to pat up aome houses, bat
before he did so he left.

Mr. Stooghton.Then he violate] his contract with you.
Did he ever pay up? A. He was not to make any pay¬
ment; 1 was to pay bim tor putting up the houses. Q.
Do ycu know bis father? A Ttere is a man in East
Brooklyn who they ca'l his father, and I suppose he is.

Mr. Gerard. Do yon speak of his general character
from what the woill says tf him, or from any difficulty
with yourself A. From both, and from his testimony in
another case.
Mr Stonghton Were you interested in that case? A.

I was. sir.
William B. Harper, deposed. I live la this city; I am a

ter before I waa subpoenaed; Mr. Byrne aeked me aboat
htm: 1 fjimed my opinion ot hia from h's own Ilpi.

son going into that house who resembled tais defendant
tMrs. C< x and yet was not the defendant?
Witress. Yes sir, I have.

general appearance and ligure Is very much like that
Ta.y, (Mrs. C< x.)

Cross examined. 1 have seen her often with ths keepsr
of the btuft I saw her all the lime thai house was kept;

first as early as 1861.

Q. How lorg did she continue to pass your store? A
I recollect seeing her for a year or more, 1 also sa* her
