Much pains are
taken m cleansii g tbe buckets, and in having the whole
apparatus perfect y clcan. The sap is boiled in sheet
iron pans, placed on an arch; after it beoemes ajrup, It
is taken to the house and cleaneed with milk and the
wbitee ot «~gs. It is then boiled in a ke tt.e until it will
grain, and then placed in pass to cool. When cool it is
placed in boxes to drain. The bexee oonverge te a point,
so that the molasses sett'es to tbe li >ttom. On the sur
face of tbe sugar In the boxes damp flannel cloths are
placed, and these clothe Are washed every day in olenr
cold water, to extraat whAtevsr of coloring may be ab¬
sorbed from tbe sugar.

Rill Itla Fines.
TO THX FDITOB OF THK FTV.K ALD.

A large number ol the resident* of Harlem have re¬

cently bven in the receipt of piinted notice* informing
them that unless they within five days from the date of
the notice repair to some place in the Sixth avenue, and
deposit the sum of three dollars and eighty-five cent*,
their household goods will be attached for that amount
together with all subsequent expenses which may be in

c acred; and at the sane time they are modestly informed
that nothing which the law exempts from attachment
unuer ordinary Execution will be spared.

If the law does not require it, at least it is the custom to
notify a cellcjuent, in the firi-t p'uee, that his case will
be brorght before a court martial, in order to give him
an opportunity to offer his excuses, il he has any; and, In
the eeccnd place, if he falls to appear, it has been usual
to seed him a notice that he has been duly fined by said
court meitial for non-attendanoe at militia drill. No¬
thing oi this kind was ever done in the cases above re¬
ferred to; but notices demanding the immediate pay¬
ment of the fine have been indiscriminately aent to the
reticences ot tboee who have paid their commutation, to
Ministers of the gospel, to the lame, the blind, to aliens,
aiMi in rie cr two instance*, to gentlemen of color.
The sending of these notices looks like a de«ire on tbe

part of some of the militia marshals to Intimidate those
who are ignoiant of the laws, and to illegally frighten
them into the payment of the fine. While upon this sub¬
ject, permit me to ask the oft repeated question of what
becomes of the money collected under the militia laws of
this State?
