The Atlantic bringe ue four days later dates from
Burope. Her news is of the highest interest. Si-
multancously with the assurance which it gives us
what peace, if not actually signed, ie fully conciuded
and agreed upon, we receive the ammouncement o;

The European news yesterday produced no effect
of moment oo the cotton market, which continued
% be more cr less goveraed by the reports received
#rom New Orleans and other Southern ports. ihe
eales embraced about 2,500 a 3,000 bales, without
change in prices. Floor was doll and lower for
eommon grades, while the medium and higher
qualities were without chaoge of moment. The
wansactions were moderate. Wheat wae quiet; a
sale of North Carolina common red wae made at
$1 ¢5. Cawrn was hesvy, but without change of
woment in prices. Pork again advanced, with sales
of mess at $18 75, and of prime at $14 374 a $14 50,
and 2 sale of Albany inspected, to arrive oo the
opening of pavigation, was made at $14 75. Coffee
was feady; a cargo of St. Domingo was sold for
export at private terms.  Sogars sold to the extent
of 00 a %00 hbds., particulars of which will be
found in ancther column. A fair business was doge
im fretghteto Liverpool and London, without chanyge
of importance in rates. For flour and grain, how.
ever, retes were nominel.

The steamship Star of the West arrived yesterd y
fruru Punta Arenas, bringing details of the impor-
tant mews from Central America, a briet summary
of which, received by telegraph from New Orleans,
had been previously laid befure our readers.

Among the imporian! subjecta brought up in the
Legislature yesterday were the amendments o the
eity charter, which passed to a third reading in the
Renate; the Albany Bridge bill in the Assembly,
which, after o desperate struggle, was referred Lo
the Committee on Hoads and Bridges by a vote of
68 to 20, thus indicating the eventnal success of the
measure; the reports of the committes on the Cily
Tax bill, reducing the total estimate §.7°,000; also
the report in favar of selling the Arsenal property
anl the bill repealing the Prokibitory Lignor law

In the United States Senate yesterday s resolu
tion permitting Dr. Kane and his associstes iu toe
Aretio expedition W accept whatever tokens of ap-
prociation the government of Great Britain may be
stow upon them, wos reported, discassed at some
length and finally laid over. The three million
armament bill wsa then taken up, Mr. Fessenden
spoke on the Clsywn-Balwer treaty, He was o
favor of settling our differemces with Great Britain
by negotiation. Mr. Cass -replied, urguing that we
should take a decided stand for the maintenaace of
our rights. Mesers. Bell and Clayton, after mutual
explanations, settled their difficulty of the previous
day . growing out of the debate on the action of the
Naval Board. The House was occupied in disouss-
ing the Senate’'s amendments to the West Point De
ficiency and P'ension Appropriation bills.

The Commissioners of Emigration met yesterday,
bat did nothing beyond conversing informally oo
the probable isme of the application to the Legisla
tare for §200,000 to aid their depleted treasury. The
course of Senator Sjckles In moving to lay the oill
for their reliel on the table was animadverted upon
with much severity. The Commisgion is iu imminent
peril of bankruptey, as their overdraft in the hank
i# now £90,017 04, and they are limited to §100.000,
beyond which point they have no resource, while
their total liabilities are over $300,000. The State
Legislature adjourns next Wednesday, und unless
some provision i= made the Commission must neces
sarlly be dissolved before the year k= out. In that
case the sick and destitute under their charge, who
now number 1,915 persons, would fall on the Ten
Governors for support, while the property on Wand's
Island and Quarantine would be held until some dis-
poeition of it could be made by the State. For l.h_-:
first three months of the present year 9599 emi
grants bave arrived ot this port, against 16,176 for
the same period last year, being a decrease of 6,277.
During the months of March and Febmary 7,375
bondable passengere arrived, bringing with them
340,070 97 in money, being an average of #47 61
person.

But the desire of
the Allies fur peace and the peremptory instruc-
tions given by the Emperor of Russia to Count
Urloff and his colleague, overcame all obsta~
clee; and a day or two before the birth of the
King of Algiers. an understanding was fairly
arrived at, and a treaty of peace signed. The
question then was to tollow out that document,
and give to its provisions such actuality as was
peeded by epecific alterations in the national
distribution of Europe. This could not be
done, as it seemed, without the intervention of
Prussia, as the treaties of 1840 and 1841, to
which Pruseia had been a party, would neces-
sarily be affected and alter:d by the new trea-
ty. Prussia wasaccordingly summoned to send
plenipotentiaries to Paris; we noticed their
departure from Berlin and their arrival at the

Thus, as it seems, the war is over. If the trea-

ty of peace was agreed upon on the 12th March,
88 there sgppears to be some reason for believ-
ing, it isnet the least extraordinary feature of
tbe business that so important an event should
bave been kepta secret till the 16th : doubtlees
the French Emperor, who is always bent on
producicg theatrical effects, may have desired
toat the advent of his son should be simplitans-
ous with tnat of peace; but it would require
something more than an imperial mandate to
achieve such & miracle in thia country,

At all events, whenever the treaty was sign-
ed, that it has been signed there iz now no
goud reveon to doubt. Criticism will not be
opportupe till the terms of peace are made
public. In the meanwhile, it would appear,
from the whole course of eventa since January,
bat the conclusion of the war is a concession
to the peace rentiment of Europe, but future
historians will allude to it as one of the exira-
ordinary passages in the history of the Rus
sian Empire.

Nicaracra oy 4 Wan Fooring.—As we pre-
dicted some months ago, Nicaragua has been
forced into a war with Costa Rica. We bhave
@ large mags of letters wnd documeuts from
our correspondents in Nicaragua and Coatu
Rica, from which we have given copious selec-
tivne and translations in another plaze.

The State with which Nicaragua is now al
war adjoins its territory on the south. It ha«
un aren of about filteen thousand square milee,
and a population estimated at two hundred
thousand, There are about ten thousand ! 13-
drans, and the rest are chiefly mixed—wha! ¢
would call guadroons. The regular army is
very emall—two bundred men—but there is u
militia foree of five thousand. We are told
that the latter is good jor nothing. That re-
meins to be proved. The President is elected
for six years. San Jose is the capital, and has
thirty thousand inhabitante. The chisf sea-
port is Punta Arense, onthe Pucific. Cosa
Rica is the only Central American State that
bas peid its debts and has a balance on the
right side of ita cash book. The soarce of its
wealth is the cultivation of coffee, which is
shipped chiefly to Europe [rom the port above
named. There is o large French and Gern .a
population which is inimical to Walker.

‘the declaration of war came from Cr-te
vca, end in two daye after its reception at
Granada, Colonel Schlesginger, of Cuban noio-
riety, wae en route to invade Costa Rica, with s
ritie battalion numbering three hundred m-o.
As there is no Nicaraguan navy, at present the
operations must be carried on by land. and at

It seems probable that if, 22 we
are told, the Costa Ricans made no resistunce
to Schle:einger'a troops, they intend to fall
back upon San Jose, and defend 't to the laet,
It is nppoeed that Walker will receive lurie
reinforcements from California and New (¢
leans, and that he will take the fleld in person,
aod march dircet tor San Jose, which fs about ten
days’ journey; but asthe road winds through
three chains of mountaing, and is chiefly through
the enemy ‘s country, the commissariat must be
supplied for three weeks at least. The stute
went thet & French man of-war had arrived ot
Punta Arenas, to aseist the Costa Ricans, is
contradicted by thie arrival. If it were the
fact it would annoy Walker to w great extent.
It would prevent him from operating by sea,
in cnse e should get transportation, and during
three or four miles of hie land march his troops
would be under the ship's guns. The demo-
cratic party in Nicaragua have received the
declaration of war with exceeding joy, and
Walker's Napoleonic promptnees seems to have
delighted his friends and frightened his ene-
mies.  No doubt he will further follow the ex-
ample of the great Corsionn by making the
Costa Ricuns pay the expenses of the war, and
something handsome besides.

This appears to be the state of things Cur
readers will neturally inquire for the real
osuee of war. It has not yet appeared. The
Costa Ricane have doubtlese been deceived by
g soemies of Walker In the o'her Coptral

American Btates, and hoped to frighten him
Nicaragua claims a large slice of territery
inclgded in the boundaries of Costa Rica, and
this is one cause of bad feeling.

The new government was without momey, but

otherwise prosperous. The North American
residents were generally healthy and happy.
No progress seems to have been madeln eet-
tling the affairs of the Transit Company, but
the California passengers, tremsure, &o., were
brought over the Isthmus as speedily and com-
fortably as usual. Trade was paralyzed by
the war, which will no doubt be short and
bloody.

We may expect te see lively times in Central
America during the next month or two. At
the end of that time we should not besurprised
to see a new confederation of the Btates, with
General Walker at its head, and his minister
received by the Becretary of State of the
United Statea.
