mison, Capt. Andrews,of the whaler Rebecce Adams,
and Mr. Arrington, who were at liberty to proceed
%0 the capital to obtain a redress of theis grievances.
Napoleon Zerman had iis papers taken from kim,
bat still he has made it evident that he was .duly
eosmmisaioned by an agentin San Francisce of 4lva-
yes tofitont a fleet. PBuot Alvarez denies having
given any such powers to bis agent. It is therefore
solely a question of the agent transcending his au-
thority, and not advising his chief of his acts. Capt.
Andrews was chartered by Zerman. Capt. Derison
boaned $70,000 to the agent of Alvarez, and was
only a passenger in the expediticn. There will be
no serious difficuity in the adjustment of the mat-
ter, but there has heen much delay.

The State of Coahuila has been incorporated in
the State of New Leon by the fiat of Gen. Vidaarri,
To this the States of Tamanlipas and San Luis pro-
test in a document transmitted to the Congress at
#he capital, now in session, and from the wording of
the paper it is evident some American or A merican
ideas have been at work in its preparatien, when
using such langnage as ‘‘that the said State is, and
of right ought to be, free and independent.” This
mmacks of Fourth of July powder. But while one
State i thus swallowing its neighbors there is &
northern confederacy forming to swallow no less than
Jalisco, Darango, Queretaro, San Lels Potosi, Chi-
hoahua, New Leon and Tamaolipas. Theswe States
have organized themselves into a “perpetual” alli-
ance, and thé next event will be prohably their
seperating from the republic. Gen. Vidaurri is slowly
snd quietly attempting to do what Blancarte 13 do-
ing in Lower Califprnin. Vidaarri is aiming to place
himself at the head of this Northern confederacy.
He sends no aid to President Comonfort to erush
the revolution at Punebls ; nor does the President
send him any aid to chastise the Camanches, who
are desolating the frontier. There is no commnunity
of interest between these two portions of the repub-
lic, nor is there any reciprocity of henefits.

President Comonfort, unanimounsly asknowledged
by the Congress as the Chief Magistrate of the na-
tion, has all the power in the State and popularity
among the people with him in his administration.
But he has the vast wealth of the country, and its ex-
tended influence against him. The two parties ave
therefore nearly balanced, apd it is uncertain which
will triumph. Comonfort i a liberal, adopting
¥deas and principles to carry them out by decrees,
whach are well received by every American. He has
refused to recede from the position taken by his pre-
decessor, Alvarez, against the church; but is wan!
ing in prestige, and what is worse, he I8 wanting in
money. The reforms he contemplates cannot be
carried out in a state of bankruptey, and becaunse
he does not carry them ont, he will inevitably be-
come unpopular. Hence he must go down, to be
suoceeded by another who, unless means are found,
must follow in the footsteps of the illustrions.

The steamer Black Warrior, from Havana 31st
ult., arrived yesterday. There is no political or com-
mercial news. The ship Sea Witch, from China for
Havana, with five hondred coolies, went ashore on
the 28th, about twenty miles west of the Moro. The
crew and passengers were rescued, but the veaswl
would, it was believed, prove a total loss. Bhe was
owned by Howland & Aspinwall, of thiscity, and is
fmsured for sixty thousand dollars in Wall street.

The Annexation of Onde~Britlsh ' Interna~
«tlennl Logic.

From. a perusel of the proclamaticn, pub-
lished elsewhare, conexing the kingdom of
QOude to the Britiek dominions, one can arrive
st a pretty accurate idea of the pature of the
principles which regulate British interastional
policy in Asia. It is said in the traaty—doabt-
lese on good authority—that in 1801, the mo-
narch of Qude bound himself by special agrae-
ment with the British East India Company to
govern hia subjecta in o manner that would he
condueive to their prosperity, aud would in all
cases pecure their lives and property. Woas
right the British goverament had to make sush
a stipulation in favor of the people ef QCade,
does not appear; in law, it would be nees-
sary to show the interast of the East Iadis
Company in.ike good government of Oude to
give validity to the bargaie; bat let that pags.
It is further steled that the. King of Oude has
ot fulfilled thir agreement, that Oade does
rot prosper, that life and preperty are not safe
izere; that the King neglecte his doties, and
adlows the ceuntry <o go toruln. Tais alse is

quite likely to be o true aceount of the state
of the case. From these prewises the Easi

company is free—nand in some measure bounad

8¢
also it would be 4ar better for the world ir
some energetic and Kberal men we could men-
tion were to ‘‘put forth their grest sirength”
and “sssume to themeslves the exclusive ad-
ministretion” of the puivate property of som2
rich men whoeanld be peinted out, who make 2
bad use of their wealth. Bat there are some
slight difficalties in the way of the general
adoption of such & plau.

the territories of Central America were thence.-
forth and forever vested in the United States.”

ous igaerance of intermational comity, and
places itaelf on a lovel with the Asiatic nations
which afiect to comsider the reet of mankind
mere outside barbariane.

That there docs exist an abstraci soversigniy
in every nation, co-existent with, though not
embodied in the written law, is a propodeitioa
which must be self-cvident to every politizal
etudent, though it may appear ridiculous fo
the newspaper writersin England, The law 11
framed for the government of the ciiizen; the
foreigner does not necesearily fall within irs
purview. No pation ever thinks it mecessery
to legislate in order to prevent its neighbors
seizing ita territory snd using it as a recrait-
ing ground. That is aun infringement of 1@
sovereignty, which it is proper to repel with
bayonets, not write. If it cannot b repelled,
the cffence will not be aggravated though the
intruder ghould have violated a score of local
statutes; if it can, the statutes will not be
needed. There iz no law in England that we
areaware of, which declares it a pensal offence
for an army of Frenchmen or Americans {o
seize the city of London, and declare Groat
Britain a republic; yet were Mr. Buchanan to
attempt any operation of the kind, the English
would hardly be likely to consider the defect
in their statute book & vulid excuse for tha of-
fending minister,

In fne, it seems hard to believe that the arga-
ment of the Zimes can convince any thinking
minds in Eogland. There may he some value
in the ad raptandum phrases with which these
American articles nsualiy end—the flourighes
about the stuff the British are made of, and so
on. This sort of thing may, and probavly
doee, answer very well with certain clasees
The mass of the Times’ readers are not able to
give the time or competent to give the intellsct
necessary fo understand the dispute; [t saits
them hetter to have their throat tickled than
their ears contused; they had rather be patted
on the back, snd called bully John, than ar
gued with never so wisely. So, posalbly the
Times' article may make » bottar hit than th e
we have quoted from it cotemporaries, Its
real purpose may soon be transparent.

DwerniNes ot THE PooR—Ax INTERESTING
Eerort.—We publish to-day the report of the
Bpecial Legislative Committee upon the condi-
tion of tenant houses in New York and Brook-
Iya. The report it o model document, brief
and to the point, It gives a graphic descrip-
tion of low life in the city, and should arouse
our lawmakers to scme prompt action. We
leara from the resesrches of this committes
that.there is in thie city twelve hundred tenant
houses g0 called; that some of them are.ocoy-
pied by as many a8 2o hundred families; that
ten or twelve persong are sometimes found
huddled together in one small room; that men,
women snd children live and die here in dict,
filth, vioe and crime, amd are almost withont
the threo great blessinge which are the inheri-
tance of every human being—high or low—
light, water and air.

We do not propose ta eater into the crusade
which has been waged in several city prints
againet the owners of these houses. The sig-
nificant fact that the rental pays an annual in-
deroet of twelve per centnm, is sufficient to show
saat the evils complained of mey be remedicd
without seriously affecting the rights of pro-
perty holders, £o we are not to growl at peo-
ple for what they have not done, but we are to
tell them what they shall do in future, and t»
bind by law the iandlord and tensnt to respect
each cther's right, and to conform to the rules
which govern decent society.

Every great city heaits tenanthouses, and the
system {s a neceseity with us—first, on acconnt
of our very large foreign population, who be-
iag secuctomed to it, prefer to live in this way:
gecond, on acconnt of the peculiar topography
of the city—all the trade being done at ome
endof the inland, and all the private dwell-
ings within the reach of persens of moderate
means being at the ofther end, those who de-
sire tolive in the middle, or whose avocations
render it necessary they should do so, must
put up wilh rather confined apartments. A
decent small house cannot be had below Fo -
teenth street for less than seven huudred dol-
lars per annum, and as & men’s reai never
ebould ameunt £o more than one-fourth of his
income, it follows that very few can afford to
reside down town. The poor mun, or man in
middling circumstances, has then his choice
either toinke part of & house without decent
accommodations, to go three or four milea up
town. or to live in a tenant house.

We have no hesitetion in saying tha'

1 were these tenant houses well built, well

ventilated, well cleaned and well cared for,
apariments in them would be the choige of
two out of three of the men above named,
The system, properly regulated, has many ad-
vantsges, In the tenant house, the poor man
may be a8 secluded and as independent as if
be bad & log house in the middle of & prairie.
He uses & common stairway and common cor-
ridors, which are as public as the street. No
one of his fetlow-tenants knows or cares any-
thing for him. His apartmentis are his castle,
intc which no profane foot may enter. His
lares and penates are a8 pacred as the hounsehold
gods of the millionaire. He is notobliged to
pay for room tkat he does not use, and stair
osrpets cost him nothing.

We are aware that thero is a great deal of
differsnce in tenant houscs We visited them
long before the Legislature ever thought of
doing anything of the sort. There are sone
which are the poor man’s paradise, and oth 13
which are the poor man's purgatory. Wa
would have the latter reformed, and we wonld
g0 far raise the character of all the tenant
houses that the prejudice now existing aga’net
them in the minds of maay nice people o
limited means mey be removed; then every
msn could have & house for a fair price. We
would have alaw providing safegnards against
fire—obliging landlords to introduce into each
room some simple ventilating apparatus, eud
also a proviso that eath house should have »
porter. That is, a certain part of the hoase
should be reserved for a family who shoald
have the general supervision of the establish-
ment, and see that it is kept clean. Sach au
arrangement wonld be exceedingly usafnl,
both to landlord and tenant. Rulesand regu-
latione should be provided for the governmant
of the house, and the port:rshould be charged
with the enforcement of the lawa,

We think all this might be done, and that
the landlord’'s rights, 82 far from beiag ia-
fringed, would be etill farther protected, and
that such property would pay batter than ever.
Tbe benefit to the tenant would be incalcn
lable.

The Legielative Commitiee has so far dene
its work well. If its members are conte~* to
give their time during the summer fur the
same benevolent an. worthy object, we trust
that the Legislature will allow them to con-
tinue their labore, which have already done
 great deal of good.
