My Lord
Bnekhurst (Mr. Coaodler) should have b«en a court
butterfly, a ga'lant, who, if he had lived in our day,
woald have made the moet extraordinary waistcoats, the
tightest of trousers, and bad the nattiest of terriers ani
the fastest of trotting horses. But Mr. Chandler made
him a commonplace person, not at all fascinating either
hi dress or manner. Mr. Jordan wai very good in Rich¬
mond, and he delivered the excellent speech to the
memory oI Cromwell very finely. La Belle Stewart was
aettd by Miss Reignolds. It was an uneven performance,
lacking vigor and finish, but still good in parts. Miss
Belgnolds improves. If she will give this part more

dignity, and indulge less in mock heroics, ahe will
tad her account with the audienee.
The play seems to have been written chiefly to display

KeD 6wynt in a favorable light. The biographers have
dealt lightly with Kelly, whose vices seem to have been
rather the result of bad company than a bad hedft. She

Mr. Rea played Major Wildman with much uno-
tion, and although at times it was a little
too intense, yet on the whole it was quite
.loverly done. Pepys.the unfjrtunate Samuel.la bur¬
lesqued by the author, and Mr. Johnston wisely con¬
cluded to make him funny, and cave him from being a
bore. The play, as a whole, is quite interesting. It
needs the scbsors, however, and will undoubtedly get
them. The houie was full and the people apparently
Mtisfied.
